One
very pleasing circumstance connected with the
conversion o%theu svouths, is the desire they
have manifested for'the good of others. One
Hfelt impelled at once to cndeavour to do some-
thing, and commenced distributing Tracts in
she puablic streets,an emptoyment from which he
would bave shrunk with the cxtremest reluctance
a day or two befure. The other, hearing of
several young men in the society, who Yor a con-
sidcrable time had been seeking *“ redemption
in Christ’s blood, the forgiveness of their sins,”
and who of late had met at an appoiuted time in
order to pray for that specific biessing, took the
opportenity of relating to them the -manner in
which he was enabled by the lldyﬁirit to
trust in the Atonement : he invited them to his
room, and, torether with others, earnestly united
with them in prayer for their zalvation: and af-
ter being thus engaged for a considerable time,
first one, and ultimately the whole tinee, arese,
feeling that they had peace with God. aud that
they stood * aceepted in the Beloved™  These
events have diffused a focling of Jov tiroughout
the society, and have awakened to incveased
earnestness other membors who have been  too
neglicent in secking what they have long pro-
fessed to deaire. Whilst wrinne on this sulject,

In furnishing a seriesof ¢ Notices” on the com-
mencement, progress, and l)rcwnt ]‘»ositiun of
that form of Christianity called Wesleyan Me-
thodism, in Newfoundland, I am indebted to the
assistance rendered by my brother missionaries
and other friends. At present very little has
Leen published in reference to the history of the
colony, I cannot therefore avail myself of much
information derived from boeks. Mr. Philip
Toeque, a native of Conception Bay, Newfound-

not profuss to give a consecutive history of the
colony, but simply * to afford instruction and en-
tertamnment to the vouth of his native comntry.”
