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Agriculture.

Prof Johnsten, a genth lebrated as
sn Agricultural Chemist and auther of several
works on the subject, visited Nosth America last
year, and gave lectures at sevesal cities,in which
he explained his particular theories and thelr
practical application. We find that, since his re-
turn to England, he has been enlightening the John
Balls on the state in which he found the Agri-
culture of Canada and the United States, and his
account is by .po means flattering. Ile says that
in these Provinces, and in the Northern States of
- cthe Uaion, Agriculture is.now just white: it was

in Scotland eighty or ninety years ago, and he
attributes this to the general ignorance of farming
matters prevailing among the emigrants from

Earope. . Almost. all the new lands fall into
their hands; they clear off and burn the tim-
ber, then raise two vr three grain crops in suc-
cession, then put the land into grass, and keep it
in grass perhaps for ten or twelve years—so leng,
indeed, 28 they can get halt a ton of hay per acre
from it—and then wonder that the lund is ex-
hausted, as it is throughout the British Provinces,
the New England States, and the greatest part of
the State of New York.

Professor Johnston observes, that the comparative
ease with which grain js raised in the new and fer-
tile lands in the West leaves very little inducement
to the farmers in the Eastern States to reclaim
their lands by adopting the improved Agricultaral
practice of England and Scotland, though even
in the West wheat crops are neither large nor
cheaply raised. The condition of the farmers in
the North and Bast is stated to be wretched in
the extreme—in Maine, they were nearly all
bankrupt, and could not compete with those of
Western New York, though even there many of
them were laying their lands down in grass, be-
cause they could not afford to raise wheat.

The learned Protessor also made some remarks
on the probable influence which the growth of
Wheat in the United States might exercise over
the agricultural interests of Great Britain. *In
New Brunswick, Maine, Verment, New Hamp-
shire, Connecticut, and New York,” he says,
* the growth of Wheat has almest ceased, and it
is now gradually receding fdether and farther
westward. Now, when he lold them this, they
would see that what he believed to be the case
was really the case; that it would not be very
long before America would be unable—in fact,
the United States were unable now—to supply
Fngland with Wheat in any large quantity. If
they could bring Indian Corn into general use,
they might get plenty of it; but he did not think
that the United States need be any bugbear to
them. He believed the great source of competi-
tion they would bave to contend with, was the
Baltic and the eountries on the borders of the
Black Sea.” The New York Courier and En-
guirer, in which we find these extracts from Pro-
fessor Johnston’s lecture, observes : —* That these
opinions, coming from so high an authority, are
certainly worthy of attention, and should incite
our farmers to give greater altention lo the scien-
tific investigations connected with agriculture,
which arc now in progress.”

Portugal.

Nothing has been talked about here since Satur-
day but the ¢ Toronto Road Company” swindle.

This, of course,
prevented private parties (tom tendering for the
Roads. It is quite possible, indeed, that pri-
vate parties did tender for these Roads before the
want of power on the part of the Government to
sell to them became known. But .the want of
authority prevented the acceptance of any of these
tenders, and caused the Government to come
down to Parliament asking fcr special powers to
meet the case.  The apologists of the Govern-
