the crowd, seven or eight thousand 
strong, then sought diversion by 
cleaning out “Chinatown.”

But before this occurred there took 
place a disgraceful incident, the 
burning of the effigy of Hon. James 
Dunsmuir, Lieutenant-Governor of the 
province. None too popular at any 
time with the labor people, the repre­
sentative of King Edward in British 
Columbia brought himself into parti­
cular disfavor with the working men 
at the last session of the Legislature 
by declining to assent to the anti­
Japanese legislation.

Their blood enflamed and taking 
courage in their numbers, the mob 
then headed for the Japanese and 
Chinese quarter. Probably the rioting 
in Washington territory last week, 
when hundreds of Hindoos were mob- 
.bed, suggested the attack.

Hundreds of the Mikado's subjects 
had, however, come to town early in 
the day to witness the parade and 
demonstration of the evening, and 
their passions were aroused. They 
were itching for a battle in the 
streets. If it had occurred it would 
probably have resulted in many fata- 
lities.

But responding to the appeals of 
the police, who were powerless, in 

t only one case did they make a de­
termined fight. Then they put the 
rioters to flight.

It was early Sunday morning that 
this battle occurred, at the corner of 
Westminster avenue and Powell street. 
Four blocks along the latter thorough- 
fare are lined with Japanese stores.

Profiting by their experience in 
Chinatown during the evening, the 
police had stretched ropes across the 
street and made one effort to defend 
the entrance against all corners.

At this corner are three handsome 
Japanese general stores, and when 
two thousand men surged around this 
point there suddenly, from away up 
the street, came the sound of the 
smashing of glass, as a plate glass 
front was stove in.

Instantly a hundred bricks, flew 
from all directions at the corner 
stores, and in 15 seconds a thousand 
dollars of damage was done.

The Japs then could stand it no 
longer. From the stores, from hall­
ways, and from roofs they hurried in­
to the street. .
