MR. PARK’S SPEECH IN ASSEMBLY.

(From the Fredericton Farmer.)

Mgr. W. A. Park,—I shall occupy
the atttention of the Committee in
particalarly calling attention to the
first section of the Bill. My daty, as
one of the Members for Northumber-
land, interestedin the proposcd amend-
ment of the route of the Miramichi
Velley Railway, is to put forward ny
views on this point, and to endeavor
to show the other representatives of
the people the proper course (o pur-
sue. I quite admit that the simple
plan proposed hy the Bill is to give
the Government the power to decide
hereafter on which side of the river
the route of the railway sball be, but
I think that while that matter is left
to the (#overnment to decide, still the
vote to be taken on this question will
ultimately decide the route of the line.
If this section of the Bill is passed the
ronte will be on the southern side of
the river, and it is this important fact
that we have to face. I would draw
the attentlon of the Committee to the
fact that this is not a party measure,
it is not & measare upon which hangs
the fate of a Government, and Gov-
ernment supporters should not vote
for the Bill simply because it is bronght
in by the Administration. If they
vote the otber way and the Bill is lost,
it does not tollow that tue Govern-
ment have not the confidence of the
Homse. The members of the Com-
mittee should exercise their best
jodgment and not blindly support
the Government. In order to inform
the Committee of the true state of the
case, I must take them back some time
prior to the contract of the 20th of
Augaust last, but in doing so I will try
to be as brief as possible so a8 not to
trespass on the time of the Houese.
My whole ideais to put the Committee
in possession of all the circamstances
of the case 8o that the Members may
have a perfect knowledge ot the sar
roundings 8o as to enable them to
give an intelligent vote on the ques
tion.

The first time this matter come be
fore this House was iu the scssion of
1872, when an Act was passed incor-
porating the Northern and Western
Railway Company. The first Section
of the Act was in effect as follows:

That Sir Hugh Allan, Sir Alex. T.
Galt, the Hon. John A. Pope, the
Hon. Peter Mitchéll, the Hon. Geo.
L. Hatheway. Alex. Gibson, Esq.,
Thos. Temple, Esq., John Pickard,
Esq., Jacob C. Gough, Esq., and
others were hereby made a body
politic by the name ot ¢ The Northern
& Western Railway Company of New
Branswick,” and by that name were
authorized to build a railroad from the
Town of Chathawm, passing through
the Counties of Northumberland and
York to Fredericton, in the said
County ot York, and being within the
said Province of New Bruuswick.

As you will see that Act authorized
the buiiding of a line of railway from
Chatham, in the County of Northam-
berland, to Fredericton, in the Conuty
of York. I am sure the Committee
will remember that at that time there
was no line of railway from Chatham
to connect that town with the Inter-
colonial. The Chatham Branch was
built some time atter, and every mem-
ber of this House knows the History
of the construction of that Branch, it
is well within their recollection.
Well, nothing was done towards the
construction of the Miramichi Railway
as I will call the Northern & Western
Railway until the year 1874 when the
shen Government introduced aBill into
this House which I believe is generally
known as the Lobster Act. That Act
as we all know was framed, and it pro-
posed to subsidize a line of railway
trom the City of Fredericton, or the
Parish of St. Mary’s in the County of
York,|passing through the Counties of
York and Northumberland to some
point on the Intercolonial Railway,
either in the Parish of Nelson or the
Parish of Derby, in the Countyof Nor-
thumbegiand.

This line is the same as that con-
tained in the Act passed in the year
1874, and the intention was to provide
a subsidy to carry out and help to
forward its corstruction. Directly
this Act was passed itaroused popular
excitement, and in the winter of 1875
the people of Miramichi got interested
in the road. Subsequently a Public
Meeting was held with the Sheriff ot
Northamberland in the chair, and
steps were taken which resulted in a
survey being resolved upon and a
company being formed under the pro-
visions of the Act of 1872. In the
winter ot 1875 the company had a sur-
vey made of the proposed line. I
forgot to state just now that by the
Act of 1874 a subsidy of $5,000 a mile
was given to the road. In 1876 this
company was recognized by the then
Government as having been dualy or-
ganized. Members of this Committee
will recollect that last summer another
Company was formed, and there were
two Companies in the field. 1 there-
tore think toat in future so as to avoid
confusion I will designate the Com-
pany first formed as the old company,
and when’/ I refer to the company
brought into existence last sunmwer
I will call it the new company. This
old company pressed the Government
for tne sabsidy when they found out
that there was not sufficienc to sub
sidize this line. Toshow that the old
company was not wasting time, but
was doing all that was in its power
to obtain this subsidy, 1 will read yon

