FALL CARE OF COWS.

Too many dairymen talk about 
‘ putting their cows upon their 
winter feed.’ The good dairyman 
does not know when autumn ends 
and winter begins. With him 
there is no sudden change from wet 
10 dry, or cold to warmth ; and the 
man who sees that the summer dairy 
is as well cared for as the winter 
one, end the reverse, will be the one 
who has succeeded in keeping bis 
cows giving milk until calving time 
In our dairy judicious feeding and 
eare doubly paye me by furnishing 
milk even in the middle of summer, 
so that the milkman makes it’s trip 
to the creamery every day in the 
year, when by the old plan of dairy 
ing, the oowe rested from milking at 
least eighteen weeks ; and that at 
the time of their greatest cost, 
namely, win'er months. Few dairy 
men|begtu to stable their cows early 
enough lu ihe fall. To them it 
seems a loss not to have cows in the 
pasture night and day until the 
grourd is aelual y frozen, the idea 
being that the frosted feed will be 
lost if not eaten. The fact is 
ignored that milk if secured in pro­
fitable quantities, is a result of 
warmth and comfort, and no cow on 
frosted feed, deluged by ihe cold 
and penetrating rains of autumn and 
chilled by frosts, can maintain the 
flow of milk that she could if kept 
in the stable at night and on stirmy 
days. Teaching a cow to endure 
cold weather, and expecting her to 
do well in the milk yield, has not 
paid since the advent of winter 
dairying. The winter dairyman baa 
found that the nearer they make the 
fall and winter months like June, the 
better the results. In general 
practice I find that as soon as the 
chilly nights set in in October, It 
pays to keep the oowe iu and feed 
them in the stable, for a cow by 
preference never likes a wet or oold 
bed, nad by the same reasoning ia 
never found on the windy aide of a 
fence, bat hunts a sheltered nook, If 
one Is to be lound.

Let na take a hint from the cow 
hereeV, and as soon as the fire la 
needed in the house, pat this mother 
cow, that in her milk giving Is more 
susceptible to oold than the dry one, 
into the warm «'able and generously 
feed her, acd defer the toughening 
period until warmer weather In the 
spring, and by this more generous 
and humane treatment secure many 
more gallons of better milk, and 
place ourselves among the more pro­
gressive dairymen of ihe country.

THE STITCH IN TIME.

In the press of work ou a farm, 
many little things go unnoticed, or 
ate seen at a time when it Is impos­
sible to attend to them . This is no­
ticeable regarding bsrn. stables, 
chicken houses, etc. If the farmer 
would cast hie eye around when in 
those places, and make a note of 
the broken blngee, the loose rattling 
windows, the hJes in the floor, con­
stantly growing larger from wear, 
the rickety perches, the neglected 
manure heap, broken posts, leak) 
roof, and the thousand and one 
other little things that will give him 
annoyance in the near future, he 
weald set apart a day or two to 
attend to hie mending. Secure some 
lumber, a hammer, saw, and nails, 
and go to work with a will, and it 
will surprise him, if he has never 
tried It, to find how tnnçh happlet 
he will feel to know that hie cattle 
and horses are comfortable during 
the cold stormy weather. Do no 
stop with repairs. There are few ol 
us but could Improve on the 
conveniences around our premises 
Have you a sloppy, muddy walk to 
your barn and other hwîçs? Have 
yon an uncomfortable place in win* 
to milk ? Are yonr tool* and imple­
ments unhoused? Are all the walk* 
leading to the house such as will 
make no extra work for the wife? 
Have you scrapers and mats at each 
door, enabling those who enter to 
leave their dirt outside ? It Is not 
necessary to ask more questions. 
Observe and act.

WHERE TO EDUCATE FARM­
ERS BOYS.

Agricultural colleges are being 
more appreciated every year, but 
i heir value to the farmers’ boys ia 
not half understood or there would 
not be one half enough in the country 
to accommodate the applicants. A 
thorough kno «ledge of the ectenoe 
of agriculture U worth more to the 
boy who expects to spend his life on 
tbe faim than all the mat hematics 
and dead languages that he could 
crowd into hie head in a lifetime. 
The idea of the moat complete educa­
tion is not to oe deprecated, bat If a 
boy has only tt^e time and means to 
secure knowledge In one direction 
let him get it in the line that will be 
the moat practical, useful and valu 
able to him. The school that teaches 
how to retain and increase the fer­
tility of the soil Is the one at which 
tbe farmer wants to educate his son 
if he wants him to make his living 
from tilling the soil. Lota of boys 
are ‘ educated’ away from the farm 
Agricultural echool are for the 
encouragement that Is possible for 
farmers to give them.
