RESCUED BY LOVER.
BRIDE-ELECT DRAGS INTENDED 

FROM WRECK.

One Killed, Five Dying and Sevetal 
Others Seriously Injured While Cars 
Crash Through Trestle to Ravine 80 

Feet Below.

Middletown, Oct. 14.—One man was 
killed, five others 
and five or eight were badly injured 
to-day when seventeen cars of a work 
train went through a trestle on the new 
Erie A Jersey Railroad at Stoney Ford, 
six miles from here. The cars were 
loaded with dirt and stone and twenty 
Austrian laborers on the train fell with 
them to the bottom of the ravine, 80 
feet Wow.

The engineer felt the trestle collaps­
ing, and, putting on full speed, succeeded 
in getting across with his engine and 
one car. The coupling of the second car 
broke and the rest of the train went 
into the ravine.

A hundred laborers were rushed to 
the spot and began digging the injured 
out of the wreckage. The seriously in­
jured were rushed to hospitals here in 
ambulances which were sent to the

The trestle was constructed over a 
ravine on the Guymand & Newburgh 
Junction branch of the road and was 
being used to make a fill. Officials of 
the company say the recent rains un 
dermined the trestle.

While working in the debris, George 
Briscovitch came on the dead body of 
his brother John. Many of the wives 
and sweethearts of the workmen were 
quickly at the scene and helped in the 
rescue work. Mary Garins, who was to 
marry Joseph Karls next Sunday, found 
her sweetheart under a car and* rescued 
him. Physicians and ambulances we/, 
to the scene of the accident from this 
city and the injured were brought to 
Thrall Hospital.

Ofifcials in charge of the work sav 
that the loss to the road is about 
$20,000.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

ANY even numbered section of Dominion 
Lands In Manitoba or the North-West 

Province», excepting 8 and 36. not reserved, 
may be homesteaded by any person the sole 
head of the family, or male over 18 £ears of
