Ottawa, Feb, 18.—In a few days a
bill will be introduced increasing the
personnel of the Railway Commission,
extending its powers so that it may
deal effectively with the shortage of
freight cars and other grievances, and
placing telephones and telegraphs un-
der its jurisdietion. This announce-
ment was made by Hon. Geo. P. Gra-
ham * to-might, in the course of a prac-
tical and instructive debate on Mr. W.
F. Maclean’s reciprocal demurrage bill.

A bill introduced by Mr. Mederie
Martin amends the railway act by pro
viding for the payment fortnightly of
railway employees,

Reciprocal Demurrage.

Mr. Maclean (South Yorkj, in mov-
ing the second reading of his bill to
amend the raiflway aci, devoted most
of his speech to the advocacy ot his
reciprocal  demurrage idea. Lhere
snould, he contendeq, in his opening re-
marks, Le clauses in the raiway act
setting out that railways were wieated
vo aiuord transportation facilities for
the people of Canada, and that it is
the auty of the railway law, the Kail-
way Commission and the Railway De-
partment to see that fair treacment
