BOLD TALK OF KOREAN ASSASSIN
Shot Steven* and is Willing to Die—Warning to Others to Deal 

Justly With the Korean People.

URGE FINANCIERS TO , 
ACCEPT THE OFFER.

San Francsco, March 24.—I. W. Chang, the 
Korean, who yesterday shot D. W. Stovens, dipo­
rn at ic attache of the Korean Government, last night, 
made a written statement, from which the follow­
ing extracts are taken :

"This day I shot Stevens. I shot him because 
he was the mam factor in the Japanese reign of 
bloodshed and oppression in Korea and because he, 
as the head advisor of the regime, was responsible 
for deaths of our fathers, mothers and brothers in

"Stevens is the advisor of the Korean Govern­
ment, paid by the Korean Government, but who 
is working for the interests of Japan and against 
those of the nation, which looked to him as an 
American for justice and good rule. He has endeav­
ored to make the people of the United States of 
America believe that the Japanese protection of 
Korea was the best thing for that nation in the 
present and will be so in the future. He lied when 
he said that the Korean people are happy under 
Japanese rule. So I, for his falsehoods, shot 
Stevens.

"If I kill him and I die it will be a warning to

others who take his place to rule justly and deal 
with the people in his care with kindness and hu­
manity. I will make no cpmplaint to the punish­
ment. that will be meted out to me; and should my 

aid my country in struggles for freedom. I 
all die nobly and well.

SHOT IN THE BACK.

Did Not Know It Was Loaded—He 
May Die.

Brockville. Mprch 24,—Roy Fetterly, 
25 years old and married, is in St. Vin­
cent de.

He was handling a rifle last 
night, not knowing the weapon to be 
loaded, when it went. off. The bullet 
entered Fetterly’s body under the right 
arm, and lodged tn the muscles of the 
back.

Paris. March 24.—The arrest yester­
day of Henry Rochet to apjiears likely to 
develop a big scandal. It is stated that 
several prominent politicians are in­
volved in the dealings of Rochette, who 
threatened the examining magistrate 
with the name of an influential senator. 
A large number of brokers have suffered 
considerable financial loss through the 
arrest of Rochette. They lmd been in­
structed to buy up shares in his con­
cerns. which showed a tendency to slump. 
Accordingly on Saturday they bought up 
$400,000 worth, and received from Ro­
chette cheques on the Bank of France, 
but payment of the cheques was refused 
by order of the court.

The news of the arrest caused a panic 
in the provincial branches of the Credit 
Minier et Industriel Bank, directed by 
Rochette. Depositors clamored all day 
at the branches, but no money was paid 
out to then.

Rochette conducted a big financial 
newspaper. Le Financier, at a cost of 
about $30,000 a month, by means of 
which he was tetter able to dispose of 
stock in his various companies.

One of the directors of the Credit. 
Minier states that Roehetto's affairs are 
solvent. He say» that Rochette has 
nearly $2.000.000 deposited in the Bank 
of France, which is sufficient to meet all 
liabilities, and the Credit Minier and the 
Franco-Spanish banks have the working 
capitals of all Roehetto's companies in

When the result ol the conferenow 
commit tie’s negotiations was conveyed 
to Colonel Gibson he expressed disap­
pointment that the city had not seen 
lit to accept the oiler or negotiate along 
that basis. Both he and -ur. Hawkins, 
however, said vAal if the offer made by 
the city was not accepted by the com­
pany 11 would not 02 through their 
lauit. They went to the Lhicago oftice 
of tiie financiers when they placed the 
proposition belore them the last time, 
j hey will go direct to headquarters in 
New Xork on tins occasion, aud do their 
best to try and get the men with the 
money to consent to the city’s offer.

He thought all the committee should do 
was sen a a reply that it could nut en­
tertain the company’s oiler, tie second­
ed a resolution mwvd by Aid. Fanner- to 
the effect that "1 he committee cannot 
entertain the proposition made by the 
company on Marc a zu, nor any propo­
sition on the net earnings."

1 his was de tea ted on a vote of 5—4, 
Mayor Stewart, Aid. f armer, Jutten au4 
Haney voting for it, and Aid. Uarll, 
Dickson, Allan, Sweeney and McLaren 
against it.

The following resolution, moved by 
Aid. McLaren and seconded by Aid. Al­
len, was passed on the reverse division:

"That the committee cannot entertain 
the proposition of me company, made 
to me committee on Marcn 20, nor can 
they entertain any proposition based 
on net earnings, and are ot the opinio 
that a oasis h per cot. on gross re­
ceipts up to $316,bud anti a decrease to 
not less than o per cent, on gross re­
ceipts over tnat amount (provided ex­
tensions are sufficient, with reconstruc­
tion of whole system) might be favor­
ably received by the peopic. '

F0UNDRYMEN WANT DUTY ON 
STOVES INCREASED TO 33)%.

They Are Ready to Resume Operations as Soon 
as Wages Question is Settled.

“Nothing new,” is all that the foun- 
drymen have to say when asked about 
the labor situation. The shops are still 
doing nothing, but, it is said, some of 
the largest of them are ready to resume 
operations as soon ns the pay question 
is settled. The men do not show any 
disposition to meet th' suggestion of a 
reduction in the seei’.e. although their en­
forced idleness is running into the fourth 
month now.

Among the men there is a. feeling 
that the real object of the move on tin- 
part of the foundry men is to obtain an 
increase in the duty. During the fiscal 
year 1905-6 there were imported into 
Canada stoves and parte thereof to the

value of $472.981. on which the duty 
at 25 per cent, was $118,326. For the 
nine months ending March 31, 1907, the 
imports were valuod at $433,427, paving 
a duty of $108,411. The manufacturers 
would like the duty raised from 25 to 
33 1-3 per cent.

It is said that when business was at», 
the boom stage and the Canadian stover, 
men could not turn out their product 
fast enough, they had stoves manufac­
tured for them in the United State^ 
tearing their names, and shipped to their 
customers (n Western Canada. The pur­
chasers thought they were getting Cana­
dian made stoves, but the United States 
manufacturers diecovered a line of newf- 
busings» which they are trying to hold, 
and that i«i one reason for the demand 
for increased duty.
