Some
checks should exist, and we know of no bet-
ter way in which they could be brought to
bear, than by rendering it incumbent upon all
Banks to conform to certain regulations pro-
mnulgated by the Legislature, and for any new
oue to obtain permission, or, in other words,
a0 Act of incorporation from the same source,
previous to its going into operation, Such a
practice prevails in some of the most demo-
cratic of the neighboring States.

We bave left little room to say any thing
on the statement of the affairs of the Bank.
