Brlcsdler Bnrdeii Before the Publie Ac­

count* Committee—The Celebrated ‘‘Ca­
sino ” Telegram.
The Public Aoooaqt* Committee met on 

Saturday morning, Mr. Ferris presiding. Mr. 
Geo. Barden, who acted at commissioner for 
the Ontario Government at Hat Portage, and 
who had been subpoenaed to attend, was pre­
sent and gave evidence regarding his duties 
at that place. After being sworn he was ex­
amined by Mr. Meredith- He said he had 
been in the employ of the Government since 
July 25th, 1880. He was first employed 
auditing provincial accounts. After being 
nine mon ths_ thus employed he was engaged 
upon' the "Agtiffnltnral Commission, and 
was thus employed for 234 days down 
to February or March of 1881. Then 
he was in the Queen’s Printer’s office from 
that time until in 1882 he went to Bat 
Portage, where he arrived on the 22nd of 
August. On tùe last day of 1882 he arrived 
home, sad returned to Bat Portage in May, 
in$he interval being employed making up a 
report and at other work. He went to Bat 
Portage as a commissioner to make a report 
and to look1 after the general interests of On­
tario. bis instructions being given him by 
Mr. Mowat verbally. His headquarters were 
•t Bat Portage. From May. 1883, until- 
January 5th last he had remained at Bat 
Portage, since which time he had bveu here. 
At first hie salary tfc*4?Hrpër day, 
and $3 per day in Addition being 
allowed for expenses. That 'continued 
until the first of August, 1882, when 
an arrangement was made that he was to re­
ceive $1,600 a year and $3 per day expense». 
Before entering the service of the Govern­
ment he bed been on an Ottawa newspaper ; 
before that on the Montreal Herald, and 
prior to that he had been in the British 
army. Ha arrived at Bat Portage last year 
on the 2nd oi J one. At the time be knew 
from the newspapers that an election was to 
take place, but not from members of the Gov­
ernment. He or Mr. Pattallo took no part 
in meetings for securing Mr. Lyon’s return, 
but he did in meetings to promote the forma­
tion of the municipality. He had some 
communications with the proprietor of a 
newspaper—or, rather, the proprietor of the 
newspaper sought to have communications 
with him. On being asked whether he 

MADE ANT COMMUNICATION 
in connection with what had taken place 
between them, he said he could not say that 
be had.

Mr. Meredith—Ton swear that yon did 
not communicate with the Commissioner of 
Crown Lands with reference to that! Ans. 
—I sent a telegram to the Commissioner of 
Crown Lande with reference to that. The 
copy of the telegram which had appeared in 
the newspaper» was correct. ,

Q.—What did you mean by saying that it 
wag important that you should be placed in 
possession of funds for the purpose . of se­
curing control ? A,—My meaning* was that 
it was important that we should hold our 
friends together for the purpose of forming a 
municipality. It had no connection with 
Mr. Lyon’s candidature.

Q. —Then why was it that half of the 
money ibofild be paid before the election and 
half afterwards ! A.—That was the proposi­
tion to me. I limply communicated with the 
Commissioner of Crown Lands that he would 
be in a position to send funds not from the 
Government, but from some association, aa 
usual in such cases.

Q.—Have yon any of the communications 
which passed between yon and the members 
»f the Government ? A.—I have none but 
inch ai were confidential. There is nothing 
in them that I should object to place before 
the committee.

Q.—Will you produce them? A.—Not 
confidential communications without au­
thority.

Q.—Do you decline tor produce them ? A.— 
I would rather not, There is nothing in the 
comma mentions.

Q.—I want to know,yes or no, whether yon 
decline to produce them. A.—I do not "de­
cline. . 1 have not got them here.

Q-—Will yea produce them ! 
private letters! Nearly all the 
tione between Be and the Govei 
confidential.

Q.-*—Have you brought communications 
which passed between you and the Govern­
ment here ?’ A.—Yea, but not confidential 
communications.

Q.—Why have you not brought all of 
them ? A.—Because I did not think con­
fidential communications would be* required,

Q.—Were yon instructed not to produce 
these letters ? A.—Bo.

Mr. Hardy.—I object to asking any ques­
tion with regard to necessary communica­
tions with a Minister of the Crown, although 
I have nothing to conceal.

Mr. Meredith then proceeded to question 
the witness abont the cypher telegrams. The 
witness said they were not the confidential 
communications ; he had been referring to 
letters. He had none of the telegrams he 
received from the members of the Govern­
ment; he tore them up because fie did not 
think it was necessary to keep them.

Q. What business had you to destroy 
them! A. Well, I did destroy them, be­
cause I did not think it was necessary to keep 
them.

Q. Is that the only answer yon can give as 
• reason for destroying them? A. Yes.

Q. Why did you destroy some end preserve 
others ? A. I did not preserve any.

Q. Yon profess to state that these commu­
nications were State documents, dealing with 
your duties as Commissioner tor Ontario ? 
A. Yea. We were there in a peculiar and 
delicate position, and necessarily everything 
that passed was'of a confidential character.

Q. And that was the reason yon destroyed 
them ? A. Yet.

Witness then stated that he had hail 
no communication with Mr. Pattnllo about 
the election, nor had he discussed with him 
steps to be taken. He was not present at 
any of Mr. Lyon’s committee meetings.

A MUTILATED DOCUMENT.
Mr. Meredith handed Mr. Barden an ac­

count furnished by him to the province, and 
asked him whet was cat off thq bottom ? A.
I do not know.

