A Pontifical Mass for Night
Workers.

New York, May 8.—Pontifical
Mase was celebrated at 2,45 o'clock
yesterday morping by Arohbisbop
Falrey in St. Patrick’s Cathedral in
honor of the tenth apniversary of
the ipstituticn of & weekly mass for
newspaper men -and other night
workers. Five thousand persons
filled the great building, and au least
2,000 bad to be denied admittance
at the dcors, A long line of anto-
mobiles with & few carrisges waiting
in the dim light of dawn was an
unusual sight for tbe Fiftielb street
gection of Fifth Avenue. Among
those who attended the Mass were
Justice MoCall, of the Supreme
Court; Cyrus C. Miller, Borough
President of the Bronx; George
Cromwell, Borough President of
Richmond ; Vietor J, Dowling, Jus-
tice of the Appellate Division
Justice Goff, of the Snpreme Court ;
J. J. Murphy, former president of
the “Big Six;” James J, Nolan,
President of the Night Workers ol
the pnneh of St. Andrew’s, and J.
E. McNawsre, of the General Post
Offioe.

Postmaater Morgan issued an or=
dar lagt week to all district superino-
tendents to let all the men who
desired to attend the Mass to do 8o,
and a similar order sffectiog the
Street Cl.aning Decpartment was
issued by J. F. Lynob, Actling Com.
missioner.

Surrounding Dr, Farley as be took
his seat on the archiepiscopsal throne
in the Catbedral were the Rev, Luke
J. Evers, pactor of the Charch of
St. Andrew, Duaane Street, where
the usual weekly night services are
beld; the Rsv. P, J. Lyons, of
Boston, and the Rev. Charles Evere,
of Baltimore. Tne Rev. Walter
Gilmore, assisled by the Rev, An-
thony Palisi, officiated as deacon of
the Mnse, and Mgr, James V. Lewis
was master of ceremonies.

Bishop McFaul's ucqualified con-
demuation of yellow journaliem
aroused particular interest. Bishop
McFaul said that jourpalism must
return to Christ and the Ten Com-
mandments,  * This is the real
remedy for the defects of the daily
pewspaper,” he said, He bad little
faith in the efficacy of drastic legis-
latiop, which he thoaght might nn-
daly restriot the freedom of the
press.

have a most baneful influence upon
gooiety. Among these it must be
admitted are some of our great
dailies, It i8 no overstatement to
say that their sole motive is com=
merocial gain. They publish sensa-
tionsl pews, pander to the morbid
desire of resding the demorslizing

“ Let me add, in conclusion, that
the editor and his sesociates have a
great mission (o which there is
necessarily attached & proportionate
responsibility, If eociety is to be
God-fearing and moral ; if the rising
goneration is to be raised up and
trained in those religious and moral
trutbs which form the foundation
and the superstructure of our temporal
as well as of our everlasting happiness,
we need the assistance of broad,
minded, intelligent, honest, saoe,
couscientious and religious journalists,
who will constantly keep before them
selves and the public the text with
which 1 began.”

After the Mass a presentation was
made of six copies of the programme
of the celebration, the first, printed
on white vellum, to be sent to the
Pope ; the second, printed on red
vellum, to Cardinal Gibbons; three
printed on purple vellum, for Arch-
bishop Farley, Bishop McFaul and
Mgr. Lewis, and one, printed on
green vellum for Fatber Evers.

As the profit in agriculture consists
in making the soil produce more
abundantly than of itself it is able to
do, so likewise, in the culture of mind
{ and soul we must add the elements of

prayer, meditation and careful elimin
ation of the noxious weeds which will
|grow rapidly in tbe best bf ground
unless they are seen and then plucked
out by the roots. It is mot much
of a promise for good fruit spiritually
{if “wild bals” and overshadowing
weeds are permitted to grow and lo
{ take from the good plants the nour=
ishment pecessary for their develop-
ment,
