Presbyterian, A McDougal ; Exeter
James St. Methodist, C Snell ; Colo's,
Methodist, W Yee ; Bethsaida Method
iet, T Harvey ; Egmondville Presbhyte
rian, 8 Carnochan, and as we sum up the
various reperts we find the following
showing : — Pregress, because during the
year a 'arge number have consecrated
their hearts tv (ded. Progress in the
temperance department, as there is a
large increase of pledged teetotallers,and
we were greeted with the cheering news
of a whole scheol being ‘‘Scott Acters,”
and progress in the interests and appli-
cation shewn by teachers in their work.

The subject ‘‘Huw the S. S, should be
supported financially, and how its money
should be expended,” was intreduced by
Mr. James Scott, jr., Clinton, 1st. The
scholar should be made the channel
threugh which the funds come ; children
should be taught that they are stew-
ards, and that they are only giving back
to God his own, By pgiving the money
through the scholars ic educates them in
the virtue of giving. 2nd. The children
should understand that they should give
regularly and feel that a detinite amount
is required. The school should be sup-
ported liberally, the money ought first
to go for therough or complete equip-
ment for the carrying one of the school,
that it may be inviting and interesting,
althought not fergetting the elass. We
should teach of the mission cause the
glorious privilege that God has given us
to work for him, and when manhood is
is reached they will be prepared. Let
estimates be made as to the amount nc-
cessary to carry on a scheol, and get the
children interosted. The subject was
also spoken on by D D Wilson, John
Logan, Rev. T M Campbell, R Lums-
den, T C Pickard, T Hendrie, 8 Yates,
A Morrison, W M Gray,Rev. J Kenner,
Rev. J H Carson, Rev. Mr Fletcher, 2ll
agreeing with the speaker in the main,
but they would add that if the schoel
cannot be suppocted, the cburch should
come to its assistance, also that the
claims of missions ought regularly to be
supported, as well as the mainteninance
of the scho»l, children should sacrifice for
the sake of giving, and parentsshould see
that children are regularly furnished
with funds.

Questions and answers were next taken
up, and various questions were asked,
and answered, in which township or cir-
cuit conventions were recommended,also
that the premotion ef scholars be left
with the superintendent in concurrence
with the teacher.
