A Szrrovs CHARGE.— Some eighteen
months sgo U, J. Whitely, of Goderich
township, died, and by eome it was
thought under suspicious circumstances,
but the mstter was yot investigated.
The widow afterwards removed to Clin-
ton, where she resided until a short
time since, when she married one Ed-
wards, of Woodstock, and went to re-
side in that town. i
the brother of deceased, which led hiI’I
to swear out an information against his
brother's widow = for poisoning with
arsenic, snd on Wednesdsy of this
week the accused was arrested, and
brought to Clinton, there to await the
preliminary investigstion, whioh takes
place today (Fridsy). The prineipal
evilence against the accused is that of a
servant girl, who was in her employ
when Whitely died. This girl avers
that when Whitely was sick she was
sent to Dr Worthington's to purchase
rat poison, and was enjoined to get
arsenic, ‘‘as the other rat poison was no
good.” Subsequently, she says, she
saw Mrs Whitely putting arsenic in a
dose of medicine for her husband, and
remonstrated with her for sc doing, but
was told it was nome of her business.
The fact that the girl has withheld her
statement to this late day is thought by
some to discredit her testimony in the
matter, but she contends that she kept
the secret owing to threats made by Mrs
Whitely that she would kill her and
then commit suicid®, if the crime was
disclosed. The question of exliuming the
body is now under consideration by the
authorities, and the fiat of the Attorney-
General is awaited in the matter.

To the Editor of the Signal.

Sir,—As the time for our municipal
elections draws near,the annually repeat-
ed promises of our city fathers to take
up the railway question in earnest, and
to secure comnection with additional
lines, can be heard at every street cor-
ner—all claiming thorough knowledge
regarding the course to be pursued, all
now well posted and therefore sure of
success, Indeed, the road or roads are
balf built—at least one might think so if
their professionsand declarations could
i Bat, unfortunately, this
same tale has been told each year when
these gentlemen were seeking reappoint-
ment to office. It would, therefore, be
well, in a cursory way, to review the
state of affairs—firet, as to the position
of the railway question when the council
assumed control three years ago,and then
see what advancement lras been mads i
the matter—how much nearer now than
then in obtaining additional railway facil-
ities. I think the only conclusion that
can be arrived st will be that their for-
mer promises, together with their buast-
wvd superior knowledge, experience and
tact, has landed us in & much worse  po-
siticn than when they wrested all control
from the Citizens’ Railway Committee,
In s0 doing it ‘will be necessary to show
how far that committee had proceeded,
and what they had accomplished, and
also to see how the matter stood prior to
the formativn of the committee.

For several years prior to the sum-
mer of 1884, when agitation was com-
menced for increased ruilway communi-
cation with the East, it was well known
that the foremost men among our city
fathers poohpoohed the yery idea of ob-
taining & second line, and. openly con-
tended that it would be impossible to ob-
tain one, some of them asserting that we
had no business to offer—that the Grand
Trunk had not nearly sufficient to make
their road pay, and, therefore, we had
no right to look for a second read ;
others of these motables asserting that
our geographical position was such as to
preclude all hope of obtaining the de-
sired aid, we heing cut off on all sides
by other roads; otkers again statiog
that the lake trade was at an end, the
Chicago railroads having gobbled all,
Persons holding such views regarding the
position of the town they were supposed
to represent were ocertainly not likely to
induce the C. P. R. or any other com-
ptw to come to Goderich.

ith the view of counteracting the
injury done by the ertoneous and wmis-
chievous statemonts of those who should
have been better posted on these mat-
ters, several letters were published in
Tae Stovar and Star, clearly showing
the claims Goderich had over ether
points to be made & lake terminus of
the C. P. R. The upshot weas that a
number of gentlemen interested in the
welfare of the town were called together
by the late Mr 8. Platt, and the citizens’
railroad committee was formed. The
citizens' committee endeavoured first to
convince the public as to our advantages,
which I think they did successtully.
1hey opened correspordence with the
G P oﬁ' suthorities vegarding an ex-
tensipn of the T. G. & B. rosd from
Wingham to Goderich via Dunganoon,
and were replied toin each instance court-
eoualy ; but it soon became evident they
were almost of the same opinion as the
Goderich men: before alluded to, haying
seen only the fales and misleading asser-
tions regarding this point so freely cir-
colated by interested parties. However,
the committee set to work with heart
and will to counteract the effect of these

the . P. R. with facts and figures
—reports of shipments to and from
Goderich, charts, &c., persistently, dur-
ing two years, until they were rewarded

eclaring Goderich to be “their point,”
stating that the C. P. R. intended ap:
proaching it from twe places, Guelph
and Wingham, further stating that he
would look after the charter for Guelph
wnd directing the committee to ‘'ap-
ply for the charter from Wingham."

On these instructions the citizena’ com-
mittee at once made application to the
Local House fora charter, which was
duly advertised in the Goderich and
Wingham papers, as well as in the Oa-
tario Official Gazetée, and the bill was
drawn by Mr Chas. ‘Seager as solicitor
to the committee, ready to send to the
House of Assembly.

