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NIGHT RIDERS WILL BE
SENTENCED TO DEATH

Six Found Guilty of Murder in First
Degree
Others Guilty in Second Degree,
and Will Get Twenty Years Each.

Union City, Tenn., Jan. 7—Murder
in the first degree, with wmitigating
circumstances, and murder in the sec-
n ddegree, was the double verdict
brought in at 8.45 o’clock tonight
against the eight night riders who
cn the might of October 19th hanged
and shot to death Captain Quentin
Rankin. Against six of the defend-
ants, Garrett Johnson, Fred Pincon,
Arthur Glore, S8am Applewhite, Ted
Jurton and Roy Benson, the first
finding was directed. But Morris and
3o0b Hoffman received the second
degree verdict, with a recommenda-
tion that their sentengces be made at
20 years in the penitentiary. Al-
though the jury recommended the six
found guilty of first degree murder,

to the merey of the court, Judge Jones

tonight declared that he would not!

consider the provision of mitigating
circumstances, but would sentence all
six men to death. Motions for new
triala were entered on behalf of all
the defendants, and a hearing of the
application was set for next Satur-
day

The last day of the famous trial
was made most dramatic by the ill-
ness of Juror Rossen, which threat-
ened to abruptly terminate the trial.
Today Rossen was so sick that the
court had to be held in an ante-room
the sick juror lying in bed as he
heard the closing argument of
Pierce for the defence and the charge
of Judge Jones, which directed in
effect that if the jury found that the
defendants were present on the night
when Captain Rankin was killed,
they were all guilty of murder in the
first degree, no matter whether or
not they handled the rope or fired
a shot. The only other verdiet which
the court held would stand was that
of not guilty on the strength of the
alivis admitted.

No Demonstration Follows Verdict.
The jury took the case at 2 o’clock
this afternoon, but was prevented
from deliberating on it on account
of the illness of Rossen. Tonight,
however, a verdict was reached. When
the jurors announced they had agreed
on a verdict, the soldiers who have
been constantly on guard since the
trial started, formed a cordon around
the court house with drawn guns. The
jury filed into the court room and an-
nounced their finding, which was re-
ceived in a stolidly indifferent man-
ner by the defendants. There was no
demenstration from the erowded court
room. Attorney Pierce declared to-
night, “We will tear the verdict to
pleces in the Supreme court.”

F. NEW MAJOR PLANET.

Discovered in Selar System Beyond
Neptune.

London, Jan. 7.—News of the ex-
istence oi- a new major planet situ-
ated beyond Neptune, announced on
the authority of. photographic evi-
dence by Professor Pickering, of Har-
vard Observatory, has been received
by the Solar Physies Observatory at
South Kensington. The last two
major planets, Uranus and Neptune,
were discovered in 1781 and 1846, res-
pectively. Neptune has been hither-
to regarded as the outermost major
1 of the solar system, and its
diameter about four times that of the
earth.  British astronomers have not
been ‘unprepared for the discovery of
a great planet even beyond Neptune.
For many years past various pheno-
mena have been observed which could
not be explained by known facts, and
manyv workers have been making cal-
culations for determining the disturb-
ing factor, which was surmised to be
a planet of considerable size beyond
Neptune. Professor George Forbes,
F.R.S., at various times calculated
that the movement of a certain group
of comets which visited the solar sys-
tem in 1843, 1880 and 1882 were in-
fluenced by some body about one
hundred times more distant from the
sun then the earth is, and with a year
equal to one thousand of our years.
It is hoped that within a few years
the results obtained by Professor
Pickering can be compared with: the
positions ,calculated by Professor
Forbes. The new planet is said to
be at present in the constellation of
Gemini, which, cufriously enough, is
the same constellation in which Wm.

Pariz, Jan. 8—A warrant charging
embezzlement has been issued in this
city for the arrest of ““Count” Louis
Hamon, formerly known in Ameriea
and Europe as Cheiro the Palmist,
who went to London Wednesday fol-
lowing the allegation of two American
women that\ he had defrauded them
out of valuable stocks. It is pointed
out, however, that if Hamon is a Brit-
ish subject (he is said to be an Irish-
man) he cannot be brought here from
London as Great Britain does not exs
tradite her citizens.

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PELLETIER PARTY NOT LOST.

Not True That Inspector and Men Have
<Been Giyven Up.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan 7.—The officials of
the- Mounted Police point out that there
are a number of inaccuracies in the .story
of tha disappearance of Inspector E. A.
Pelletier in the neighborhood of Ches-
terfield Inlet.

About all that is true is that the pres-
ent . whereahonts of Inspector Pelletier's
party are unkngwn. Inspector Pelletier,
with a patrol of six non-commissioned of-
ficers and men, Corporal M. A. Joyce
pnd H. L. Meller andr Constable Private
Conway, W. A. Johnston, C. C. Bates and
R. P. Walker, left Athabasca Landing on
June 4th Tast on a patrol to Chesterfield
Inlet by way of Great Slave Lake and had
passed it on .July 5. The party had to
descend the. Burton river, and was to ko
met at, Chesterfield Inlet by a boat. If
it did not arrive in time the boat was
to. leave provisions and the party was to
make its way to, the. Post at Fullerton
and wait there till it would be prac-
ticable to travel by dog train -cuth
wards to Churchill,

Inspector Pelletier, who bears an cx-
cellent reputation for efficiency in work
of _ths kind, did not make connections
with the boat, and is presumably at Ful-
‘arton.

