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PATRIOT TELLS OF 
TURKISH LIBERTY

N. Menasse one of “Young Turks” 
Who Deposed Sultan Abdul 

Hamid.

Among the cosmopolitan citizens of 
Edmonton there is an interesting 
character in the person of N. Menasse, 
manager of the Star land theatre. Mr. 
Menasse is a "native of Turkey, whence 
lie was forced to îlee three years ago 
because of his alliance with the Young 
Turks, the liberators of the country 
from the absolute regime of Sultan 
Abdul Haiïtro. Sincè’comifig to West­
ern Canada direct from his mother 
country Mr. Menasse has learned to- 
;peak English and French fluently by 
study in his spare horns.

Like every true patriot, Mr. Men­
asse has a passionate love for his 
country. While here he is studying 
conditions and is rSporting to the 
.. aders of the Young Turks society at 
Constantinople as to the principles of 
government worked out in Alberta. 
He expects' to return to his country 
some day and to labor for its cause. 
With strong emotion, Mr. Menasse 
told a Bulletin representative the fol­
lowing account of how the Young 
Turks got the ascendancy and de­
posed Sultan Hamid, ex-ruler of Tur 
key.

Began Twelve Years Ago.
“Twelve years ago the first liberty 

movement was 'begun, with Osman 
Bey, a relative of the ex-sultan at its 
head. Being in the sultan’s palace he 
saw many things which were opposed 
to principles of liberty for the sub­
jects and began to make mention of 
them. He was condemned for his ac 
tions but fled to Paris, where he was 
instrumental in forming the society 
of Young Turks. The liberty idea 
was introduced into the schools of 
Turkey and an agitation sprang up 
against the government. As soon as 
the sultan heard of this he flooded 
the country with private detectives 
who were paid well to spy out offend­
ers against the sultan’s cause.

“In 1901, in the school of Idadic, in 
Constantinople, where I was in at­
tendance as a pupil, there* was a pro­
fessor, Ezizet, by name, who began 
talking the liberty movement to the 
pupils. Among them was a private 
detective -who informed on him. An

power, bua they took him a prisoner 
to Salonica. His prison was the beau-, 
tiful residence of Alatine, who gave 
it to the Young Turks that his home 
might be the prison house of royalty. 
Five of his wives remained faithful 
to him and went into prison with him, 
where, along with him they still re­
main.

Sought to Interest Masses.

Turks. The ignorant people believe in 
Allah, that as God, Mahomet his pro­
phet and Kaiiff, the descendent of 
Mahomet. This title has been sup­
ported from the time of Osman by all 
sultans in Turkey and it is a mark of 
reverence by all ignorant people. Sul­
tan Hamid attempted to win over the 
ignorant classes by denouncing the 
Young Turks as unfaithfpl to the 
Koran and as wishing to dethrone him 
a; sultan. The ruse was suocessM 
and the last massacres at Adana were 
due to the popularity of the sultan 
among the ignorant classes. The 
proof of this is that when the power 
came into the hands of the Young 
Turks many Moslems were put to 
death simply because they had pro­
pagated the sentiment against the 
Christians among the ignorant people.

“In the meantime thousands of 
Young Turks who had spread the lib­
eral movement among the people were 
killed and many of them were exiled. 
So numerous were the masacres that 
it is impossible to give any idea of the 
extent to which they weih perpetrated.

First Meeting Held in London.
“In 1907 the Young Turks, believing 

that they were strong enough to op 
pose the government, started the move­
ment of liberating their country from 
Sultan Hamid’s cruelties. The first 
meeting was held in London, Eng. 
Many of the most popular .Young 
Turks took part and decided to put an 
end to the sultan’s regime. The first 
active step was taken at. Salonica, 
where telegrams and messages were 
sent to the sultan that he had to give 
his people a constitution. On the 
receipt of these Sultan Hamid called 
his grand vizier and asked that he be 
advised what to do. Chevket Pasha, 
the vizier, told the sultan that the 
people were furious and the onjy thing 
to do was to grant the constitution. 
Great was the joy of the people the 
following day. All the papers, Chris­
tian and Mahommedan, proclaimed 
that liberation had come and: all the 
people regardless oi their religion or 

•creed, greeted one another as brothers. 
Sultan Hamid’s 'blood-thirsty nature 
had to be appeased, however, and af­
ter promising the constitution he put 
to dèath many of the most important 
leaders of the progressive party. In 
fact the sultan began to reign as be­
fore, 'but the people had received a 
taste of liberty and would not let 
him return, to his atrocities.

