There is an vxtreme likelihood of the
{ ocourrence on the Grand Trunk rail
way system of & very extensive strike
unless the request of the employes for
an increase of wages is soon compliad
with, In view of the constant increase
of receipts on the line, and what is con-
sidered asa violation “of the promise
when such should be the case to restore
the former rate of wages within a cer
tain time, the men have demanded—
not asked—that Mr. Hickson shall re-
atore the old rate, Should he not see
fit to comply with their request the men
hope to convince nim that it will be
necessary, in the interest of the com-
pany, to either comply under compui-
sion or otherwise to submiit'to the con
sequences of a general stiike and abso-
lute suspension of business. Rumors
were prevalant in the ocity yesterday
that the men on the D., G. H. & M.
will submit to very little more at the
hands of the officials before insisting
forcibly on their rights—action will be
supported by their fellow workers—and
that a strike may occur there in a day
or two. A meeting of the Locomotive
Eogineers and Firemen was held here
on Wednesday evening, and a delega-
tion appointed to wait en Manager

Hickson, and ask that the old rate of
wages be restored. — London Free
Press.

THOE GREAT BTRIKE.
_ The long continued stri ke on Gould
Southwestern system is having disaster-

ous effects on other roads, and the
trouble is spreading. An old railroad
employe yesterday remarked that the

present situation is similar to that which
succeeded the general troublea of 1877,
and appearences indicated that the same
things would be repeated.

'he Detroit Free Press this morning,
speaking of the strike says: —The effectn
of the great Southwestern railroad
strike are begiuing to be felt in  Detroit
seriously by the railtoad companies and
sin lesser degree by some of the city’s
wholesale merchante, Forseveral days
the freight business of the roads, and
particularly of the Michigan Central, has
been steadily decreasing but the fact hay
been well guarded and kept recret by
the companies. Only yesterday did
rumors of the effect here begin to circu-
late on the street, and Free Press re-
porters who made inquiries found offi-
cials and others reticent on the subjeot.

Investigation made last night uader
difficulties, for both officials and ‘em
ployes were reluctant to talk, brought
to hght the fact that the Michigan
Central is now sending out bnt four
freight traine a day in place of twenty-

five or thirty which it ordinarily
takes to move the freight com-
ing to . that road for transpor
tation Kast and West. I'he faling off
in this respect has beean 8o great

that the transfer steamer Michigan Cen-
tral was laid off several days ag> and
the Transport has been found able to
do all the transporting of cars across the
river. On Friday four Central switch
engines went out of service temnporaraily
and were ran into the round-house and
their crews discharged.

The Grand ’l'runi system bhas also
been affected, and since the great strike
commenced fully 200 men have been
laid off on that road owing to lack of
work due to the suspension of traftic in
the southwest.

The other roads have also felt the in-
fluence of the strike  ¢n their business,
but not to so gréat Kn_extent as the
roads mentioned above.
