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“Mary” Very

Now in this connection I 
would like to centre my ideas on 
Shannon Park. This beautiful piece 
of* ground was given, as we all know, 
to the people of Harbor Grace by a 
Harbor Gracian, John Shannon 
Munn, Esq., as, a pleasure ground for 
the rising generation; but I am afraid 
that generation will have risen and 
gone to that bourne whence no trav­
eller returns before the park will be 
anything more than a park in name. 
Now, Mr. Editor, I hope no person 
will think I am laying any blame to 
Mr. Munn in this connection. Far 
from it. I have always thought he 
did all that could be done in the 
matter. He handed the place over to 
five or six of our citizens and made 
them trustees, and their work was to 
endeavor to get funds and have the 
park beautified by trees, walks, flow­
ers, &c. But what did they do? Tom 
says they got their picture taken for 
one thing.

Well, Mr. Editor, the park was giv­
en a wire fence at once, and that is 
about all that has been done since 
by the trustees. The grass has been 
.cut each year and sold at a big price. 
In 1915 I was present at the auction 
of hay, and heard the auctioneer 
knock it down to Mr. Richard Shea 
(through a Mr. Thomey) for the fine 
sum of 165.00. Last year it was 
again stated by posters that the grass 
would be sold on a certain day by 
auction, but unfortunately I could not 
get there as I had an attack of rheu­
matism, brought on by getting my 
shoulders wet in the cabbage garden 
trying to put in plants. Well, my 
sakes alive, the night the grass was 
sold last year I did want to go so bad, 
but I could not walk or even lift my 
arm, and Tom was bathing me with 
a drop of strong rum. He took some 
of the rum out before he commenced 
to rub me and , ur it in a cup, and 
with that sly old wink of his he said 
this will do to rub you next time, 
Min, but I never saw that drop since. 
However, X was lamenting that X 
would not know what the hay would 
be sold for, and he said, you needn’t 
worry, Min, they will get a good price 
for it as Mr. Travers Is selling it and

he will put it up, you know. Yes, I 
forgot him, says I. I heard since it 
fetched $90.00. The hay has been 
sold every year and I presume the 
money put in the bank. Tom says 
the bank will soon be full. There 
has been no improvements made to 
the place, and listen, Mr. Editor, (if 
I were ; ne t f the trustees I would 
be ashamed cf this fact) there has 
been no statement given the public 
of park affairs, or how much has 
been realized on hay, &c., or what is 
now in bank. Truly we are a long- 
suffering people, but it looks as if 
we are to still suffer longer in this 
respect.

But you will say what has all that 
to do with raising potatoes and tur­
nips. But I am coming to that point. 
The park is a large tract of land— 
good land, well cultivated, and would 
it not be better this year to have it 
all ploughed up and plant potatoes 
and turnips there. Quite a lot could 
be raised. They are utilizing their 
parks, that are parks, in other places 
in this manner.

What say you, trustees? But then 
the people are the .real trustees, and 
they should, in my opinion, call a 
meeting—a public meeting—and have 
those of the trustees who are still in 
the flesh notified to be present, and 
give an account of their stewardship. 
They should then appoint other stew­
ards or trustees and consider the ad- 
bisability of reaping a good harvest 
from that piece of ground in 1917, 
not in hay, but in good potatoes and 
turnips.

I will write another letter in a few 
days, Mr. Editor, w' n the Agricul­
tural Society is ‘ai " -jf. up.” It 
has not been able “tstesfeSo for the 
past two years. But a meeting is 
called for to-morrow night and Tom 
intends to give me all particulars.
