From South Africa,

h The following letter was received by
Mrs. J. O. Williams from her son Wal-
ter, who is now at Sidenbani: —In
answer to your letter of May 24th,which
I received about half an hour ago, we
have just arrived here from Hoopstead
and got our tents up and everything in
working -order. It was a long’treak
and we were in the saddle every day.
‘We had to walk our horses most of the
time for we had oxen on thewaggons.
They went ten miiles very early in the
morni.ng and ten at night, it being so
hot in the day that they could not stand
it to travel. We put up for the night
about ten o’clock, and started the oxen
with our blankets at two in the morn-
ing and then we would lie around till it
was getting light,then gallop our horses
until we overtook them. Monday morn-
ing we reached a Vet River Station, and
from there we had mule wagons which
is much better. It is commical to see a
mule wagon driven by natives. The
crack of their whip sounds like the re-
port of g pistol, and such yelling you
never heard. We arrived in Bloemfon-
tein on coronation day (supposed to be)
and most all our troop went down town
where they met a lot of Canadians from
other troops and had a high old time.
The 24th of May we celebrated with all
kinds of games like those at home. All
the barracks we are to have is a canvas
tent, not very comfortable these cold
nights, but we get good bread here and
that is a great blessing after those ter-
rible hardtack biscuit. We have bread
and a pound of mmeata day issued.
Everything else we have to buy, even
our tea and coffee. We have to pay $1.20
per pound for butter and can very sel-
dom get it at that, and other things in
proportion. Itis almost impossible to
lay up anything and buy much to eat.

Bloemfontein has a large kop right in
the centre of it, and on this the English
have a large fort and several big guns.
All the houses in this part of the country
are red brick with corrugated roofs of
iron. Everything is kept clean and
nice, that is one thing I enjoy. I wish
you could see the soldiers’ graves at
Bloemfontein. There is row after row
of those that have died of enteric fever
and dissentary. Far more have died
of these diseases than all else in the
country. For myself I would rather
face the largest Boer army ever gotten
together than the enteric fever again.
Our captain is a nephew of Timothy
Eaton of Toronto. One of our fellows
while on grazing guard caught a baboon
and it is the cutest thing I have seen
for some time but it don’t like the
natives and will chase them everytime.
They are very much afraid of him and
will run and hallo like loons.

‘We, the 8. A. C., will not be allowed
to come home till the three years are up
we canmot even buy our discharge, and
if we die out here we will be charged a
dollar for a blanket to bury us in and it
will be gheaper than to send us home.
We are to take the Boers totheir homes
and see them settled, then hunt out the
Cape rebels and deal with them. We
will have our hands full, and it is a job
we would not seek, but we are trying to
do our duty as soldiers of the king and
if I am spared to get my discharge there
will be no black mark. I have never
been called before an officer yet and
don’t expect to be. The English are
very humane to the Boers. They have
pardoned a good many who should have
‘suffered the penalty of the law for un-
lawful deeds, but perhaps in the end it
may be better, so at least the Boers can
see that we are not their enemies as
they once thought. Love to all my
friends please. Write every week to
your soldier boy.
