BRITISH OFFICIAL STORY.

H. 31. Ships Engaged Were the Algerine, 
Fame aid Whiting—Ne Ne we 

From Seymour.

London, June 20.—The Admiralty 
Office has received the following mes­
sage from the officer commanding the 
British first-class cruiser Endymion:

"Liu Kun Tau, June 18, Monday.— 
The Taku forts opened fire at 1 in 
the morning of June 17, on the ships 
of the allied squadrons. After six 
hours’ engagement the forts were si­
lenced and occupied by the allied for­
ces. Additional men for storming the 
forts were sent ashore from the ships 
the previous afternoon.

"The British ships up the river en­
gaged were the Algerine (gunboat), 
Fame (torpedo boat destroyer) and 
Whiting (torpedo boat destroyer). 
The two latter captured four Chinese 
torpedo boat destroyers. The casual­
ties of the Algerine were slight. 
Those of the storming party and 
others are unknown.

" \ Chinese second-class cruiser, fly­
ing en Admiral's flag, is detained 
outside Taku by the allied Admirals.

"No information of Commandcr-in- 
Chief Seymour’s return to Tien Tsin 
had been received by the Rear Admir­
al up to 2 in the afternoon of June 
17. I am sailing forthwith for 
Taku."

Japan to Send 20,000 Troops.
Yokohama, June IV.—The news of 

the shelling of the forts at Taku has 
caused great excitement throughout 
Japan. It is reported that the pow­
ers will ask Japan to send 20,000 
troops to suppress the revolt. It is 
probable that the Government will 
consent. Additional transports are 
being prepared.

Mere Runaian Troops.
Washington, June 20.—Secretary of 

State Hay has been notified by the 
Russian Embassy here that 1,000 
Russian troops have been despatched 
from Port Arthur to Taku.

I,i Hung Cheng Goo» North.
Hong Kong, June 10.—It is under­

stood that Li Hung Chang leaves Can­
ton for the north June 20. Canton 
is quiet, and the Viceroys of the pro­
vinces bordering on the 3 nng-i se- 
Kiang are believed to he strongly op­
posed to the revolutionary movement.

EMPRESS DOWAGER IS ANGRY.

Degradations in the Chinese Army Over 
the Fall of the Taku Forts.

London, June 20.—An agency de­
spatch from Shanghai, dated June 
19, says the latest news from Pekin 
is that the Dowager-Empress is
trreallv concerned at the CftDtur* Of

the Taku forts. and that wholesale 
degradations of the Chinese army, in­
cluding Generals Sung Ching and 
Fung Fu Siang, the Governor of Pe­
kin and other high officials, who 
promised in the Tsung Li Yainen to 
accomplish the expulsion of the 
foreigners, have taken place.

Three of the Taku forts, it is add­
ed, were completely destroyed. and 
most of the garrisons killed or 
wounded by a charge of the sailors 
of the allied fleets.

Lent From Pekin June 11.
Shanghai, June 20.—The Consulates 

have received no communication from 
the Legations at Pekin since June 11, 
anrl the greatest anxiety prevails as 
to their safety. There are innumera­
ble rumors, but there is nothing- of 
an authentic nature. The stories 
purporting to describe the situation 
at Pekin, June 17, merely reiterate 
previous accounts.

The Viceroy of Nanking has taken 
vigorous measures to prevent a rising 
in his district.

Sensational nat ive rumors are cur­
rent that. Tien Tsin has been burned 
by the Chinese soldiers, and that 
Yulu, the Viceroy of Chito, has fled 
from his province in order to escape 
degradation.

ed by a mob. The rising seems to be 
spreading with rapidity, and shows 
unexpected organization among the 
anti-foreign elements. The mission­
aries at Tsao Shuh escaped, and 
reached Hankow in safety.

Chinese Cruiser’* Hovering Around.

Cable despatches from Shanghai re­
port that a number of Chinese cruis­
ers are anchored in sight of the for­
eign settlements, which are only 
guarded by a small Japanese gun­
boat. A thousand Chinese troops 
with two 49-ton guns, still hold the 
forts outside the town. The Viceroy 
of Woo Sung is reported to have as­
sured the Consuls that the foreign 
settlements at Shanghai will not be 
attacked.

This Is Reassuring.

