Loxe Emawom, N. J., Aug. 10.—-Dr,
Talmage, who is staying here, discourses
this week on the Gospel provision for
linary and ext dinary needs ‘His
text is Joshua v., 12: “And the manna
ceased on the morrow after they had eaten
of the old corn of the land.” Only those
who have something to do with the com-
missariat of any army know what & job it
is to feed and clothe 500,000 or 600,000
men. Well, there is such a host as that
marching across the desert, They are cut
off from all army supplies, There are no
rail traing bringing down food or blankets,
Shall they df perish? No, The Lord
comes from heaven to the vesgue, and he
touches the shoes and the coats which in a
ear or two would have been worn to rags
and tatters, and t'n:i.bocomo storm-proof
and time-proof, so t, after 40 years of
wearing, the coats and the shoes are as
good as new. Besides that, eyery morn
there is a shower of bread, not sour an
soggy, for the rising of zhn bread is made
in heaven, and celestinl fingers have mixed
it, and rolled it into, balls, light and flaky,
and sweet, as though they were the crum
thrown out from a heavenly banquet. Two
batches of bread magde every day in the
upper mansion—one for those who sit at the
table with the King, and the other for the
hing Lsraelities in the wild
¥ do not very much plt{ the Israclites for
the fact that they had only manna to eat.
It was, I suppose, the best food ever pro-
vided. 1 know that the ravens brought
food to the hungry Elijah; but 1 shonld not
so well have liked those black waiters.
rather woula I have the fare that came
down every morning in buckets of dew—
clean, sweet, God-provided edibles. But
now the Israelites have taken their last bit
of it in their fingers, and put the last deli-
cate morsel to their lips. They look out
and there is no manna. Why this cessation
of heavenly supply? It was because the
Israclites had arrived in Cavaan, and they
smelled the breath of the harvest fields, and
the crowded barns of the country were
thrown open to them. All the inhabitants
had fled, and in the name of the Lord of
Hosts the Israelites took possession of
everything. Well, the threshing floor is
cleared, the corn is scattered over it, the
oxen are brought around in lazy and per-
petual circuit until the corn is trampled
loose; then it is winnowed with a fan, and
it is ground and it is baked, and, lo! there
is bread enough for all the worn-out host.
f “And the manna ceased on the morrow
after they had eaten of the old corn of the
 land.”

From among the mummies of Egypt, and
Canaan have been brought grains of corn,
exactly like our Indian corn, and recently
planted, they have produced the same kind
of corn with which we are familiar. So I
am not sure which kind of grain my text
refers to, but all the same is the meaning.
The bisection of this subject leads me, first,
to speak of especial relief for especial
emergency; and, secondly, of the old cornp
of the Gospel for ordinary circumstances,

If these Israelites crossing the wilderness
had not received bread from the heavenly
bakeries, there would, first, have been a
long line of dead children half buried in the
sand; then, there would have been a long
line of dead women waiting for the
jackals; then, there would have been a long
line of dead men uynburied, because there
would have bden no one to bury them.
What they wanted was something to eat
right there, where there was not so much
as a grass-blade, an especial supply for an
especial emergency, That is what some of
you want,

There are those who feel that they must
have an omnipotent and immediate supply,
and you shall bhave it. Is it pain and
physical distress through which yon must
go? Does not Jesus know all about pain?
Is it approaching sorrow? Is it long,
shadowing bereavement that you know is
coming, because the breath is short and the
voice is faint, and the cheek is pale? Oh,
worried soul, you will wake up amidst all
your troubles, and find around about
vou the sweet consolation of the Gospel
as thickly strewed as was the manna
around about the lsraelitish encampment !
Especial solace for especial distress.
Or is it a trouble past, yet present! A
silent nursery? A vacant chair opposite
you at the table? A musing upon a broken
family circle never again to be reunited? A
choking sense of loncliness? A blot of
grief so large that it extinguishes the light
of sun, and puts out bloom of flower, and
makes you reckless as to whether you live
or die?  Oh, try a little of this wilderness
manna: “I will never leave thee. T will
never forsake thee. Like as a father pitieth
his children, so the Lord pitieth them that
fear Him, - Can a woman forget her suck-
ling child, that she should not have com-
passion on the son of her womb? Yea, they
may forget, yet will I not forget thee.”

