OSGOODE HALL DECISIONS, 
R. Townships of Metcalfe and Oaradoo 

Drainage Case.
Before C. J. Galt on Sept. 26, an applica- 

tion was made on behalf of the township of 
Metcalfe for an order prohibiting the judge 
of the county of Middlesex from nominating 
a person as arbitrator for the township of 
Metcalfe, the arbitrator previously ap­
pointed having, as alleged, declined to act. 
A report was made by the engineer ap­
pointed by the township of Metcalfe on the 
31st December, 1890, which report had re­
ference to the construction of a drain under 
the Ontario Drainage Act. The township 
of Caradoc was dissatisfied with this vo- 
port, and proceedings were taken for a 
reference to arbitration under the 
Municipal Act and the drainage laws 
as then existing. The township of 
Metcalfe thereupon appointed Mr. 
Fleck as their arbitrator and the town- 
ship of Caradoc appointed Duncan A.Camp- 
bell, and these two appointed John Mcker- 
richer as third arbitrator. These three took 
upon themselves the burden of the refer- 
ence, and met and adjourned on several 
occasions prior to the passing of the Act* 
Vic,, chap. 51, entitled "An act respecting 
disputes under the drainage laws." Having 
viewed the premises, they met again on 
July 2, 1891, after the passing of the act, 
to proceed with the evidence. The question 
was then raised as to whether or net the 
provisions of the statute had the eflect of 
putting an end to proceedings before arbi- 
trators, and Mr. Fleck stated that, unless 
the question as to the right of arbitrators 
to proceed was settled, he declined to act. 
The meeting then adjourned till Nov. 24, 
1891, and the township of Caradoc applied 
to the county judge to appoint an arbitrator 
in lieu of Mr. Fleck, and the township of 
Metcalfe moved to prohibit the county 
judge from so appointing.

The motion was argued before Galt, 0., 
in Chambers, on the 23rd September, 1891. 
Folinsbee for the motion; W. R. Meredith, 
Q.C., contra.

Galt, C. J.—The question involved in 
this application is of considerable import- 
ance, viz., what is the effect of chap. 51 of 
54 Vic., entitled "An act respecting dis­
putes under the drainage laws." There 
is no dispute in this case as to the facts. 
* * * A careful perusal of the statute
satisfies me that its provisions are entirely 
prospective. There is no reference in the 
statute to any matters then being proceeded 
with before arbitrators, and doubtless there

From a Little Prairie Farm to an Eng­

GRAND FORKS, N. D., Sept, 28.—From
