More Jury Cases That Were Heard by Mr.

» Justice Street—A Big Brewery Dis-

A number of nob-jury cases were. heard yes-
terday by Mr. Justice Street, the first being
Walters v. McLaughlin. Mrs. Catharine Walters
and Hermann Winter were in 1888 the
joint owmers oOf the Philadelphia Brewing
Company.
