The Men Who Found the Body,

Joseph Elvidge, the young man who found
the body of  Benwell, told of his visit to the
swamp on Friday, Feb. 21, to cut’ wood
for himself and Mr. Herse. After working
about 1}¢ hours towards the clearing he
found the dead body of a man.  Witness
described ‘the condition of the' body, ete.,
and identified the Mackintosh coat produced
as the one deceased.had on. He then related
the discovery of the bullet hole in the head
and the potifying of Mr, Crosby, & neighbor,
of the discovery. ~Then followed the story of
the discovery on the following day of the
cigar case, abouf six feet west of where the
body lay, and the finding of a pair of eye-
glasses and a cigar holder underneath where
his head had been lying. There was snow
on the eyeglasses and® cigar case, & small
stub of cigar being found in the latter,

To Mr. gthhﬂock witness stated that his
brother George flrst discovered the body and
that Feb, 21 was the first day he had ever
entered the swamp from the 2d concession
line. He thonglit that it would be impossible
for oné man to have carried the body about
in the swamp, and the body Jlooked as if it
had been‘ denosited ~‘where found. Mr.
Blackstock asked witness a number of ques-
tions with & view  of showing '~ that
the cigar case, eyeglasses anq cigar holder
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dressed, but he did not describe the clothing.
Next day Birchall returned to Princeton, and
the v was exhumed in'the afternoon.
Witness had received a telegram requesting
Birchall's presence in Woodstock. but the
Jatter said he wanted to see the body first.

Prisonér told witness that as soon as he
saw the body, if it was Benwell, he would
say, **It.is him,” if not e would  say, "1t is
not him.” ' As soon as the body ' was taken
up prisoner caught hold of witness’ arm,
leaned over and remarked, *It is him,” &t
the same time wiping his eyes with his hand-
kerchief, He then went to Prineeton and
prisoner said he wished to cable to thé young
man's friends. The two entered a “telegraph
office and Watson handed him the blanks,
but be shook his head. . Witness told prisoner
if he was too niervous to send -the telegram
he would write it for him, but Birchall re-
plied, “We will b§ no turther abead. To-
morrow, being Sunday the message will not
be delivered until Monday and I will send
the telegram from Niagara Falls.”

Birchall told witness to take charge of the
case, and remarked that he wouid give cou-
siderable to have the culprit caught, They
then drove to Paris, where witness suggested
that this mizht be a case where a man had
been sent out to this country and dispatched
because he stood between someone else and
an inheritance, Witness explained that he
had heard of cases similar to tiis. Birchal
replied that he'did not think that there was
ongchh‘:ﬁ of this kind in the present case.
While Watsoh was relating the conversation
between himself and Birchall the latter
wrote copsiderably and handed his notes to

Charles Benwell on the Stand,

Charles Benwell, brother of the murdered
man, then took the stand. He was brought
to this country by the crown, because his
father, Col. Benwell, was too ill to attend.
This young man looked anxiously through
his eye-glasses at the strange court scene
around him, but his evidence wasnot of very
much importance. He stated that his
brother was the youngest son and was 24
years old. His brother had been
in# New Zealand for a couple of
yé(rs,.- He was perfectly temperate, and
his gerderal habits of life regular. He was
two inches shorter than witness, his hair—
while dark—a shade lighter, and he was
clean shaven. When witness left England
on Sept. 4 his father was! ill and unable to
attend. had fully<intended to come, but
he was stricken down, and

rouvt';;vﬁéﬁvﬁﬂchall and Benwell are sup-
posed to have taken from the Eastwood sta-
tion to the swamp and Birchall's return
alone. These supposed trajls across the fields
and the roads leading to and from the swamp
were illustrated by copious plans, to which
was afterward attached a table of distances.
Mr. Davis was employed by the crown to
make these plans. Mr. Osler accompanied
him over the ground on one of his visits to
Woodstock last July. The witness gave the
distance from the Eastwood station platform
to the swamp. via the route which Birchall
and Benwell are supposed to have taken, as
461 miles, and the route by which
Birchall returned alone as 4.83, mnearly
{9 miles for the ‘round ‘trip. At
the instance of the crowh the witness
bad timed himself over the course in an
ordinary walk. He covered the going dis-
tance in 1 hour and 25 minutes, and the re-
turn in 1 hour and 23 minutes, He occupied
in all 2 hours and 48 minutes in actual walk-
ing, a speed of 314 miles per hour. Thus 2
hours and 48 minutes were occupied in
covering the journey, leaving, according to
the crown’s theory, Birchall 1 hour and 26
minutes at the swamp for the commission of
the crime, rifling the pockets and cutting
off the marks on the clothing.

