A FALSE ARGUMENT.

Street Uars on Sanday Do Not Mean 7
i Days’ Work for 6 Days’ Pay.

Editor World: When the new council

prietorship and govérament of the street cars
will be amongst the foremost questions of
local legislation, It is therefore most im-
portant that the voters shall send represen-
tatives to the City Council who will be faith-
ful representatives of public opinion on this
problem, It was from this ‘point of view,
1 presume, that The World suggested an ex-
pression of public opinion on the question of
running the cars on Sunday and not to de-
cide by a law of the people that they should
run. It no doubt was with the same view
that the heads of the Episcopalian and the
FCatholic churchuhwit.b other clergymen and
some seven or aight thousand of the voters,
signed the great petition. The opposition of
seventeen ' aldermen, therefore, was not
against the street cars running on the Sun-
day ‘but against the peoj exercising their
just right as voters; and the triumph of the
seventeen aldermen was simply the triumph
which, if repeated.with impunity, would econ-
vert a popular government into an irrespon-
sible and tyrannical oligarchy. But on Mon-
day next there isno doubt that the voters will
be mfluenced by the question: shall the street
cars ran on Sunday, and as ‘that question is
pow the subject of discussion throughout the
city, I beg to submit the leading oojections
with answers to them, for consideration.

1. The Sabbath, whose sanctity the oppo-
pents of running the cars on that day- as-
sume to preserve, is. the J. awish Sabbath,
which Christians do not observe, and whose
rigorous laws in their fulness are violated
or disregarded in every Christian community
of the world.

9. Christ set the first example of violating
the judicial Sabbath so otten that there can
be Lo doubt His disregard for the ceremonial
observances of the Jewish Sabbath aroused
the bitterest hatred and religious prejudices
of the Pharisees and rulers—the aldermen ot
that day who believed -that the carpenter's
son **had no more right to exercise bis views
on that question than he had to steal, ete.”
He vindicated the rights ot the people even
to get their daily bread on the Sabbath day
if necessary, by rebuking the bigets around
him with the example of kings, and common

le whose necessities justified  the breach
of Saubath laws, and asserting a diviner law
than that of churches, that *‘the Sabbatb
was made for maw’ aud not man for the
Sabbath.”

3. The most respectable, and the most re-
ligious o‘&ponenw of running street cars ou
the Sunday, do violate the Sabbath, from in-
dolence or pride, a-tew from infirmity, and
an immense number for pleasure, by the use
of their ewn or of hired conveyances. More-
over, that the wealthier classes keep their
sérvants at work during av least three-
fourths of the day in satisfying their appe-
tites and gratifying their palates.

5. The Trades’ Council and other bodies
express a fear that the exam ple of runuing
the cars on Sunday would lead to seven days’
labor for six days' pay. But that bhas not
occurred where street cars run on Suacay.
The saloons and the shops, I am disposed 10
think, bave in every case set the example
before the.cars began to run; and before the
putlic transfer the cars either to'the city or
to @ company, it:is in their power to prevent
overworki by seven days’ labor, by the
supreme exefcise of their votes; wedo already
i the sanctity of the day, by keapiog
our police, our gas, and electric: light pro-
ducers and our printers -ab work on that day
because we regard their ‘work as necessary
and because we are not governed by the old
Jewish law, but by His authority who told
s “the Sabbath was made for man.”

7, Aud last—the people who cau make the
law that the street cars shall run on the Sun-
day for the benefit of the masses can also
prevent any dbuse of it when it is violated
for personal or commercial advantages; and
this would be, as it is now, the best sateguard
and the strongest security against unpriunci-
pled and selfish employers demanding seveu
days’ labor for six days’ pay. . The trades
unions are the guardiaus of the rights ot
labor and they are becoming too powertul to
have their rights unjusuy and tamely vio-

lated.

Whatever be the -issue of this contest it
must be decided by public opinion expressed
by their votes on Mouday. If they send to
the council chamber men who assert that
the people are not qualified to, judge on such
questious as running the street cars on The
sSunday—all right. Vox p uli est vox Dei.

In science,
pluck,; endurance, judgment and ready re-
sources of stratezy, Dempsey has long been
considered a model, and his reputation has
been weil founded on’ performance. He was
the *Nonpareil” until the Marine's swinging
blow deprived fim of tue title.

Of his tall mascualar ;opponent, Fitzsim-
mons, but little was known in this country
prior to'his decisive defeat of Australian
\ieCarshy at San Fraucisco early in the
present year.

Dempsey’s reverse taught him a lesson,
and when the Australisn middle-weight
champion challenged him, he did not
rush into the fire or. go off on halt-
cock in his eageruess to arrange a
match. Dempsey cousidered his chances of
winning in a contest witn this wonderful
New Zealand pugilist, and wheun he caine to
the conclusion he bad a chance he cama to
terms. In fact the cuampion delayed so long
in clinching the argument that it seemed as
if e was not over-anxious o meet the tall,
\ithe and scientitic New Zealander but he
entered the breach, dictated his terms, and
the articles of war were signed.
