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The Municipal Elections.

As the time is near when the Municipal
elections are to take place, it behooves the
ple of the various wards te be consider-
ing the question as to who shall be selected
to represent them in rhe Municipal Coun-
cil. In consequence of a change made at
the last session of the legislature, the next
council will continue for three years, in-
stead of two, as heretofore. For this rea-
son the electors should exercise even greater
care than in the past in selecting compe-
tent men for this responsible position.

We are of the opinion that, within a lim-
ited sphere, the Municipal Council has as
important functions to discharge as either
the local or dominion parliament. Muni-
cipal matters come nearer home to the tax-
paytr; they touch him in more places and
in tenderer spots. The question of the con-
struction and preservation of our highways
and the expenditure of the road monies,
the matter of local taxation, the maintain-
auce of the poor and insane, and the pre-
servation of the public health, surely these
are matters of great importance, and in
selecting the men who are to have charge
of these for the next three years too much
care cannot be exercised.

Each ward should aim to send to the
council & man who will be a fair represen-
tation of is intelligence and business abil-
ity. This is decidedly a position which
should seek the man, and not the man the
position. The man,who wants the position
and who starts off seeking signatures to a
requisition in his own interest, is a first-

. rate man to leave at home.

The position is not one of emolument.
There is no money in it. A municipal
councillor has to trust solely for his reward
to the satisfaction which comes from hav-
ing performed one’s duty to the best of his
ability. We would, therefore, earnestly
hope that the electors of the various wards
will select as their representatives in the
council, men who by their education, busi-
ness ability and knowledge of public and
couuty affairs, are the very best men avail-
able.

Last Thursday’s Excursion.

The excursion advertised by the Windsor
& Annapolis Railway for Thursday last

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The Fisher and Kinney Belt-shifting Device.

The many wonderful improvements in
machinery for cheapening expense in manu-
facturing are continually being brought to
the notice of the public, and the ingenuity
of inventors has made such progress within
the past century, as to almost make one
come to the conclusion that the limit had
been attained; but that there is continually
being something new added as time rolls
on, is again fully” corroborated by a new
device lately patented by Mr. Watson
Kinney and Mr. John Fisher; two of our
residents, for the purpose of reducing -the
expense in running machinery, and which
otherwise claims many superior advanta-
gesover all others. The new improvement
has been patented, and is known as the
‘“Fisher & Kinney Belt-Shifting Device.”
Already several have been placed in differ-
ent factories, and wherever introduced,
have won the hearty testimony of machin-
ists. The hanger is so constructed as to
sapport the shaft on one side and a. sleeve
on the other side through which the shaft
passes without touching it, sdid sleeve
supporting a dead pulley, both shaft and
pulley being adjustable. The driver is
placed beside this pulley, so that when the
belt at the machine is shifted, it is also
shifted to the idler; then the belt stops
moving, and all strain on the shaft ceascs.

Experiments show that an engine work-
ing at sixty pounds pressure, would do the
same work at forty pounds pressure, thus
saving by the use of the device the extra
twenty pounds of power.

From the many letters the inventors have
already received, they feel certain that the
device will ultimately come into general use
in all large establishments where power is
used, and have made arrangements for the
manufacture of the improvement.
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Children’s Harvest Service.

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Death of Chief Justice Ritchie.

The death of Sir William J. Ritchie,
chief justice of the supreme court of Canada,
which occurred on Sunday last at his home
in Ottawa, did not take the public by sur-

rise, as for some days past his death had
geen looked for almost hourly. He was
born at Annapolis, October 28th, 1813, and
after studying law with his brother, the
late Hon. J. W. Ritchie, entered into
politics in 1846, when he wus elected to
represent the cily and county of St. John
in the New Brunswick house of assembly.
Ten years later he became chief justice, and
at the expiration of ,another decade was
appointed to the supfeme court of Canada.
In January, 1879, helwas appointed chief
justice of that court, and in 1881 was
Knighted by her majesty. The remains
were interred at Beechwood cometery,
Ottawa, yesterday.
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Death and Twenty-five Years.

~The minister of agriculture at Ottawa
has issued a circular practically making
every port of entry in the Dominion a quar-
antine post and every collector of customs
a quarantine officer. All mails from the
United States will be quarantined at the
first point of arrival.

—Miss Jane Armstrong of New York,
committed suicide at Monte Carlo. She
began to play at the casino on Sept. 3rd,
winning largely one day and losing another,
till she lost a fortune of $250,000. She
was an orphan, 26 years old, and left New
York early in August.

