New York, Feb. 8.—A London despatch 
t > an afternoon paper saya: In France the 
question of taxes is becoming serious and the 
increasing amount levied on everything is 
one reason for the unrest and discontent 
there. France supports a fifth part of the 
entire military expenses of Europe, though 
she is only the tenth part of Europe. She 
staggers under the weight of $200,000,000 
annually, in the interest of her debt. Be­
tween that and the army she must pay $400,- 
000,000 before she can apply a cent to the 
vital interests of the state. The French 
colonial enterprises are immemrely costly, 
being in outlandish and inaccessible regions, 
as productive of rebellion as they are unpro­
ductive 'of revenue. The civil service is 
overloaded with functionaries and govern­
ment contracts are frequently but arrange­
ments for corruption. A company which 
supplies the army ran the price of its shares 
up from 128 to 164 in a few months. The 
navy is claimed to be unduly costly and 
through mismanagement ships are so long in 
building that they are often obsolete when 
launched.

d—The Nova Scotia Electric Light Com­
pany, Limited, which is now seeking incor­
poration, is promoting a project which is 
destined to revolutionize the application of 
'electricity, for the purposes of heat, light 
end power, in Hants, Kings and Annapolis 
counties. A brief description of the scheme 
is given elsewhere in this issue and it is not 
difficult to forsee the many changes and ad­
vantages that the working out of the problem 
will bring about. The company is not ask­
ing for a monopoly but merely seeking per­
mission to furnish cheap light, principally 
through the towns and villages of the dis­
trict which their charter has been framed to 
cover. It would appear to be in the interests 
of the common good that this plant should 
be established and its promoters are ener­
getic and influential enough to guarantee 
the establishment if the government right of 
way can be obtained. Artificial light is a 
necessity and the cheaper it can be furnished 
the more it will be used and the better it 
will suit those who use it, so we trust our 
members from Annapolis will give their 
sanction to a scheme which is right in line 
with many other up-to-date improvements 
that are being worked out on every hand in 
the province. The only opposition offered 
to the company will probably be instigated 
by owners of private electric light plants, 
who may object to selling out at a price 
commensurate with the original cost of their 
establishments, and who know that a cheap­
er light will compel them to come to reason­
able terms. The company now seeking in 
corporation are undoubtedly after the pro­
fits of legitimate business, but they will 
nevertheless be public benefactors if they 
can furnish to our people a light cheaper 
than the cheapest, and available at any hour 
of the day or night. Let us have the new 
system by all means.

—Kent ville is seriously considering the 
advantages of a thorough sewage system, and 
an engineer has been engaged to make a 
survey and report upon the probable cost. 
All of our provincial towns must, sooner or 
later, be called upon to place the public health 
and convenience before any monetary con- 
‘sidération that may be involved in the es­
tablishment of a thorough system of drain­
age; it is only a question of how much money 
It is necessary to waste in half hearted meas 
ures before the folly of this extravagance and 
the demands for improved sanitation force 
the conclusion that an effective sewage sys­
tem costs less in the end and affords an im­
portant safeguard for the public health. 
Kentville, in common with other towns, has 
probably spent thousands of dollars in efforts 
to do away with the necessity for establish­
ing an expensive sewage system and now 
recognizes that the money was squandered 
and that the full ordinary cost of the work 
yet remains to be paid before its sanitation 
can be permanently improved. Bridgetown 
also needs a sewage system and it is a perti­
nent question whether it is not advisable to 
accept the inevitable and have the work 
done at the outset of our corporate career 
rather than sink money in making trivial 
temporary improvements. The financing 
can readily be accomplished and we do not 
think oar ratepayers will shrink from bear­
ing an interest burden contracted in so good 
a cause. Thus far Bridgetown has not fol­
lowed in the ordinary civic rut and there is 
no reason why it should not profit by the 
experience of other corporations on the sew­
age question.

Heavy Apple Shipments. which consistently agi-
Halifax Herald.

Up to last week when the steamer St. 
John City sailed, the shipment of apples 
from the port of Halifax for the London 
market amounted to 164,500 barrels. It is 
estimated that there are still 85,000 barrels 
to go forward. Apples have netted to ship­
pers in the Annapolis Valley from $2 50 to 
$2.75 per barrel. Taking the net profit at 
the lower figure, it means that the horticul­
turists there have received this season$410,- 
000 or more. If the prices keep up, as they 
doubtless will, they will get $212,000 for 
the balance of their crop, a total of $622,- 
000 for the season. This is for the London 
market alone, so that Mr. Mitchell’s estimate 
made in the House of Assembly yesterday, 
of throe quarters of a million dollars for the 
Annapolis Valley apple growers, is not be­
yond the mark.

Last year the total export to London was 
only 77,000 barrels, compared with 259,500 
which will be shown at the end of this seas­
on. The prices last year were about the 
same as are prevailing this season. In 1896 
when the export of London reached 370,000 
barrels, the producers netted less than $1 
per barrel.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 7.—In a report 
to the State Department from Dawson City, 
Consul McCook says platinum has been found 
recently in large quantities in most of the 
creeks, and if tne results are as good as re­
ported, the Yukon district will have a new 
product of value.

