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Apologies for absence were received from Drs. Baillargeon, of Quebec,
and Bowker, of Montreal.

In absence of Dr. Bernard, Mr. Brewster took the chair and explained
the objeets of the convention.

A verbal report was made eoncerning the non-appearance of the pro-
posed constitution and by-laws, the committee being disappointed in
reception of the Constitution of Dental Association of Ontario, which it
was thought advisable to have for inspection.

The minutes of last meeting were read and approved of.

1t was then proposed by Dr. Trestler, scconded by Dr. Lefaivre, that
the election of officers for the present year be now proceeded with.

The Secretary read the Ontario Act respecticg Dentistry, by request
of the Chairman. Onc objection was made to the clause in article 12,
making  naturalization” compulsory.

Mr. Dowlin said he was an Americap, and having seitled in Canada,
was quite willing to be jnaturalized, and was in favour of the clause.
The feelinz of the meeting was that it should form part of the Quebee
Act.

It was then moved by J. A. Bazin, seconded by H. Davis, and resolved,
that the committec appointed at last meeting on constitution and by-laws
be discharged, and that the esecutive committee, with the other officers,
be instructed to draft a constitution and by-laws for this Association, and
an Act of Incorporation, to be printed in Mogiish and French, and fur-
nished to the members for their consideration.

Moved by C. F. F. Trestler, seconded by J. II. Webster, and resolved,
that copics of the proposed constitution and by-laws and act of incor-
poration, be furnished to every member of the Association 20 days prior
to the next meeting.

Moved by C. Brewster, scconded by — McKee, and resolved, that the
President and Secretary be empowered to make applicatior: to the Local
Legislature for an Act of Incorporation for tuis Association.

Moved by J. A. Bazin, seconded by E. Lefaivre, and resolved, that the
entrance fee for active members be 85 ; for incipient members $3.
