& Graphic Description of a Battle With
Big Guns.

Did you ever see a hattery take position ?

It hasn't the thrill af a cavelry charge, nor
the grimness of a line of bayonets moving slowly
and determinedly on, but there is a peculior ex-
citement about it vhat makes old veterans rise
in their saddles and cheer.

We have been fighting abt the sdge of the
woods, Every cartridge box has been emptiad
once or more, and one-fourth of the brigade has
melted awsy in dead and wonnded and missing.
Not a cbeer is heard in the whole brigade. We
koow that we are being driven foob by foot, and
that when we break once mare the line will go
to pieces and the enemy will pour through the
