Report of meeting held on the 4th February 1913, p.m.

His Worship the Mayor L. A. Lavallée; Messrs. Godfrey,
Ainey, Dupuis and Lachapelle.

1.—It was

Resolved: That the resolution of the 20th November
1012, concerning the appointment of Miss Hurst, as nurse
at the Small Pox Hospital, be amended so that the salary
of Miss Hurst shall be paid at the rate of $75 for the first
month and $60 for each subsequent month.

2—Submitted a report from the Chief of the Fire Depart-
ment, asking that he be allowed to hold a parade with ap-
paratus opposite the City Hall, Thursday next, the 6th instant,

on the occasion of the Duke of Connaught’s visit.

Resolved: That said authorization be granted.

3.—Submitted the monthly bulletin of the Civic Library.
Filed of record.

4—Submitted a report from the Law Department on the
recommendation from the Chief Engineer to vote an appro-
priation of $2,500 to lay a 6” pipe to connect the cellar of
Mr. A. F. Vincent’s property corner of St. Lawrence Boule-
vard and Bernard street with the street sewer and to divert
the sewage from the south of Bernard street so that the
sewer may run northwards, as the natural drainage is in
the direction of Back River.

Resolved: That a report to Council be made recommend-
ing that the said sum of $2,500 be voted out of the loan
funds for the above named purposes.

5.—It was

Resolved: That the Chief Engineer be asked to prepare
an estimate of the cost of the broken stone that will be re-
quired during the two or three first months of the season,

for sidewalks, macadam, etc.

6.—Submitted a report from the City Treasurer, transmit-
ting a notice from the Bank of Montreal, at London, anent
the renewal of the £750,000 loan by Treasury bonds, recom-
mending the said loan be renewed on the 12th February
instant, at the rate of 434 to 47%% and charges, as proposed
by the said Bank, for a term of six months.

Resolved: That said report be approved of, and that the
City Treasurer be authorized to carry into effect his said

recommendation.
