| Mr, Hammarskjold began his five-year tern as Secretary General of

the United Nations last year following the resignation of Mr. Trygve Lie:

Born in south-central Sweden in 1905, lr, Hammarskjold lectured at Stockholm

University after receiving his doctorate in 1933, He becane Secretary of the

Bank of Sweden and later Under Secretery of Finance.

He was appointed echairman of the board of the Bank of Sweden and to
the Swedish Foreign Office as a financial expert, In this capacity he
attended nost of the postwar European economic conférences. In 1951 he became
Deputy Foreign Minister of Sweden and headed that eountry's delegation to the
Seventh Session of the United Nations Geneéal Assembly

In the short space of a decade, Carleton College has grown from a
small evening college in rented quarters to a uni%ersity of national reputa-
tion. The degree and diploma prograrmes at this independent, non-sectarian
university in Canada's capiial include courses in Arts, Science, Cormerce,
