PROPOSED AS NECESSARY TO FORCE GOVERN-

MENT RESIGNATION

Mr. WILLIAM IRVINE (Calgary East)
rnoved:

That, in thse opinion of this House, a defeat of a
government ineasure should not be considered as a
suficient reason for thse resignation of thse government,
unss followed by a vote of lack of confidence.

H1e said: Mr. Speaker, it might be truly,
snid that this resolution is for the good and
iveifare of the House. As the hon. members
of this House xviii notice, it deals with as
situation in which every individuali member is
to some extent interested, some more and
sorne iess. I heard an hion. member of thiý.
Brouse quote an American statesman a f ew
days ago, to the effect that we were flot
dealing with a theory but with a condition.
My resolution does flot deai with any theory
but with an actual condition; and I arn dis-
posed to think that if there is any objection
offered to the passîng of this resolut ion it
xviii have to be offered on theoretical grounds,
fo.- I believe it would be difficuit to maintain
by argument that there is anything of ro
democratic value to be gained by the con-
tiiiuance of the practice against which this
iesoiution deciares. The condition with which
%ve are deaiing is that in the process of
da-eiopment our system of government bas
finaiiv cousu to be government by a cabinet
Here it will ho unnecessary, 1 hope, to expiain
tisat I arn not making any reference to thi
îiresent government or the present cabinet;
1 arn dealing with the system of governme!
and the practices appertaining thereto.
Parliament has iost its old supremnacy, if
indeed it ever reaiiy was supreme. The
course of our constitutionai development bas
been one leading from an absolute autocracy
on to that measure of democraey which wo
now enjoy, sorne may argue that parlia-
ment is as suprerne to-day as it bas ever been,
which if true. would simply prove that parlia-
nient has yet to attain its supremnacy, for
certain it is that we have now government
by cabinet.

When we consider the deveiopment of our
constitutional system, it is not to be wondered
at if we find there are stili influences of auto-
cracy present, for every bit of the freedom
which we now cnj oy has been slowiy and la-
boriously wrenched from autocracy. Indeed,
it is clear that it would be difficuit for us to
be completeiy rid of those influences. Parlia-
ment to-day, I maintain, is dominated by the
cabinet through the party caucus, and much
of our boasted democratic liberty is pure
theory. Theoretically, the Cabinet is respon-
sible to parliament, and parliament, in turm, is
