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Canada Fair Employment Practices Act
so far as those of the Jewish faith are con-
cerned. We have it so far as displaced
persons are concerned. We have it so far as
new Canadians are concerned. We have it in
all aspects and in all areas of this country.

I should like to say once more that I am
very sorry I was not able to hear the re-
marks of the hon. member for Skeena. All
we have to do is look at a map of Canada to
realize that this nation is a miracle. Every-
thing was against it; economic laws, geo-
graphic laws, religion and anything else you
want to mention. This nation has survived
and has flourished. I look forward to the
day when racial discrimination will not exist
in this country. I feel that is a challenge
which we have to meet. We cannot sit back
and say it does not exist because, in my

opinion, it does. I am hoping that all mem-
bers in this house will strive toward the
day when it does not exist.
