IMPENDING NUCLEAR TEST BY FRANCE-REQUEST FOR
UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Heath Macquarrie (Hilsboraugh>: Mr. Speaker, in
view of the impending French nuclear test in the Pacific I
seek, under Standing Order 43, unanimous consent of the
House to move a resolution in similar terms to the one
adopted by this chamber in particular reference to the
Amchitka test by the United States.

Therefore, I move, seconded by the hon. member for St.
John's East (Mr. McGrath) that:

Whereas the continued testing of nuclear warheads by the
nuclear powers adds to the dangers of the nuclear arma race and
may seriously pollute the hurnan environment, this Canadian
House of Commons again cails on ail nuclear powera to cease ail
testing of nuclear devices and particularly cails on the government
of France to cancel the lateat of its testa in the Pacific Ocean.

Mr. Speaker: Hon. members have heard the motion pro-
posed by the hon. member for Hillsborough. Under the
terms of Standing Order 43 this motion requires unani-
mous consent. Is the hon. minister rising on a point of
order?
