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friend that he can dispel those fears that

have tortured his imagination, and with

which he has sought to inflame the

passions of the people of this country.

The main propositions that are behind

his speech, I have shown to be absolutely

without foundation ; 1 have shown that

the deduction he has drawn from those

propositions are fallacious ; I have shown

that the authorities that my hon. friend

has quoted, and Las p«raded before this

House, actually teach something else
;

and I do hope that there is that grandeur

of soul in my hon. and learned friend

that he can come to the conclusion that

he has been in error, and will determine

to mend his ways. (Loud and prolonged

cheers.)
