TRIED T0 DESTROY

. BURNS' COTTAGE

Two Militant Suffragéttes En-
_deavored to Desecrate
Poet’s Birthplace.

Canadian Press Despatch.

GLASGOW, Scotland, July 8.—An
attempt to destroy the cottage at
Ayr, where Robert Burns, the Beot-
tish poet, was born, Jan. 26, 17569, was

made just before daylight today, by

two members of a militant suffragette
“arson squad.”

The two women were surprised by
a night watchman as they were in the
act of placing bombs against the doors
and windows of the poet’s birthplace,
Which 1s wenerated as a shrine by the
Scottish nation. "The man captured
oné of the militants, but the other es-
caped. : .

The women wore stoekings over
their shoes, in order to deaden the
noise and hide their footprints.

The arrested woman gave her name
as Janet Arthur. 8heé created a noisy
scene when arraigned at the police
court, fighting the wardens and shout-
ing quotations from Burns’ poems.
She was remanded.

CHILD MORTALITY
WWB HEAVY
Greatest Havoc Wrought by

Death in Institutions for
Infants.

Despite the vigorous attémpts that
are being made by the local board of
health to cope with infant mortality

in this city, no less tha 139 babies of
less than one year died in June this
year, as compared with 111 in the same
month last year. The total number of
people who died in June this year was
504, as compared with 444 in June,
1913. Pneumonia claimed the largest
number of grown folk and children. In-
stitutions are the last home for one-
third of the number of infants who
die.

During the first half of this year
2564 Toronto people died of tubercu-
losis, and all causes gathered in a
harvest of 2956 from January to July,
1914, Contagious diseases have de-
creased theif toll by more than 50 per
cent. this year as compared with
last. Congested homes for workers,
lack of motherly knowledge, and fe-
male factory work contribute to the
death list, according to the report is-
sued by the board of health.

NEARLY ALL TUBERCULOUS
SAYS SIR WILLIAM OSLER

LONDON, Eng. July 8.—Sir Wil-
liam Osler, regius professor of medi-
cine at Oxferd University, today
startled the huge audience gttending
the conference of the Association for
the Prevention of Consumption by
telling them that they were practically
all tuberculous. He said:

“If with the aid of radium and a
microscope I could lock at the chests
of the audience 1 am addressing, in
90 per cent. of us 1 should discover a
small focus or area of tuberculosis.”

Flame flower always goes into polite |

It is yet too early in the season to
se¢ the torch lily—another name by
the way—in flower, since the bloom-
time is from late in August. thrir Seép-
tember and late into October.

Bat several correspondents have
been inquiring about this plant. and so
I wigh those amateurs who are not
acquainted with this entirely out-of-
the ordinary plant, to be on the lookout
for its meteor-like be-flowered spikes.

The plant is one of our very best
herbaceous perennials, and may be
grown from seed. In time long arch-
ing leaves, stiff and lancelfke form g
thick tuft, from the centre of whic
rise geveral scapes, two, three and four
feet high, éach one of = these stems
crowned by an eight or ten-inch spike
of tubular blossoms ng down-
wards all around the poker-like stem.
This flower stem might perhaps be
likened to that of the foxgloves save

that where in case of thé latter, the
