One of the most important county. mut-
ters dealt with by the York County
Counc!l this session was that of In the
proposed ‘ assumption of the big new
bridge over the 'River Rouge at Mark-
ham WVillage, which was erected undar
the joint supervision of the county and
village some five or six vearstago.

The circumstances ieading up to: the
erection of the bridge, whicn is 197 feot
long and -35 feet above- the water  level,
are exceptional and such as are likely to
influence the county council at its 3e8-
sion today to conscnt to its assqumption.
he new struciure is on the $th conces-
sicn of Markham Township, within lhc
corporation of the village, and was ln_l‘]t
to replace another county bhridge carried
away. during -a high freshet, built on a
circuttous road leading to the east of ‘the
presemt one:

Another smaller structure to the wast
of the present brifige was llkewise swept
out by a flood and replaced by the
county. In each of these cases the smaller
bridges; while county structures, ;were
unswitable and costly to maintain.

When Markham Village six vears ago
decided to straigiten the Sth concession
and erect a bridge in keeping with ihe
importance of the town and the growtih
of the county to the north and south,
debentuzes to the amount’ of $6000 were
iseued for the approaches and In all the
village ¢xpended $10,000, the county suo-
plementing this amount by $6000. A groat
deal of wpluntary work was contribut.d
by the residents of Markham Village, es-
timated at fully $2000, whi *h tended to
