have peace and the palace of God forever;
the wicked, on account of their character
and conduct, the prison God has prepared.

We ought to love, worship and adore
forever such a God as we see in the perfor-
mance of such a purpose.

'* Through every period of my life,

Thv goodncbs I'll proclaim;
And after death in distant worlds.
Resume the glorious theme.

" To all eternity to Thee,
A joyful song I'll raise;

But O, eternity's too short.
To utter all Thy praise."

God grant it may be so. And:

" To Father, Son and Holy Ghost,
The God whom we adore;

Be glory as it was and is.

And shall be evermore." Amen.
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
