said disease does not exist and that it
pever did exist in this country.”
Sheep and Swine Interest.

Mr. D. G. Hanmer of Mount Vernon
read a paper on ‘“ How the Quarantine
Regulations and Railroad Rates Affect
the Sheep and Swine Interests.” The
paper pointed out the disadvantages
‘which breeders and shippers of sheep
and'swine have to contend with on ac-
count of arbitrary railway rates and
excessive local freight arges, and
suggested that radical changes should
be made,

Mr, Hanmer showed that the present
railway rules and rates tell against
the breeders, and also in sorme cases
mhich he instanced against the raile
way companies, who, instead of en-
couraging a business from which they
mre receilving a large revenue, are con-
tinually placing difficulties in its way,
@s much more business might be done,
espeoially in the Northwest, with a
better class of stock, were it not for
the fact that the breeders are sub-
Jected to outrageous rates for carry-
ing stock over the C.P.R.

Mr. Hanmer was pleased to note
that some of the difficulties in the way
of shipping had lately been removed,
