the Canadian security market all week. A 
very limited amount of trading has, as 
usual at this time uf the year, accompanied 
the absence on their holidays of investors 
and the partial closing of the exchanges. 
Tlie midsummer duluess, however, has re­
sulted in no- general sagging of the listed 
slocks. Un tue contrary, notwithstanding 
the comparative absence of buying orders, 
the tendency of several leading securities 
has been upward. War Eagle leads the 
way with an advance of about 12 points for 
the week. Bell Telephone comes next with 
a rise of 9 points. Commercial Cable, 
which Is booked by some for 200, closes the 
week three figures higher than last Satur­
day. Northwest Land, pref., has been In- 
demand at a slightly improved figure. The 
ba«ik list has been strong, Toronto selling 
up 5 points and Commerce 1, and Mont­
real, Merchants’, Dominion and Hamilton 
being bid up 1 to 2 points. The excep­
tions have been Montreal Gas and G eu. 
Electric, which each lost 1 to 2 points of 
last week's gain, and C.P.R., which has 
fallen off over two points In a week, owing 
lo ihe continued doubt as to a settlement 
of the rate war. The big Incoming harvest 
and the good trade conditions seem to 
promise advances in the list In the near 
future.

The Wall-street stock market has been 
irregular this week with tl^ talk of a ces­
sation of hostilities between Spain and the 
United States as the most apparent factor. 
On Tuesday, when It was rumored that 
Madrid had made overtures to Washington 
looking to peace, American stocks advanced 
rapidly, the internationally listed securities 
lending the way on strong support from 
London. Profit-taking sales brought about 
a reaction, and the set-back was empha­
sized by talk of hitches and long delays in 
the pacific negotiations. On Friday Wash­
ington rumors to the effect that McKinley’s 
dema*nds of the Dons would not be exorbi­
tant Infused fresh strength Into the market, 
and, under confirmation of the rumors, the 
list continued to reflect a good tone to-day.

Another lending factor In the situation Is 
found In the incoming grain crops. The 
future of the granger railroads depends di­
rectly upon whether they have small, 
bunjper or ordinary crops to move, and 
the entire list depends Indirectly upon the 
wheat n*nd corn yield and the price the 
farmers may get for their cereals. Judging 
from the present outlook, the yield of 
wheat In the United States, while not up 
to early estimates, will be large, and the 

crop will be below that of last year.
As to the money markets, they continue 

easy with no Immediate prospect of tight­
ness, which Is favorable to speculation in 
stocks.

He is making some altera­
tions In the electric apparatus and testing 
the whole plant.

The Invitations arc in the hands of the 
selected witnesses. Father Hanselman, the 
spiritual adviser of Thorn, is expected at 
the prison Sunday to remain till after 
Thom has been executed.

Thorn has suddenly become a vegetarian. 
•What his opinion upon the subject is can­
not be learned, but the fact remains that 
Thom sends meats back from his cell with­
out being touched.

Were this merely a matter of to-day It 
might be set down as one of the Idio- 
eyneracles of the unfathomable nature that 
dwells In the body of Thorn. But It Is not 
the Idle fancy of a day.

There are four guards at Thom’s cell, 
constituting the death watch. Alexander 
Van Wart and Philip Morris are the day 
guards. George Fox and Keeper O’Keefe 
relieve them at 6 o’clock In the evening. 
When the meals are passed in through the 
narrow aperture provided for the purpose, 
It is the duty of these watchers to keep 
strict vigilance on the condemned prisoner 
to see that he makes no attempt to con­
ceal a spoon about his clothes, or to ad­
minister the food to himself In any un­
usual way, which might endanger life.
