J. Murray, Providence; George Kuntsch, 
Syracuse ; Charles Speer, Springfield, and 
John English, Rochester.

There were some Important disputes to 
settle, but these were put off until the next 
meeting, which will take place here on Jan. 
11). The Auditing Committee reported fav­
orably on President Powers’ report, which 
was accepted. The delegates awarded the 
championship of 1808 to the Montreal Club 
instead of waiting for the Board of Direc­
tors to do so.

Applications of membership were received 
from Toledo, Hamilton, Ont., London, Ont,, 
Rochester, Utica, Troy, Albany, Worcester, 
Mass., Hartford, Conn., and Newark.

No action was taken on these applica­
tions, but a 'Circuit Committee, consisting 
of President Powers and Messrs. Bheuu. 
Kuntzsch and O'Neill, was appointed 'to In­
vestigate the financial standing of the ap­
plicants and to report and recommend a 
circuit for the coming season.

The Stelnert Cap, which was not played 
for last season, was entrusted to President 
Powers for safe keeping, after which the 
meeting adjourned.

New York,Dec. 15-The National Baseball 
League magnates settled down to business 
In cement this afternoon at the Fifth-ave­
nue Hotel and the first matter taken up 
was the report ot the Board of Discipline. 
The report was accepted and filed, and a 
special committee of three, Messrs. Brush, 
Hart and Soden, was appointed to consider 
recommendation» apd report as to what 
action should be taken thereon at the next 
scheduled meeting.

Every club in tne league was called upon 
to express Its view on the success or fail­
ure of the Brush clean baseball resolution, 
and, with the exception of two dubs, the 
names of which were not made public, all 
thought that either this law ar something 
akin to It was desirable, and ought to be 
maintained. It was the opinion of nearly 
all that, so far as the public was concern­
ed, the game had been relieved entirely 
from the evils this measure sought to rem­
edy, and that it had proven to be success­
ful. The same committee that drew up the 
Brush rule was appointed, with Instruc­
tions to report at the schedule meeting, 
upon the suggestions advanced by the 
Board of Discipline, together with such 
recommendations ns the committee might 
make with reference to modifications or 
changes In the present law.

The report of the Board of Discipline 
not made public. The members pointed out 
how certain additions should be made to 
section two, of the law providing for the 
handling of such offenses as take place on 
the half field, in a manner somewhat sim­
ilar to the way the army provides for the 
handling of offences that occur In that 
body. They also suggested a method of 
dealing with, offenders, which would make 
It compulsory for a player or member hear­
ing the offence and not reporting, to he 
made a party to the transgression of the 
rule They advise that the scope and 
power of the Board shall be enlarged^*» as 
to Include some If not nil of the offences 
that occur on the ball field which come un­
der the head of rowdyism and ungentleman- 
ly conduct. , . ,.

The meeting then adjourned and the 
Board of Arbitration held a brief session. 
A committee of three, consisting of James 
Franklin of Buffalo. George A. O’Neill of 
Montreal, and Charles T. Shean, Spring- 
field, Mass., appeared before the Bonrrt nDd 
requested that the transfer of the Buffalo 
club from the Eastern League to the ''est­
era League, together with Its franchise, 
players and territory, be ratified. The re­
quest of the committee of the Eastern 
League was granted.

President Powers of the Eastern League 
requested the Board to grant territorial 
rights to Hartford and Newark, and repre­
sentatives of both these places were asked 
to appear before the Board later In the day.
