'GATHERS NEW INTEREST

D YANGTSUN
ni SEVERE BATILE

The Flghting Lasted Four Hours, and the Chinese Were
Finally Driven From Their Strongly
Entrenched Positions.

Battle Took Place on Monday, and the International Forces Lost Two Hundred,
Mostly Killed—The Progress 8o Far Regarded in London as Splendid—S3ir
Robert Hart Still Attending to Business.

London, Aug. 10.—(4 a.m.)—In the capture
of Yangtsun the losses of the allles, accord-
ing to a despatch to The Daily Express from
Che Foo, dated Aug. 8, purporting to give
an account of that engagement, were 200,
the majority of these belng killed.

“The allles marched on Yangtsun,” says
the report, ‘‘at dawn Monday. The posl-
tion, held by 1500 Chinese, was well en-
trenched to the east of the river. After
four hours’ heavy fighting, the Chinese
were driven from their defence works.'

The Japs Retired,

Another despatch to the same paper,
dated Tien Tsin, Aug. 6, recounts a recon-
palssance that morning by the Japanese be-
yond Hslk, the result being that the enemy
was developed in strong force, well fortitied
at Wel Ho.” The Chinese were superior In
numbers, and, after forcing the fire of
seven guns, the Japanese retired on Hsik,
with three killed and 27 wounded, but hav-
ing captured 200 horses,

With- the exception of these mredBages,
Gen. Chaffee’s report is t_he only account
published by the London morning papers
telling of the capture of Yangtsun,

Satisfactory Progress.
The editorials generally incline to view

the progress toward Pekin as thus far
gplendid, but one which cannot be main-
tained at the present rapid rate, as the

lishment of bases will cause Inevitable de-
lays,

BRITISH TROOPS FROM INDIA.

an answer.

“We are already advised by him in a
brief despatch, recelived Aug. 7, that im-
perial troops are firing daily upon the
Ministers in Pekin, We demand the im-
mediate cessation of hostile attacks by
imperial troops upon the legations, and
urge the exercise of every power and
energy of the Imperial Government for

and In view of the doubt expressed by
the Imperial Government In its edict of
Aug. 2, as to its power to restore order
and secure absolute safety In Pekin,
it is evident this apprehension is well-
founded, for ,if your Government can-
not protect our Minister In Pekin, it will
presumptively be unable to protect him
upon a journey from Pekin to the coast,

““We therefore urge upon the imperizi
Government that it shall adopt the course
suggested in the third clause of the let-
ter of the President to His Majesty the
Emperor of China, of July 23, 1900, and
enter Into communication with the rellef
expedition so that co-operation may be
secured between them for the liberation
of the legations, the protection of for-
eigners and the restoration of order.
Such action on the part of the Imperi-
al Government would be'a satisfactory
demonstration of Its friendliness and
desire to attain these ends.

THE REMAINS OF KING HUMBERT

NOW REPOSE

IN THE PANTHEON

Cuirassiers Carrle_d the Casket—The Crowds Were Enormous and
the Cortege Most Imposing—Many Spectators Shed Tears
—Grand and Solemn Music Conducted By Mascagni.

Rome, Aug. 9.—With as much simplicity
a9 the last rites to a monarch® would per-
mit, the body of the late King Humbert of
Italy was lald to rest in the Pantheod here
to-day. Vast crowds of people, uncovered
and sllent, viewed the cortege along the
streets leading to‘ the place of sepulchre.
The casket, borne on a gun-carriage, was
preceded by the late King's general alde-de-
camp, carrying the dead man’'s sword, fol-
lowed by Humbert's favorite war horse 1
blick caparison and surrounded by those
who had been closest to him In councils of
state, Rome was a mass of sombre decora-
tion,

The funeral train, which left Monza yes-
terday, accompanied by the Duke of Aosta,
the Count of Turin and the Duke of Oporto,
arrived here at 6.30 a.m. to-day. Imme-
dlately after that hour the funeral proces-
slon began to form.

Cuirassiers Carried the Casket,

Ten non-commissioned officers of Culras-
slers carried the casket containing e re-
wains from the funeral traln to the large
ball of the raliroad station, which had“been
transformed Into a chapel, hung with sable
draperies with gold ornamentation. ‘The
first chaplain of the court, assisted by a
number of priests, pronounced the absolu-
tion, and the cortege started for the Pan-
{heon, where rest the remains of King Vie-

tor Emmanuel II. The immense space sur-
rounding the rallroad station was entirely
filled with people, and as the casket was
borne into the open air all uncovered and
remained bareheaded while the procession
was In view. After the casket had been
placed on a gun-carriage, King Victor Em-
manual III. took his place at the head of

the princes and diplomats who followed the
remains,

At the Pantheon.