Inches or by any other person as being |

willing to enter the Directorate of the
Miramichi Valley Railway, or as being
anxious to co-operate in the speedy
construction. The Suabsidy Act of
1874 expired, all the lines of railway
were taken up and nothing could be
done by us to carry out the coustrac-
tion of the line unless the Government
introduced a Bill to grant a fresh
subsidy. But in the meantime we
were not idle, we tried all we could,
and in 1882 a delegation from the
County ot Nerthumberland came here
te try and obtain a grant of the sub-
sidy of $5,000 a mile. We tried to
get all we eould and we met the Gov-
ernment. Now I want this House to
understand that so far as this delega-
tion was concerned the route was fixed
in February, 188Z. This delegation
consisted ot gentlemen from Mira-
michi, and Messrs. Adams, Hatchin-
son, Davidsgn, Gillespie and myself,
and we cleg®ly stated to the Govern-
ment ‘hat the route of the proposed
line was to commence at Fredericton,
to end at 8 point at the I. C. Rallway,
either in the Parish of Derby or South
Esk, in the County of Northumber-
land.” The Hon. Mr. Gillespie then
arged upon the Government the de-
sirability of building the line becaunse
of the great importance it was to the
small lumber trade at Williamstown.

Hon. MRr. GiLLESPIE—But that was
not all.

ame up in this House, and then Hon. |
Mr. Gillespie for the first time took |

objection to the route and wanted the
Parish of Nelson inserted as the place
of the termination of the railway. Ob
that occasion this House voted down
the proposed change by a large ma-
jority. He was pledged to that rgute
both by his representation, ~ his
speeches and his silence. He was ab-
solutely committed to it he never said
a word against it, and what is more
the route on the Northern side of the
river was the one looked forward to
and wished for by the people of the
county which I have the honor tuv re-
present. Nothing was even heard of
the other route on the southern side
of the river until the agitation of the
last two or three years. We have be-
lieved all al)ng that the roate to re-
ceive the subsidy was that on the
northern side of the river. The Sub-
sidy Act of 1882, provides for the
northern side of the river, being the
route. This is what the Act says, it
is “ Ap Act to aid in the construction
of certain lines of rdilway and other
works in this Province,” and among
them—

¢ A line of railway from the City of
Frederictou, or the Parish of St Mary’s,
in the County of York. passing
throngh the Counties of York and
Neorthumberland, to some point on
the Intercolonial, either in the Parish
{of Derby or the Parish of South Esk,
{in the County of Northumberland, and
{thence, if advisable to Beaunbear’s
[ Point, so called.”

be. The railway is to commence in
York, and to end in the Parish of_
South Esk, in the County of North
umberiand. It was, from the terms of
this Act, considered necessary
amend the Act incorporating

in the same year of 1882, an Act was
passed which amended the route con

ration, as follows:—

‘“ That in lieu of the lines of railway which
the said M orthern and Western Railway Co
of New Brungwick, are authorised to con-
struct under the Acts relating to the said
Company, the line or lines of railway tc be
constructed by the eaid Company shall be a
| line of railway from the town of Chatham, or

from the parish of Nelson, or from some

At that time a line of railway was

| concerned. So niueteen members of
ithis House last year voted that it was
not advisable to change the route of
this railway from the nortbern side ot
the river—the principle is the same as
now. It does occur to me that when
a company come in like this, asking
| this House to stultify itself, that the
honorable gentlemen will not give a
vote in direct opposition to the vote
|they recorded last yesar. This com-
| mittee will stand by the position they
took last year, and will deal with the
bill in a correct mauner. Shortly
after the failure of the proposed legis-
lation, the efforts that had been put
forward to obtain a subsidy from the
Dominion Government, and ‘which
had been so ably seconded by Mr.
Peter Mitchell, were partially crowned
with success and we were informed
that the Dominion Government would
grant a sabsidy of $3,200 for thirty
two miles of the entire road. This
was found to be the ntmost that counld
be obtained from the Dominion Gov-
ernment, for they had a vast number
of claims upon them and other roads
were obtaining subsidies from them.
Th® result of that agitation was that
it awakened capitalists to the fact that
there was a prospect of the road being
built, and the old company were again
enabled to put forward their claims
with every prospect of success. On
the 6th of June, 1883, a meeting was
held, and it was decided then to ask
the Local Government to enter into &
contract for the construction of the
line, and I was directed to npen ne-
gotiations with them having thatobject
in view. I accordingly came to
Fredericton and met the Government
in consultation on the 26th and 27th
June, 1883. I explained the position
of the company, and asked them what
security was required for the due per-
formance of the contract. They would
not or could not say. The Hon. At-
torney General asked me instead,
¢ what security the company offered?
I could not get any farther informa-
[ tion from him until he;asked me if the
company had complied with the 4th
section of the Act incorporating the
company. Now I will read this sec-
tion to you, it is as follows:—