Mr. Meredith—Something has been cut 
•ff. A. It was not cat off by me.

Q. Has anything been cat off since it left 
four hands ? A. Ido not know.

Q. Upon yonr oath, has anything been ont 
Off since yoar mune was written there 1 A. 
It looks uncommonly like it* bet it was not 
done by me.

Q- Did it come in that shape from yon to 
Toronto ? A. I cannot say. I do not think 
it did. I think it possible that some remarks 
were pat there and cut off afterwards. That 
is my signature.

Q. It is evident that is cut through your 
signature. A. I did not do it.

Proceeding, the witness stated tiiat he had 
not communicated with Mr. Pattnllo regard­
ing the proposition of the news­
paper at Bat Portage. After he had 
communicated with Mr. Pardee by teiegram 
be did not offer the proprietor of that paper 
$500, and be did not think Mr. Pattnllo had 
done eo. He was not a political agent.

Mr. Meredith—Then how did von 
come to approach Mr. Pardee ! A.—We 
were interested in forming a municipality.

Q.—Then yon were interested ? A.—In so 
far aa the formation of a municipality was 
concerned.

The witness, continuing, said that when he 
left Bat Portage sixteen policemen were em­
ployed. He had not been in control 
of the force since coming down. He 
handed Me duties over to Mr. Lyon. W hen 
Mr. Lyon came down here he did not know 
who was in charge. On the day before the 
election in September, on the day of the 
election, and on the day after the election 
they had sixty-eight constables employed, 
and on the following day ten. The Provin­
cial Secretary had communicated with him 
by telegram with regard to the employment 
of other specials, but be had destroyed the 
telegram. He had communicated by letter 
with Mr. Scott, Deputy Attorney-General, 
anil the cypher code was agreed upon in the

THE NAME “CASINO,” 
ire any particular reason for 
was the telegram referring to 
the newspaper.

LOCAL LIVE STOCK.
Drovers have been complaining that they can­

not make a living in the present state of trade, 
and to some extent blame the market reports aa 
given In some newspapers. The Mail reports 
the prices correctly, aa current in Toronto 
markets, but farmers should bear in mind that 
at least 4c. should be deducted to cover 
shrinkage, carriage, etc. Fully five per cent, is 
lost in weight on the trip here, and neither 
travelling nor board can be had ror nothing by 
the drovers. All this should be taken into con­
sideration by the farmers, as they *rould find it 
would cost more than 4c. to forward their own 
cattle and then take the chance at reaching a 
favourable market.

Receipts this week were about the average, 
and the quality rather ptior.. Prices, however, 
were firm at quotations. Sheep were scarce, but 
as many of those offered were in lamb, the de­
mand waa light. Good sheep, however, were 
wanted.

peas, 13.34a bush.; rye. nil bush. Eng­
lish quotations show a fall of 2d. on corn, 
but are otherwise unchanged. Markets closed 
dull on cargoes, either of wheat or corn, with 
Mark Lane slow, and country markets quiet 
but steady, which seems also to be the case in 
France. Importe last week were again very 
low, amounting to 180,000 to 185,000 . quar­
ters of wheat. and 150,000 to liuOOO 
barrels of flour, and home deliveries seem not 
to have been over 200,000 quarters, which 
would again leave a deficit. The quan­
tity • of flour and wheat m transit for the 
United Kingdom on the 13th insL, was equal 
to 2.000,000 qra. of wheat against 2.043,000 on 
the 28th ulL. and 2,272,000 in the preceding year 
Mail advices state that the English trade had 
very generally resigned itself to abandon all ex­
pectation of any active revival or Improvement 
until there should be a very decided reduction 
in the stocks ; hot the prospect for such a reduc­
tion was not only becoming clearer than before, 
but was computed to have been 150.000 quarters 
during the week ending February 23. Mean­
while the average price of English wheat had 
further receded to the very low point of 16a lid 
per quarter, against 41a 9d. in the corresponding 
week last year, and 46s. 7d. in 1882 ; and returns, 
tor the wiauing week, ending March 1, showed a' 
rise to 37a 3d. Stocks of wheat in Gloucester 
and Bristol on the 1st inet were, however, 277 . 
700 quarters, against 267,500- on the 1st alt., so 
that thus far the reduction would seem not to 
have made much progress. Continental advices 
state that in French Oorts foreign wheat waa 
unchanged. At Marseilles prices were maintain­
ed. but the demand not active. Bordeaux atiU 
quoted red winter as before, both on the snot 
and for March-April delivery. At Nantes trans­
actions were almost nil, but home-grown wheat 
ruled firm. At Havre wheat was rather lower 
but meeting a bettor demand. According to 
official returns, the net imports of wheat and 
flour into France from August 1 to February 15 
amounted to 2,572.000 quarters, against 3,225,000 
quarters in the corresponding period last year 
Country markets ruled quiet with vary little 
change in prices. At Antwerp grain was quiet 
this week, and business confined to immediate 
wants ; prices, however, were generally main­
tained. Inferior wheat was neglected, but good 
sorte in demand. Red winter waa quoted at 
equal to 38a 9d. to 40s. Od. per quarter according 
to quality. German advices report wheat at Ber­
lin inactive but the tendency decidedly firmer 
which, in the absence of favourable advices 
from abroad caused son^ surprise ; the reserve 
of sellers, however, was thought to be probably 
owing to the low range of prices leaving little 
margin for a possible further decline.