To this point the committee had paid
all expénses, but a further sum of '$150
was required to be paid to the House to
defray the expense' of printing, &o.
This sum the eommittee asked tbe town
council to pay, as the matter was solely
for the public and not for the bene-
fit of the individual members of the
committee. The ocouncil demurred to
that request unless they were given the
appointment of half the provisional
divectorate. It was finally arranged
that there should be seven Provisionsl
Directors, of which the council should
sppoint three and the committee fhree,
and that the mayor, for the time being,
should be the seventh member. - With
that clear and definite understanding,
the copy ot the bill was handed to the
council to forward to Toronto with the
necessary sum of $160.

No sooner were the council in posses-
sion of the papers, placed in their hands

the citizens’ committee, who had per-
formed all the work, who had by two
years’ constant endeavor succeeded in
removing every objection raised against

oderich as & terminus, and that at
their own cost and expense, they wera
unceremoniously pushed on oume side by
the council and a new application made
to the Dominion House for a charter st
double the cost. Of course, these wor-
thies, these hovnorable gentlemen,
without any compunction appointed their
own provisional directors. In the
meantime, before they were aware of
that dishonorable action of the town
council, the citizens’ committee ap-
plied to the Dominion Government,
through Mr R. Porter, for a subsidy of
$3,200 per mile, and received every.as-
surance that it would be granted.

With this ended the work of the eciti-
zend’ R, R. committee, who had success-
fully controverted every objection raised
against Goderich as well by townsmen—
several of them members of the council
—as by outeiders. The committee had:
placea the matter in such shape that the
town council,or any other half dosen men
possessing vrdinary businéss tact, could
have commenced construction before the
end of the summer of 1887.

Let us now see what has been sccom-
plished by these men, who in justifi-
cation of their nefarious act '-O'DIJI the
citizens’ R R committee mised so
much, whko boasted of their superior
knowledge, their honesty, their grest
experience and tact—what has been done
by thiese honorable gentlemen during the
past three yeara? They certainly attend-
ed a railway meeting or two.
the route of a road over which they had
no control, the charter for whish was
held at Guelph, in which not b0 much as
the name of a Goderich man ap
This is the whole of their work as far as
I can learn. As to the line from Wing-
ham to Goderich, not one meeting of the
Board appointed by the council, although
the charter belonged to the town snd
was paid for by the town, until it had vir-
tually lapsed. I feel, and most disinte-
rested persons will agree with me, that
what has been accomplished by the town
council and their directorate combined
amounts to exactly nil.

And I must bere remark there are
some who openly declare it as their
opinion that when the council seized
control of the railway matters and thrust
aside those who had succeeded in deing
what the council either would not or
could not do, they were hood-winked in-
to so doing by two or three cunning
designing ones, who had from the first
determined to burk the rtaatter, and
well they succeeded in their deep design
to the detriment of the town.

Again, it may be remarked that the
Wingham charter, even as late as Apnl
last, might have been maintained, and
would have been, but for the action of
two or three of our council—Mayor But-
ler being the chief stumbling block. I
have it on the beat authority that ene
who has been foremost in inaugurating
the railway movement was toolhardy
enough to approach our very polite and
refined mayor with the intention of in-
forming him of the fact that a syndicate
was then being formed, consisting of one
or more of our leading Goderich -men,
with Mr Meyer, of Wingham, and
others, who would be ready to take the
charter, then nearly lapsing through in-
action on .the part of the council and
directorate, and build the road. That
exceedingly geotlemanly person—Mayor
Butler—at once, on the mere mention of
“Wingham Railway,” flew off at a tan-
gent, swearing at and cursing the Citi-
zens’ Reilway Committee, wildly assert-
ing in his delirism that by their ‘‘tom-
foolery” the town had been led to expend
$300 for & worthless charter, then vir-
tually “‘dead,” of no use to any one—
“the money might as well have been
thrown imto the Lake.” And yet we
find, only a few days subsequently, when
Mr Meyer made an offer on behnl{ of the
.{:di“u referred to fqr a transfer of
that ‘‘useless charter,” that, prestot
change, our autocratio Mayor suddenly
discovered there might be money in it—
possibly more than in waterworks—and
though he, with the council and direc-
torate combined, had not been able to do
soything ®ith it during the two and &
half years then past, he determined, like
the dog in the manger, not to allow any
one else to have it.

It appears now that another charter,
for the same road, to take the place of
the one so lately dead and buried, is to
be applied for, with nearly the same di-
rectorate who have so distinguished
themselves by their glorious inactivity.
Another $300 or $350 for the town to
pay ! Will Mayor Batler call this ‘‘tom-
foolery” ?

Thous, at the end of three years, the
council and their directorate, ,instead of
moving forward, have in reality retro
garded. Three years ago the whole pub-
lic were contident of success—bonuses all
along the line were sure, and the
Dominion subsidy guaranteed. Now

they have first to fizht for the Bill and
afterwards for the subsidy. Can the
public again repose confidence in mem
who have in such a glaring, gulpablo
manner betrayed their trust? think
not.