The explorer mentioned, Thomas Cald-
well. was employed by the department of
Mayine and Fisherics and has been mis-
sing for two vears. Some years ago he
made a remarkable journey in that vie
ivity in the course,of which he promised
‘20 natives to return. The department
enabled him to keep his promise. and he
*anf  westward from Fullerton. Nothing
#aé been heard from him since. It is
printed out that Inspector Moodie sent
sut no word to the department concern
in«= Laspector Pelletier.

MANY CHINESE PAY HEAD TAX.

Returns for Current Year From the
Western Custam Authorities.

Vancouver, Jari. 7—During the year
just closed the sum of $33,000 was
paid in head taxes by 622 Chinese
who entered the Dominion at the port
of Viectoria. During the eame time
1,721 Chinese left to return fo China.
Probably about seventy per cent. of
these will return. They have the priv-
ilege of re-entering the Dominion if
they arrive within a year from the
time of their departure. On the last
Japanese steamer to arrive was one
who had a narrow escape from being
too late. He had but one day to
elapse when he landed. The Chinese
was confronted by a dilemma at

ong Kong. The only steamer to
sail was the Japanese liner and the
boycotters vowed vengeance on any
Chinese who patronized the Japan-
ese line. His position was explained
and permission was given by the
guilds for him to travel by the Jap-
anese vessel, which arrived with but
one «ay’s grace,

New York, Jan. 8.—The bark, Annie
Smith, has arrived from Belize, Brit-
ish Honduras, bringing five men ef
the British sechooner, Annie, which
was lost off the Honduran coast. A
remarkable story was fold of the loss
of the schooner. According to the
shipwrecked mariners their vessel
was a short distance off the coast on
November 16th, when she was struck
and capsized by a waterspout. All
hands climbed up on the -bottom »f
the schooner. Two Indians, expert
divers, succeeded in getting one of the
boats clear. The Annie was a total
loss. She was only a year old and
was owned in Liverpool, N. S.

Young Canadian’s Tragic

South Africa.

Eagle’s horse,
s2emed petrified with terror and stocd
like a stone, while the other with a snort
of terror holted. The lioness sprang
upon the rider, unseating him. Eagle re-
covered himself and a terrific contest en-
sued. He had lcst his ifle in the first
onslaught and was almost entirely at
the mercy of the enrazed brute. lThe
Dutchmen who had robbed the lioness
cf her cubs heard the shooting, and,
auick to apprehend the nature of the
situation ,they had rushed back with
all the speed they could command. They
found Eagle terribly mangled. The
Loness made off ,but was subsequently
overtaken and shot. ’

That the Indians and hali-breeds of
Alberta should have the assistance of
a provincial organization for ‘the:r
development and education was the
eonclusion arrived at by the conven-
tion which closed its deliberations cn
Thursday in the Y.M.C.A. in this
city. There has accordingly ‘been
formed an organization to be known
as “The Alberta Convention of the]
Friends of the Indian and Hali-Breed !
Population.”

Rev. T. Ferrier, of Brandon, super-
intendent of Indian school and hos-
pitals for the Methodist Church in the
Dominion. spoke on “The Indian Edu-
cational Problem.” As an introduc-
tion to his remarks he read an his-
torical review of the work from the
pen-of the Superintendent Generzl of
Indian Affairs for the Dominion. He
also gave a lengthy quotation from a
accument presented by the . superin-
tendent to the Advisory Board of In-
dian Education. This board is the
result of united aetion on the part
of the Anglican, Methodist and Pres-
byterian churches in Canada. Tf is
composed of two representatives from
each church, and through them = =»ll
matters of business in eonnection with
the education of the Indian for the
past twelve months has been trans-
acted. The advisory board and the
Dominion government have been
negotiating regarding a new educh-
tional policy for the Indians, setting
forth two types of school, known as
residential and non-residential.

From the manner in which this
lucid explanation was received it was
apparent that the convention was in
harmony with the new policy of the
government’s Indian Departmen

Resolutions ‘Adopted.

Arthur Perry, farm instructor at
Hobema, gave some experiences in
the work there and expressed deep
interest in the welfare of the Indian
}’)z*uple.

Rev. J. A. Sellar, B.A., of Saddle
Lake, contributed some interesting
facts in connection with the educa-
tional work there. He also gave an
account of the erection of a new
church at Saddle Lake.

Mr. McKetterick was called on and
spoke at some length on the needs of
Indians in this province.

“And whereas this convention is
pleased with the two types of schools
as described in this document;

‘““And whereas we believe the said
schools will meet the needs of the
Indian children generally throughout
the Dominion about as well as any
policy that could be adopted.

“Be it resolvéed we express our be-
lief that on account of the large areas
covered bv our reserves, especially in
the scuthern nart of this provinee, and