Second Movement.
“The outcome was the second move­

ment of the Young Turks. Hundreds 
gathered to Constantinople from. all 
parts, forced the gates of the city 
and entered the royal palace. The 
sultan still had a 'body guard of sol­
diers, but as soon as he heard the 
noise of the cannons of liberty he lost 
confidence and consented to receive 
a deputation of Young Turks. He 
was told that the only thing ibr him 
to do if he wished to preserve his life 
was to he deposed. The sultan made 
no show of strength, but delivered 
himself to the public. An instance of 
the charity of the Young Turks was 
shown in that they did not kill the 
eultan* when they had him in their

D<yninion parks c'rnmissioner, who 
has just returne: irom a trip of 
exploration thr: i Jasper Park, the 
immense nation-1 reserve at the en­
trance to the Yellowhead Pass, 180 
tnilég southwest of Edmonton.

‘The canyons along the stream 
branching from Fiddle Creek to the 
hot springs are the finest I have seen ■ 
any place in the mountains,” said 
Mr. Douglas, in conversation with 
the Bulletin yesterday afternoon. 
‘Atleigbt or ten different points in 

the distance of a mile they rise sheei 
to ç height of from four to six 
humlfed feet on each side, the width 
being not greater than thirty feet, 
and in some places even less than 
twenty feet. Unlike the Fraser 
Canyon. which extends straight 
away, these canyons wind and twist 
in serpentine fashion. As nearly as 
I could form an opinion, there would 
be no difficulty in making a carriage 
driveway along the top of the ridge 
by the edge of the canyon, and 
bridges could easily be thrown 
aerfis at different points from which 
the dizzy precipices could be ob 
served by tourists.”

Hot Springs on Branch Creek.
“While we travelled in a round­

about wav, perhaps twenty miles 
the canyons and the hot springs, the 
distance by the most direct route is 
probably not greater than five or six 
miles. “The hot springs are not 
on Fiddle Creek, as indicated in the 
maps of the district which we car­
ried with us. We were at a loss to 
locate them at first, but discovered 
them on a branch of the creek severa, 
miles away from the position, indicat­
ed. Norman Lux ton took the tem­
perature of the water at the mouth 
of this branch and discovered a 
difference of nearly three degrees in 
the temperature of the two streams. 
Following up the smaller stream, the 
water gradually became warmer and 
warmer, until the smell of sulphur 

us positive assurance 
that we were on the right track.”

Asked as to the volume of water 
flowing from the springs, Mr. Douglas 
said that he would estimate it as 
being sufficient to supply a four inch 
pipe. It was fully as great as that 
of the hot springs at Banff. Two 
accurate thermometers had taken the 
temperature of the water as it pro­
ceeded from the rock at 116 degrees, 
which is three degrees higher than 
the temperature of the Banff springs.

Bathe-in Indians’ Pool.
Id a small pool built up by the 

Indians with rocks and about twenty 
feet across, the members of Mr. 
Douglas’ party enjoyed a refreshing 
mineral bath after their hard day’s 
travel.

Mr. Douglas brings back with him 
sealed samples of the spring water, 
which will be sent to Ottawa for 
analysis. From the appearance of 
the rock formation at the hot spring 
he judged that the water was much 
more strongly charged with mineral 
elements than any of the Banff 
springs. The Ottawa analysis will 
make possible an accurate compari­
son.

The hot springs, Mr. Douglas says, 
are at an elevatiôn of 1,200 feet 
above the line of the G.T.P., but 
easily accessible.

Near where the G.T.P. will cross 
the Athabasca river, Mr. Douglas’ 
party encountered G. H. Mumms and 
Mr. Hastings, the celebrated Euro­
pean mountaineers, who were re­
turning after an unsuccessful attempt 
to scale Mount Robson, one of the 
highest known peaks in the Canadian

By Arrangement for Interchange of 

Business the Alberta Govern­
ment’s Long Distance Telephones 
Are Now Connected With British 
Columbia and Washington State 
Cities.

For some time telephone linemen 
have been at work forming a connect­
ing link -between the Alberta telephone 
system and that of British Columbia. 
Word has been received ' at the pro­
vincial telephone branch that the con­
nection is now practically completed 
and telephone subscribers in Alberta 
may -have direct connection with'-cit- 
ies and town in the neighboring pro­
vince and with Spokane and other 
cities across the line within a radius 
of about 800 miles.

The government telephone line has 
hitherto extended to Coleman and 
twelve miles have just been complet­
ed to carry the line to'Crow's Nest, a 
station on the boundary. There it 
formed a connection with the linès of 
the Kootenay Telephones Ltd., whose 
headquarters are at Crankbrook, and 
whose line extends As' far as Nelson 
and Rossland, at which point a con­
nection is formed wj,th the. Rocky 
Mountain Bell Co. wh|çh gives a wire 
into Spokane. With a telephone svs- 
teih Which g i t'es satisfactory service 
over a distance of 600: miles the con­
nection with British Columbia tele­
phone systems means that Edmonton 
will be in direct touch by telephone 
with many cities aerpss the moun­
tains and that many Alberta people 
may get direct telephone connection 
with'the cities of the coast province.

PARLIAMENT TO 
MEET NOV. Il TH.