The British Admiralty draws at­
tention to the fact that the Endy- 
mion’s report, which is of a later 
date, does not confirm the Japanese 
report of Admiral Seymour’s return 
to Tien Tsin.

GERMAN MINISTER NOT DEAD.

Hie Mother Gets Message That the Death 
Story 1* Not True.

Berlin, June 20.—The German Gov­
ernment continues to express its 
opinions with the utmost caution, 
regarding the situation in China. 
Even now it contrives to avoid the 
use of the word war, and still ex­
presses a hope that the Pekin Gov­
ernment is innocent of deliberate 
hostile action.

German Min inter Not Dead.

The mother of the German Minis­
ter at l’ekin, Baron Von lvetteler, in 
Munster, has received a telegram 
from China saying t*at the news of 
her son’s death is not true.

The Chinese Minister in Berlin has 
countermanded the diplomatic re­
ception for Friday next, invitations 
to which had already been issued.

The Colony Won't Stand It.

Kingston, Jamaica, June 30.—The 
community has been excited by the 
receipt of news that the secretary of 
State for the Colonies, Mr. Joseph 
Chamberlain, has ordered a military 
conscription at St. Kitts and St. 
Nevis, by which every male between 
17 and 40 is liable to compulsory 
military service. The local press de­
nounces the step.

Auk for Compensation.
Winnipeg, June 20.—A delegation 

composed of over 100 hotel and busi­
ness men of the city and province 
were present at the Law Amend­
ments Committee to-day, to prtest 
against the liquor bill. F. H. 
Phipps appeared on behalf of the Li­
cense Victuallers’ Association, made 
a strong plea for compensation, 
should the law be enforced.

A S***ion»l Clerk Dead.
Ottawa, June 19.—Mr. W. Owens, 

one of the sessional clerks of the 
House of Commons, and formerly a 
member of the press gallery for The 
Charlottetown (P.E.Ï.) Examiner, 
died of heart disease yesterday, after 
a few days’ illness.

THE H0USE0F COMMONS.
Sir Charlew Tapper’* Motion Re Yukon 

Representation Voted Down -Sir 
Wilfrid’* ltea*ons.

Ottawa, June 20.—In the House 
yesterday, Sir Charles Tupper moved 
that Federal representation, adequate 
and immediate, should be given to 
the Yukon territory. Speaking to his 
motion, he read a petition from the 
citizens of Dawson, asking for repre­
sentation. lie thought the Govern­
ment should act upon the census al­
ready taken by the N.W.M.P., in 
which it was shown that the popu­
lation was about 17,000, of which 
4,500 were British voters. Dawson 
itself, with 6,000 souls, had 1,120 
British voters. Besides, the Y’ukon 
paid 1-25th of the revenue of the Do­
minion. The principle of no taxation 
without representation should be ap­
plied: otherwise representation should 
be given for the people clamored for 
it.

Sir Wilfrid replied that the Y'ukon 
territory was only four years old, 
and its administration had first to 
be experimented. He believed in in­
troducing responsible institutions 
slowly. lie proposed to issue a pro­
clamation before July 1, so as to 
give the inhabitants two represent­
atives in the Yukon Territorial Coun­
cil. Next year, after the census that 
would be taken early in the year, 
between January and April, repre­
sentation would be given the Y'ukon 
in the Dominion Parliament.

Mr. Foster argued that if the Y'u­
kon had had Federal representation, 
more information. greatly needed, 
would be forthcoming regarding the 
Yukon. He then launched out into a 
general condemnation of the present 
Yukon administration.

Sir Charles Tapper’s motion was 
lost by a vote of 46 to 32.

An hour was spent in discussing 
the need of better approaches to Hal­
ifax harbor in particular, and all 
coast harbors in general. Insurance 
companies had raised the rates upon 
shippers because of the dangers of 
entering harbors. It vvas stated 
that Lloyds classified Canada or, a 
scale of the dangerous Gulf of St. 
Lawrence, hence innocent sections 
suffered with the guilty.

Sir Louis Davies and Mr. Dobell 
said that they would do all that was 
possible to erect the necessary light­
ships, buoys, bells, etc.

Mr. Dobell said the reason for the 
raised rate was the loose manner in 
which deck loads were laid on ship.