Oris it the grief of a dissipated com-
panion? You have not whispered it per-
fiaps, to your most intimate friend; but
you see your home going away gradually
from yon, and unless things change soon it
will be entirely destroyed. At a woman’s
meeting in Ohio, where a lady was presid-
ing her intoxicated husband staggered up
to the platform, to her overwhelming mor-
tification and the disturbance of the
audience, and she pulled a protrudin
bottle from her husband’s pocket and helﬁ
it up before the audience, and cried out,
“*There ia the cause of my woe! There
are the tears and the life-blood of a drunk-
ard’s wife!” And then, looking up to
heaven, she said, *“How long, O Lord ! how
long? and then, looking down to the
audience, cried, “Do you wonder I feel

redpondedy “Yes, yes, we will help
yol.” Yoh stand, some of you, in such a
tragedy t¢-day. You cannot even ask
hind to stop drinking. It makes him cross,
andl he tells you to mind your own business,
Is there any relief in such a case? Yes,
there is a relief that drops in manna from
throne of God. Oh, lift up your lacerated
soul in prayer, and you will get omnipotent
comfort ! 1 know that for especial grief
there is especial deliverance. T give you
two or three passages; try theni; take that
which best fits your sonl: “Whom the
Lord loveth he chasteneth.” *‘All things
work together for good to those who love
God.” ‘““Weeping may endure for a night,
but joy cometh in the morning.,” There
are some people who always bring you the
same stale sentiment about the usefulness
of trial. Instead of bringing up a new
plaster for a new wound, and freeh manna
for fresh hunger, they rummage. their
haversack to find some crumb of old conso-
lation, when from horizon to horizon the
ground is white with the new-fallen manna
of God’s help ot five minutes old !

But after 14,600 consccutive days .of
falling manna — Sundays excepted — the
manna ceased. Now the fare is changed.
Those people in that army under 40 years
of age had never seen a corn-field, and now,
when they hear the leaves rustling and see
the tassels waving and the billows of green

kindled, and the ears of corn were thrusé

Blessed be God, we stand in just such &
field to-tay, the luxuriant grain coming
above the girdle, the air full of the edors
of the ripe old corn of the Gospel Cansan,
We soon get tived of & fanciful diet, We
soon weary of the sirups and costards snd
the whipped foam of fanciful religionists,
and we cry, “Give us plain bread made out
of the old corn of the Gospel Canaan,”
This is the only food that can quell the
the soul's hunger. The infidel scientists of
this day are offering us a different kind of
soul food; but they are, of all men, the
most miserable, ey are trying to live on
lescopes and. crucibies and protoplasmey
and they char, us  with cant, rob
rvealizing that thore is no such intoler«
able cant in all the world as this
perpetual talk we are hearing about
“positive philosophy,” and “the abselute,”
and ““the great to be,” and *‘the everlasting
no,” and “‘the higher unity,” and “the
latent potentialities,” and “‘the cathedral of
the immensities.” 1 have been translatin
what these men have been writing, and
have been translating what they haye been
doing, and 1 will tell you what.it all means
—it means that they want to kill God 1
And my only wonder is that God has not
killed them. I have tasted of their confee~
tions, and I tell you to-day that there is no
nutriment or life or health in anything but
the bread made out of the old corn of the
Gospel, Christ is the bread of life, and
taking him you live and live forever.

This Goepel corn has been threshed and
ground and baked. When on Calvary
all the hoofs of human scorn came
down on the heart of Christ, and all the
flails of Satanic fury beat him long and fast,
was not the corn threshed? When the
mills of God’s indignation caught Christ
between the upper and nether rollers, was
uot the corn grouasd? When Jesus des
scended into hell and the flames of the lost
world wrapped him all about, was not the
corn baked? Oh, yes, Christ is ready.
His pardon all ready; his peaceall readys
everything ready in Christ. Are you
ready for him ?

It is a simple Gospel. In its simplicity,
is its power. Oh, soul sick with sin, in<
valid in your transgressions, this Gospel
will agree with you ! I think if you cane
not take anything else, yon can take this,
Lost — found !  Sunken — raised ! Cone
demned—pardoned ! Cast out—invited in !
That is the old corn of the Gospel,

Another characteristic about bread is,
you never get tired of it. And that is
a characteristic of the Gospel. Old
Christian man, are you tired of Jesus? If
80, let us take his name out of our Bible,
and let us with pen and ink erase. that
name wherever we see it. Let us.cast. it
out of our hymnology, and let ‘“There is a
Fountain” and ““Rock of Ages"” go into for.
getfulness, Let us tear down the Coms
munion-table where we celebrate his love.
Let us dash down the haptismal bowl
where we were consecrated to him, Let us
hurl Jesus from our heart, and ask some
other hero to come in. Let us say, “Go
away Jesus; I want another companion,
another friend, than thouart.” Could you
do it? The years of your past life, aged
man, would utter a protest against it, and
the graves of your Christian dead would
charge you with being an ingrate,
and your little grandchildren would say,
“Grandtather, don’t do that, Jesus is the
oue to whom we say our prayers at night,
and who is to open heaven when we die,
#Grandfather, don’t do that.” Tired of
Jesus?  As well get weary of the spring
morning, and the quiet of your own nome,
apd the gladness of your own children.
Jesus is bread, and the appetite for that i
never obliterated.