The witness was cross-2xamined at eon-
siderable length, with a view to showing that
the house occupied by the old man Rabb can
be seen from the spot in the swamp where
the body was found, and ‘with a view to sup-
porting the theory of the defence, which
came out for the first time.. This theory is |
that Benwell was killed at some place distant
| from the swamp and carried there by some
person who intended conveying the body to
Mud Lake, a cousiderable distance further
north in the swamp. Unable to find the
trail and the fallen brush and density of the
swamp rendering it impossible fora man to
carry such a weight through the swamp, he
deposited 1t where found. The witness de-
scribed the character of the swamp, which
he said did not differ from any other
swamp. He did not think it would be
difficult for any man to make his way
through the swarmp irrespective of the trail,
but did not believe that he could do it and
carry his own weight in addition.

Captain - John of the 84th was ex-
amined by Mr. Cartwright, and ' testified
that it would take him 2 hours 48 minutes to
walk from HEastwood to the swamp, where
the murder happened, and back at an or-
dinary pace, say 4 miles per hour, on a warm

day. .

Kichn.rd McGuire of lot 23, Blenheim, near
the swamp, told County Crown Attorney
Ball that he was in the swamp near the point
where the body was subsequently found be-
tween 10 and 11 o'clock of the morning of

bad been deposited there after the body bad
been removed. Witness, hawever, could 1ot
sng whether the snow upon the articles was
what had fallen while they lay there or
what might have adhere. by them being
placed in the snow.

. Further Facts About the Swamp.

William Crosoy, J.P. of Blenheim, de-
seribed the arrival of Jossph Elvidge at his
bouse on Feb. 21, with intelligence of the
discovery of the body, and his prompt dis-
patch of the fact to the undertaker and the
county attorney. Mr, Crosby then visited
the swamp. He told the jury of the positiou
and condition of the body, the head of which
lay on a sapling and was to the south, while
the face was slightly discolored. He identi-
fled the ciothing produced as similar to that
in which the body was attired. The hat lay
10 or 12 feet away. Beneath the head was
a slight deposit of soft smnow in-
tact and unbroken, and a crust
beneath, A spot of blood was discovered
under the light snow but above the crust.

When the name of Constable John Watson
of Princeton, was called, Mr. Blackstock ob-
jected #0 his testimony being heard on the
ground that be had been in court while other
Wituesses were being heard. Witness stated
that he had been in court but five minutes
and heard none of the evidence as to the
discovery of the body. He had been sent for,
otherwiseé he would not have comeinto court.

To Mr. Blackstock: Witness admitted,that
he had been ordered out of court yesterday,
but had come in again to-day. His Lordship
said he could not exclude the witness’' testi-
mony, but told him that he had been .ty
of a contempt of court, doubly reprencu-ible
in anrofficer, and he ought to be punished.

The witness proceeded to describe in de-
tail the maunner in which the body lay, every
grtion coming in contact with the sapling

ing deeply indented. One part was frozen
about an inch into the ground and he had to
pry up the foot to release it. The collar,
which had been torn from the neck of the
dead man, was produced in court tor the first
time and identified by witness as having been
found near the body. The shirt and other
clothing were also recognized by Watson.
The pockets of the pantaloons were turned
inside ou., - W.itness searchdd all the pockbts,
coat, vest and ntaloons, and each was
empty. . He also described the character of
the cuts made in removing the private mark
of Benwell thereon. The blood discovered
Avas immediately underneath the crust
which had formed under the head.
The presence of frozem snow and ice
on the arm sleeves inside the coat and
vest was described and he identified
the clothing produced. The pieces cut from
the clothing - ‘had never beea found, he be-
heved.