—The Boston Herald reports Judge Des-
Brisay, as one of those who pronounced
eulogiums on the poet Whittier, at the
funeral services held at his late residence,
in Amesbury, Mass., for which the Judge
received the thanks of the poet's publish-
ers and several of his friends.

—Camden, Maine, is the great cucumber
garden of the earth, her producers now
shipping the bits of cukes to the pickle-
maker at the rate of 156 barrels a week.
1,000 of the little fellows, 2 to 44 inches
long, fetch §1, and at this some of the
farmers realize $100 an acre.

—The opening exercises of the winter
session of Dalhousie College took place on
Wednesday afternoon. Principaul Forrest
presided. The degree of L.L.B. was con-
ferred on Matthew Doyle, of Haulifax.
Prof. McDonald delivered the opening
address, the subject of which was Higher
Education.

—Mr. Walter Lawson, cashier of the
Commercial Bank of Windsor, now supply-
ing Mr. Armstrong’s position at the agency
in Middleton, paid Bridgetown a visit on
Wednesday last, and was greatly pleased
with the rapid growth and general prosper-
ity evinced on all sides since his call of a
few years previous.

—Kentville Star: Rev. G. F. Mainwaring
has gone to Paradise, Annapolis Co., for a
visit. He was pastor of the church at that
place, previous to his removal to Kentville.
Since he left on his visit his health has im-
proved considerably. He has placed his
resignation in the hands of the clerk for the
church todeal with.

—The oat crop ef Ontario is reported
large by the government report, although
not equal to that of last year. In some
sections, however, it has not threshed out
as well as expected, though the quality is
good. Should the crop turn out the same
throughout Ontario, there will be an in-
crease in the price of oat meal.

—The High Court of Nova Scotia of the
Independent Foresters met]in Halifax last
week. Officers were elected as follows:—
High chief ranger, R. G. - Munroe, Digby;
High vice do., J. C. Bolton, Waterville;
High secretary, A. V. Wade, Digby; High
treasurer, J. A. C. DeBalinhard, Digby;
High physician, Dr. Hawkins, Halifax;
High auditors H. 8. Dodge and J. S.
Yould, Kentville.

—The government in Newfoundland has
invited the dominion government to ap-
peint a delegation to meet a like delegation
from the island colony in a conference re-
garding trade and fishery matters with a
view to a mutuoally advantageous settle-
ment df pending disputes. It is believed
that the proposal has bLeen favorably re-
ceived and that a conference will take
place in Halifax next month.

—J. W. Beckwith has already opened
$10,000 worth of goods for the fall trade,
comprising all the newest effects in Dress
Goods and Trimmings. An inspection will
satisfy that his stock is second to none in
the cities of St. John or Halifax in variety,
quality and value.

He will remain in the hos-
pital eight days, and during that time will
endeavor to swallow the bacilli, drink Elbe
water and do his level best to catch the
cholera in order to prove the effectiveness
of Pasteur’s treatment, as a preventive of
the dread disease.

—Messrs. Kerr_& Pringle, principals of
the St. John Business College and Short-
hand Institute, have forwarded us the
twenty-fifth annual report of that institu-
tion, which is not only creditable in its
typographical appearance, but contains
many flattering testimonials from students
who have received instruction at their
hands.

If he thinks
the farmer never reads an advertisement,
it is very likely he never reads one himself,
and the man who does not read cannot
keep posted in the rise and fall of goods
and is always behind the times.

—The Directors of the Institution for
the Deaf and Dumb, Halifax, N. S., beg to
intimate that a deputation, consisting of the
Principal, Mr. Jas. Fearon, and three of the
pupils, will hold a meeting in Bridgetown,
on Monday evening, October 3rd, at 7.30
o’clock. The Principal will deliver an ad-
dress and illustrate by means of the pupils,
the work of the Institution, dwelling espe-
cially on the results of the Oral method of
Deaf-mute instruction. A collection will be
taken up in aid of the funds of the Institu-
tion, and the Directors confidently bespeak
for the deputation the same generous recep-
tion and hospitable treatment experienced
on former occasions.

—In Manitoba and Minnesota, near the
boundary line between Canada and the
United States, there are four settlements of
an industrious, thrifty people who live
apart from the other settlers and bave a
language and faith peculiar to themselves.
These are the Mennonites, a religious sect,
founded in the sixteenth century by Menno,
a Hollander, and fellow worker in the re-
formation with Luther and Melancthon,
but who separated from him on the doctrines
of infant baptism, bearing arms and takin
oaths. Gathering a few followers roun
him, Menno taught that baptism should not
be administered until a change of heart had
been experienced, and that true believers
should not swear, but affirm, should not
bear arms nor go to law.—Sun.