Consul MoCook says one week of severe 
weather prevailed in November, the ther­
mometer ranging from forty to to fifty de­
grees below zero from the 8th to the 15th. 
Since that time the weather has been quite 
moderate, the thermometer ranging from ten 
to twenty degress below zero, which is con­
sidered fine weather there. The report ends 
as follows : “ It is estimated that five thous­
and persons will have to go out over the. ice 
this winter.

those now existing and yet pay satisfactory 
dividends to the stockholders. Indeed the 
promoters believe that when the system is 
established they will be able to supply the 
houses and barns on the principal farms, with 
light and power, and also to light churches 
in country places.

This scheme is calculated to give an im­
petus to local enterprise by greatly cheapen­
ing the cost of power, and is expected to 
place our valley towns on as favorable foot­
ing regarding power as towns situated close 
beside a coal mine.

Montreal capitalists are being interested 
in the enterprise, but a portion of the $400,- 
(XX) capital required will be placed on the 
local market in small shares.

The Hallburton Lecture Course.

The Rev. Dr. Keirstead, of Acadia College, 
delivered thç second lecture of the Halibur- 
ton course on Friday evening of the 10 inst., 
in the Assembly Hall of the new Windsor 
Academy.

The inclemency of the weather kept many 
at home who would otherwise have been 
present to welcome the lecturer, yet, when 
at 8 p.m. Prof. deMille, of Kings College, 
the president of the Haliburlon Society, in 
treduced the lecturer, there was a fairly 
large and representative audience in the hall. 
Mr. Chas. Hensley, the vice-president of the 
Haliburlon, was also on the platform.

Professor deMille then introduced Dr. 
Keirstead in a few well chosen words, and 
stated the subject—“ The Elements of Na­
tional Greatness.”

In entering upon his subject Dr. Keirstead 
said he would ask four questions, the answers 
to which would form the lecture. These 
questions were : —

(1) What is a nation?
(2) What are the elements of national 

greatness ?
(3) In how far does Canada possess these 

elements?
(4) What can we do to promote the 

greatness of Can ail a?
In answering the second of these, he con­

sidered land, minerals, fisheries, capital, 
skilled labor, education, morality and relig­
ion to be the elements required. He dealt 
fully with each of these and argued logically 
and eloquently to sustain his position.

He said that Canada possesses these ele­
ments, but that they are as yet only elements 
undeveloped. Each one of us can promote 
Canada’s greatness by assuming individual 
responsibility, taking an interest in things 
Canadian, and being optimistic instead of 
pessimistic. Each point t he lecturer brought 
out was illustrated in an exceedingly apt 
manner, at times humorous.

At the conclusion of the lecture, the Rev. 
Canon Vroom voiced the sentiments of all 
present by moving 
Keirstead, which 
Davies, senior student, and presented by 
Prof. deMille.

The audience then dispersed, feeling well 
repaid for their boldness In venturing out 
through the storm.

The Haliburlon Society consist chiefly of 
the students and graduates of Kings College, 
but it has many influential members among 
the men already in the literary world, 
notably Prof. C. fl. D. Roberts, I. Allan 
Jack and Hon. J. W. Longley.

—The Lieutenant-Governor’s speech at 
the opening of the present session of the 
provincial legislature foreshadowed legisla­
tion to provide for the betterment of the 
public roads of the province. A little over 
a year of energetic agitation has vested this 
question with an importance that could not 
well be overlooked and we hope the proposed 
measure of reform will be comprehensive 
enough to effect a radical change in the pre­
sent statute labor law under which the roads 
system has grown steadily worse. The bad 
roads tax paid by the farms and businesses of 
Nova Scotia has never been reduced to fig­
ures, but it has been a great levy and none 
the less so because it has never been definite­
ly fixed. The worst feature of the situa­
tion is that no one is benefited by the tax; 
it does not go to swell the revenues of the 
province but is simply wasted. A projected 
reform carries with it the assurance that, 
If practically executed, it will speedily re­
turn any heavy outlay entailed in its prose­
cution by saving to the farmers and business 
men much of the loss of time labor and capi­
tal that is necessitated by the difficulty of 
transportation over our country roads. The 
government in promoting this reform legis­
lation will add much to its popularity.

Ottawa, Feb. 10.—Canada received on 
Consolidated fond account during the seven 
months of the current fiscal year which have 
elapsed, $25,665,000, which is £4,219,000 
more than she took in during the correpond- 
ing period of the last fiscal year. There was 
an increase in consolidated fund expenditure 
of $1,167,000, but after making allowance 
for this there to a difference of $2,561,381 in 
favor of the present year. The total revenue 
for the seven months’ period last year was 
$21,446,000. The revenue for January, 
3899, was $3,550,000, and for January, 
1898, $3,512,000, a substantial increase des­
pite reduced customs and postage rates. 
The ordinary expenditure for seven months 
of the present year was $21,352,000, and for 
the corresponding period of last year $19,- 
694,000, an increase as has been stated of 
$1,657,000. There was expended in Janu­
ary, 1899, on consolidated fund account, $6,- 
640,000, as against $6,206,000 in January, 
1898. The largest revenue increases were 
those of customs and excise the former being 
$2,441,000 and the latter $1,456,000. The 
post-office revenue shows a decrease of $69,- 
000 for the month of January, during which 
the two cent imperial and domestic rates 
have been in operation, and of $199,000 for 
the seven months’ period.