When the casket reached the Pantheon
ten non-commissioned officers of Culrassiers
lifted it from the gun-carriage and carried
it Into the church. It was ralsed to the
top of a catafalque surmounted " by a
wreath of iron, and on it were placed the
helmet and sword of King Humbert.

So touched by the scene were many of
the spectators that their emotion became
plainly audible within the stilled chureh.

Music Under Mascagni,

After the absolution and the celebration
of mass the large Roman orchestra, assist-
ed by a cholr of 180 volces, under Mascagni,
rendered a selection from the old Itallan
masters.

On the whole the ceremony at the Pan-
theon was of a majestic character,

The members of the royal famlly and the
foreign princes left the Pantheon at 11
o'clock and returned to the Quirinak

TO SHOOT BRITISH OFFICERS
AND CAPTURE LORD ROBERTS

London, Aug. 10.—(4.45 a.m.)—The Dafly
News has the following despatch from Fre-
toria, dated Aug. ¥:

“A plot to shoot all the Hritish officers
and to make Lord Roberts a prisoner has
been opportunely discovered. Ten of the
ringleaders were arrested and are now in
Jall,

“Probably the plot was part of a com-
splracy of whiéh the attempted rising at
Johannesburg was the first Indication.”

Everything Was Prepared.
Pretoria, Aug. 9,—Everything was pre-
pared in the plot to make Lord KHoberts a
prisoner and shoot the British officers, and
the conspiracy was only discovered at the
ldst moment. - The’ conspirators numbered
about 15. They had planned to set fire to
the houses In the extréme western parts
of the city, hoping that the troops would
be concentrated there, !l"he plan was that
then the conspirators weré forcibly to en-
ter all houses occupled by British officers,
these having been prexiously marked, to
kill the occupants. All the Boer sympa-
thizers were acquainted with the plet, and
several had been told off to secure the per-
son of Lord Roberts and hurry with Nim
to the nearest commando. Horses had been
obtained for this purpose;, when the Kng-
lish learned the names of the ringleaders,
who were put under arfest. The affalr

Her Story in the

Court at London

Yesterday.

Corroborated Edgar Morden’s Story About Being WQljned That
the Lives of Herself and Deceased Were in Danger—Dr.
McNell Denies That Gerald Offered Him Money.

London, Ont., Aug. 9.—The trial of Ger-
ald Sifton and Walter Herbert, charged
with the murder of Joseph Sifton of Arva,
was resumed this morning.

Dr. McNeil of ‘Arva was the first witness
called. He gave a complete denial to the
prisoner’s story told to Rev. Mr. Cooper of
Arva, that for $1000 he had consented not
to hold an inquest on the remains of de-
ceased.. The doctor was corroborated by
his wife, who said the Interview between
her husband and the prisoner on the day
following the tragedy was very brief,  io
stead of lasting two hours. She overheard
her husband tell the prisoner that if any
circumstances arose to warrant it an In-
quest would be held, and Gerald sald: *Cer-
tainly, certainly.”

In cross-examination Dr. McNell sald he
had told Joseph Winters to go to Arva and
find out any iet circumst: he
could, for the purpose of holding an in-
quest,

Dr. McNeil also denled telling Rev, Mr,
Cooper that two brothers of deceased were
suspiclous and wanted an inquest,

Two Farmers Testifled,

Two farmers named Richard Lambourin
and James Armstrong were also witnesses
this morning. They were at the elder
Sifton's the morning of the tragedy be-
tween 8 and 9 o'clock. Lambourin sald
Walter Herbert polnted out the opening iu
the end of the barn thru which he sald the
old man fell. Herbert tried to explain
how the deceased fell on the ax, but he
was 80 excited and cried so much Wwitness
couid not-understand him,

Armstrong corroborated Lambourin's tes-
timony, but added the most important evi-
dence of the morning, He sald Herbert
placed the ax edge upwards, and explained
that deceased had fallen on It in this way.
Witness saw two pools of blood where the
deceased was alleged to have fallen. One
of the pools was six Inches in dlameter,
and another somewhat smaller was a . foqt
oy more further away from the barn. There
was some blood on the head of the ax near
the eye. /