“ When, and so soon a8 $20,000 of this and
capital stock shall have been subscribed and
paid up, any three persons named in the first
section of this Act, are hereby authorized to
call the first meetlng of the said Company,
by giving notice in one or more of the news-
papers printed and published in Counties of
York and Northumberland, of the time,
place and purpose of such a meeting, at least
fourteen days previous to the time maintain-
ed in such notice.® =i

This was the gquestion I was asked
after all these years had expired. _l
was not in a position to give a posi-
tive answer, and said it had never
been put forward before. 1 was then
told the Government would not do
anything until it was done, and I was
algo informed that we had better re-
organize o as tocomply with the Act.
| I accordingly went back to Northam-
| berland and informed the old company

;of the result of my negotiations with
the Government. We were only too
willing to do all in our pawer to ob-
tain the subsidy, so as to enable us to
build the road, and we deemed it ad

visable to issue a new notice, thus
complying with the requirements of
the Local Government. We did not
[at the time dream that there was any
| one else moving in the matter. The
| $20,000 was subscribed and paid ap,
land notices were issued calling the
| first meeting of the company, such
| notices being duly published in com-
pliauce with the Act. This was done
{on the 18th July, 1883. While we
| were doing this, other persohs who
had not spent a dollar of their money ;
| who had not before interested them-
| selves in the road; who had never ap-
proached either the Dominion or the
| Local Government, directly they hear
we are moving with every prospect of
success, come forward in an under-
hand manner and try to get the benefit
| of all our previous exertions. They
formed themselves into what I call a
new company, subscribe the necessary
capital, and to get ahead of us, came
out with a notice of their first meeting,
published it in an extra edition of a
paper issued in = Northumberland.
W hat was tneir object? *There is only
one answer. They hoped to obtain
the benefit of all our work, of all the
| money we had expended, of all the
time we had speut, and thus secure
the contract for the line and the sub-
sidy that the Dominion Geovernmenj
had promised to grant for a portion o,
the line. By a singular coincidencef
the two meetings were called for the
same day and hour, the notice for that
of the new company being signed by
Mr. Alex. Gibson, Mr.!Muirhesd, and
the late Mr. Pickard. The new com

pany then tried to prevent our hold- |
ing the meeting and they served us!
with & notice of an injunction to re- |
strain us from holding the meeting, |
together with certain affidavits which
I bave with me, which they intendedi
to read in support of such an injunc-
tion. Well, the argument of that ap- |
plication came on in this city on the |
| 81st July last, before Judge Weldon.
The meetings, I forgot to say, were
to be held on the 2nd of Auguet, that
of the old company at the Waverley

Hotel, Newcastle, and that of the new
company here in the City of Freder ic
ton. After Judge Weldon had heard

all the argunments, he reserved his

judgment, which he said he would

This we looked upon as & decision
our favor, because the meeting would
then be over, and we went back fally
prepatred to hold our meeting. From
some unexplained cause, Judge Wal-
don did not adhere to his decision,
and to our intense surprise when we
heard it, he on the very morping of
the 2nd of Aungust, granted an injunec-
tion to restrain us from holding our
meeting. That decision was tele-
graphed to Newecastle, but did =mot
arrive until after we held onr meeting,
and duly organizsed our company.
Now with reference to this point of
the case I just want to say a few words
a8 to the position of the Hon. the
Attorney Genera!. It may be all
right, and I don’t say it is not, but
still he plated bimself in a position
which bad laid him open to comment,
especially in my county. The solici-
tors who acted in the injunction for the
new company, were the Attorney
General and his partner, Mr. Gregory.
It may be correct for that firm to act
as Solicitors for the new compsany.
It may be possible for the Hon. At.
torney General to sit in his office and
forget that he is the leader of the Gove
ernment. Of course if he counld do 80
he could impartially advise the DEW
company as to their position, withons
reference to the knowledge that he
had obtained as leader of the Goverts-
ment. And again, it is just possible
that he can sit here in this House A';’
advise this House as to which is the
best route for this line, and for
that he is Solicitor for Mr. Alexan
Gibson or the new company. [ say it
is just possible.