Canadian Navy Bill to be Most Im­
portant Measure Before Forth­

coming Session of House

Ottawa, Oct. 7—At a meeting of the 
cabinet council yesterday afternoon, 
at which all the ministers were pre­
sent with the exception of Sir Fred­
erick Borden, the Hop. Frank Oliver 
and the Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, who 
are absent from the capital, the date 
for the opening of parliament was 
definitely fixed for Thursday, Nov. 
11. The proclamation calling the 
members will be issued at once. The 
early assemblage of the House should 
allow business to be well advanced 
by the Christmas recess, and’ it is 
hoped that prorogation may be reach­
ed by Easter.

Yesterday’s meeting of council was 
the first for some months at which the 
business of the coming session could 
be discussed with nearly all the min­
isters present. As yet the sessional 
legislative program is in a somewhat 
tentative hjape, hut from povr on 
cabinet meetings will be held -almost 
daily.

Feature of Session.
The promised legislation providing 

for the creation of a Canadian navy 
and for a full measure of co-operation 
with the mother country in the gen­
eral scheme of empire defence, as 
eveloved at the imperial defence con­
ference in London during the summer, 
will probably be the feature of the 
government’s measure for the -session. 
The measures of this defence bill are 
still to be worked out along the lines 
agreed upon by thé Canadian minist­
ers at the -conference.

The insurance bill; left over from 
last session, will be another import­
ant measure for the House to dispose 
of, and it is not improbable that the 
government. will ask parliament to 
make some radical chacnges in the 
rules of the House looking to the’ ex­
pediting of public business.

A Third Officer Coming.
A third officer of the imperial navy 

will arrive in Ottawa from London 
in about a fortnight to join the two 
who are already here, namely, Com­
mander Stewart and Paymaster Ling, 
to aid Hon. L. P. Brodeur, Admiral 
Kingsmill and the. government in 
making preliminary arrangements for 
the organization of a Canadian navy. 
Lieut. R. M. T. Stephens, who is an 
expert in gunnery, will sail for Can­
ada in a few days. The admiralty 
will loan Canada other naval experts 
to act in an advisory capacity to the 
Canadian authorities. The two officers 
who are now here expect to remain for 
a period of two years.

From the Judge on the Scott Case to 
Jury Whose Verdict Was Not 
Satisfactory,

London, Oct. 6—“I trust that none 
of yqu will ever be shot,” was Justice 
Latchiord’s- parting remarks to the 
jury when they returned tonight with 
a disagreement in the ease of Mrs. 
Wesley Scott, charged1 with the mur­
der of her father-in-law, Harvey Scott, 
September 13. The jury stood seven 
for manslaughter and five for acquit­
tal. ~

“I regret that you have been un­
able to agree,” said the judge. “That 
is a matter, however, which concerns 
yourself more than me. It seems to 
me that if there was ever a case 
where a jury -having regard for their 
oath could bring in a* verdict, this is 
one.” k

The jury were out over two hours. 
In his half hour’s charge to the jury 
Justice Latchford practically elimin­
ated the choice of murder or not guilty 
plainly telling them to bring in a 
manslaughter verdict. He pointed 
out that by their oath they could not 
biing in a verdict of ‘not guilty.”

In 
St. Hilaire vs. Lambert, case, the mo­
tion made yesterday was allowed and 
the appeal quashed with costs taxed ; t 
$56. The appeal in Nelson and Fort 
Sheppard Railway Company vs. Buck- 
worth was then heard. Buck worth acted 
as the company’s. land agent at Ymir, 
B.C., under an agreement, with the 
condition that his right to commissions 
on sales should terminate with the 
termination of his agency. He claimed 
commissions on sales in respect to which 
negotiations began while he was agent, 
but were concluded after his agency 
had terminated, and at the trial, re­
covered judgment for $3,500, as com­
mission on the sale of the Porto Rico 
timber limits for $70,000 and a refer­
ence as to other sales on which the 
company was ordered to pay him com­
missions at the rate of 5 per cent, on the 
selling price, from time to time, on in­
stallments being paid under the con­
tracts. This decision was affirmed by 
the judgment appealed from. .Mr. Jus­
tice Irving dissenting. The appelllants 
contend that, by the terms of his ap­
pointment, commissions ceased to be 
payabe on the termination of his agency, 
and that, iti the cases in question as he 
had acted as brôker for the purchasers, 
forfeited any right to compensation in 
respect' to the sales.

St. Cloud, Minn., Oct. 6—Fixing from 
St. Louis to Northern JVIinnesota, pass­
ing over the Twin Cities in the night 
the balloon St. Louis No. 3, with S. L. 
Yon Phul, of St. Louis, as pilot, proba­
bly won the Latham cup# for the longest 
flight. The cup was held by Captain C. 
DeForest Chandler, of the United States 
army, but when Yon Phul passed over 
St. Cloud, Minn., early today he had 
exceded by about 00 miles the distance 
sailed by thèxpresent holder of the tro­
phy.