Witness described the visit of prisoner to
Princeton on the night of Friday, Feb. 25
Birchall arranged with him for the exhum-
ing of the y mnext day. Prisoner told
witness that he bad left deceased at the
Falls, and Benwell had proceeded west with
the intention osmgﬁahﬁng off at Woodstock or
London, . Birc also said that he had re-
ceived a letter from Benwell since the latter

left the Falls. The letter was dated London.
Witness a Birchall how Benwell was

was observed on his face,

Mr. Blackstock was then handed the wit~
ness, Watson denied that he poured hot
water down the coat sleeve of the dead man
to melt the ice, He stated that when Bircball
me way to emotion upon recognizing the

dy he did not think it was feigned, He
also admitted that Birchall seemeéd to be so
overcome that he had to lean upon him
(Watson) for support. Witness thought that
fr.m the first time he saw the body until the
excavation there had apparéntly been growth
of the beard, Birchall told Watson that if
he would take charge of the case he would
send him a check for his trouble
on Monday. When the body thawed
out after its discovery he served
that it assurued a more natural color.

Watson under re-examination identifled
the hole in the collar of the waterproof
through which the crown alleges the bullet
that killed Benwell passed. e did not ob-
serve the bole until a day or two after the
discovery of the body, but the coat was
locked up im the undertaker’s in the mean-
time and witness had the key,

Mr, Blackstock: “Did you see Murray
doing any cutting of the coat at the inquest
or explaining anything about it

Witness: ‘“He may have done some ex-
 plaining, but he did not do any cutting.”

Thbe Undertaker and the Sexton.,

James Swartz, Princeton, the undertaker
who had -charge of the body, was next ex-
amined. He isa jovial-looking fellow and
his - countenance anything but solemn.
He spoke of the finding of sleet and
snow in the coat sleeves of deceased. Wit-
ness was present at the exhuming of the
body when it was recognized by Birchall,and
saw no difference between it then and the
day it was first interred. Witness had a
talk with Birchall, who said he had lost a
friend of the name of F. C. Benwell. Birch-
all described the man and witness replied,
“We have the man youare looking for.’
Witness asked, **Was this man Benwell the
kind of a man who would frequent houses of
ill-fame?”  Birchall stndied a minute and re-
piied, **Well, if I must say so,yeshe was;and
he has cost me considerable time and money,
to get him out of scrapes in these places.”

Birchall had previously stated that he
hoped the dead man was not Benwell, as he
was a good friend and they had come out in
search of a farm, and after looking arouad,
if they found a place to suit them, would
Jocate there and build a house, and had also
intimated that both he and Benwell were in-
dependently well off.

ALUMINUM FROM CULAY,

Professor Hirsh’s Invention Perfected—
Ready to ¥lood the Market.

CHICAGO, Bept. 23.—Professor Joseph M.
Hirsh of Chicago has exhibited the process
by which he is enabled to extract alumindm
from clay at a cost of only a few cents a
pound. The announcement of this discovery
was made some time ago, with the result that
Professor Hirsh was attacked as a fraud.

Since the first announcement of the dis-
covery was made the Profesdsor has been com-
pleting arranggments to begin a tive opera-
tions. He has leased two five story build-
ings. He claims to have manufactured 2000
pounds of aluminum already, and within a
tfew days the works will have a capacity  of
this amount ¢very week.

I have solved the problem of extracting
the metal from an aqueous solution,” said
Professor Hirsh to-day, ‘‘and the process has
been so simplified that it is surprisiugly
cheap and requires but little labor. Pure
kaolin or clay contains 53 per cent. of alu-
minum. From the clay which I am using I
can get 16 3-5 per cent. metal.”

The process is entirely different from any
mentioned in works on chemistry, and fis
very clearly no infringement of the Cleve-
land or Pitt-burg patents.

“It will be a long . time,” contin the
Professor, “before the metal will
duced in such quantities as to warrapt'its
use in building houses, cars or vessels, al-
though the inventor of the Thompson patent
car has already arranged to construct four
sleepers of aluminum for the Baltimore &
Ohio Railroad company,”