Mg. BLAIR,—Oh no. I was not in-
tercsted.

Mr. Pamg—O yes you were. I
have the papers here, they are signed
Gregory and Blair. (Mr. Park read
the papers.) A number of afidavits
were also served with the papers, and
they were all prepared to pre
the old company. I felt at the time
tbe hardship iL was to the old com-
pany for the Hon. Mr. Blair to be in
the record of the proceedings as the
Bolicitor for the new company, when
he was also the leader of the Govern=
ment. I kunew that whem the matter
came before the Government for
their decision, as to the contract, his
mind wouald naturally be prejudiced
in favor of the new company. It
would, it must have some weight his
occupying the doal capacity.  Of
course it might happen that he could
occapy the two positions withoat his
mind being prejudiced. Bat this .is
not the worst that we have to complain
of, for although the old company have
done all in their powerte get the road
constructed, and all the success that
has been achieved is due to their
efforts, they have. been held up to
public ridicule and abuse, especiall
in one newspaper in Norlhumberhnl
It will, and has been shown how they
have worked untiringly. They have
come here again and again, they have
sent to Oltaws, they have had surveys
made, they have expended mouey and
brains and all the success that has
been accomplished has been dume to
their efforts.

After the meetings o! the §wo com-
panies had been held, memorials were
sent iuto the Goverament by both
companies. The new company t
forward their claim and not satisfied
with doing that, tried to put it forward
so as to prejudice the old company.
Mr. Adams and I waited on the
Government at St. John, and we then
stated our case fairly stating the old
company were prepared to build the
road according to the Subsidy Act of
1882. We, further said we were not
anxious bt keep Mr. Gibson and his
friends out of the road, and that if
they would build the road in the old
route, meaning the northern side of
the river, we were pcepared to retire,
and more than that we would bhand
them over all the plans and other doca-
ments that woald assist them to do so.
Our reason for adopting this course
wags, that we felt that if any contention
arose between the two companies it
was probable that the road would be
prejudiced. We thought that jf Mr.
Gibson entered into the matter there
was & good chance of the railway being
constructed, but we only gave up our
rights on the distinct understanding
that the route should be the same as in
the Subsidy Act. The contract was
accordingly entered into by the new
company for the construction of tr
line on the northern bank ofthe 3
It was a solemn bargain cntered into
by the new company, and this House
should not allow any change to be
made to the everlasting prejudice of a
large number of the electors of North-
umberland. After the contract was
entered into, Mr. Maxwell made a
sarvey of the line on both sides of the
river and reported to the new com-
pany. A very .arge number of persons
think that the sarvey of the northern
route is too near the river, for it makes
the construetion too expensive as it
crosses a large number of brooks,
which can be easily avoided if the
track was located a little farther in-
land. The consequence of this was,
that Mr. Fowler made another su
of a route on the worthern side of
river and he has found a cheager
route than either that of Mr. Buck or
Mr. Maxwell.

Now I should like to call the mem-
bers’ attention to the plans laid on the
desks of the members of this House.
They are prepared with a desire to
mislead members, and I will draw
honorable members’ attention to the
principle points in which they are
misleading. From them it would ap-
pear, that there is a deep water ter-
minus at Chatham, but sauch is not the
case, the Chatham Branch road does
not go as far as that, and nearly two
miles has yet to be built. On the
other hand, the road does not show
that there is a deep water terminus at
but there is. Mr. Max-
well should have made an imprejudie-
ed report. I do not think that there
is much difference in the expense of
the road on either route. Itisan wp-
doubted fact that the cost of the
bridges on the southern side will be
greater than on the northern, because
you have to cross the main river twice.

Then let us look at the country on
the two sides of the river. That on
the northern side i some of the best
in the magnificent County of North-
umberland. It is well settled, fertile
and an immense population are ery-
ing aloud for railway communication.
On tLe other hand, the south side from
Blackville to Chatham is swampy and
