The Minister of Finance replied: “Wa
pave already taken the House into our
confidence on the subject for the offer
which was made for further preference
is published in the conference blue book
as an imperial paper to which access is
easily had, and the memorandum was
¢ully read by myself in ‘the budget
speech. My honorable friend will find
in that speech the offer made to the
imperial authorities at the Colonial Con-
ference.”

“That is the only offer?” Dr. Sproule
asked again.

“Yes,” Mr. Fielding replied, *With
regard to the second part of my honor-
able friend's request we have ‘had no
recent correspondence with the imperial
government on the action of Germany."”

Mr. Charlton asked whether the at-
tention of the government had been
called to the alleged intention of the
German government to unload upon the
country a supply of ex-convicts. The
action recently taken by the United
States with regard to the deportation of
criminals, followed by the report that
the German government intend sending
this class of emigrants, impelled Mr.
Charlton to ask whether the govern-
ment were giving the subject any at-
tention. .

Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied: “We have
no official information that the Ger-
man authorities contemplate any such
policy. ' If we had we would take im-
mediate action to prevent any such pol-
icy being carried out. My impression
is that we have sufficient power under
existing laws to deal with such a ques-
tion, but if our powers should not be
adequate, we shall have no hesitation
in asking parliament to supplement
them.”

Chamberlain’'s Suggestion Comes In-

opportuncly for Germany,

Berlin, May 18. = The possibility of
trade hostilities with Great Britain,
presented to Germany by Colonial Sec-
retary Chamberlain, in his recent
speech at Birmingham, eomes at an

inopportune time. For Chancellor Von
Buelow, a fresh problem arises, while
the reconstruction of the rcommerqial
treaties with other countries was pro-
ceeding on well - understood condi-
tions. What the members of the min-
istry hope is that Premier Balfour
and the majority of the cabinet will de-
cline to follow Mr. Chamberlain’s sug-
gestion, and that he will be obliged to
leave the cabinet.

So far as any reply can be made to
Mr. Chamberlain’s contrast of the Brit-
ish attitude towards German inter-
state relations and German’'s treatment
of Canada, as tho the latter was not
part of the British empire, it is stated
that Canada 'is
in commercial relations.
her own trade conditions, and discrim.
inated against Germany without asking
Great Britain's consent.

St. Catharines Minister Talks of
Perjury Introduced Into the

8t. Catharines, May 18.—“Liars, po
litical and otherwise,” was the subject
| of a sensational sermon by Rev. H. 8.
Dougall, B-A., at the Merritton Metho-
! dist Church yesterday. Discussing the
Toronto bribery case the speaker said:

| “There is a lack of truth in many de-

{ partments of political life.  Recent
events, events still in progress, have
called the attention of the public mind

|

to the evidence of a lack of truth in
some man or some men who stand
high in public places, either as mem-
bers of parliament or as ministers of
a government. It is not for me to
gay which showed the lack of truth,
but in the same witness box before the
same judge, witnesses upon oath have
denied the evidence of other witnesses
{upon oath. It cannot be said that
someone has blundered. They were all
upon oath. It is a case of perjury:
Perjury iz defined as ring under
oath. A lie in itself is-*an otfence
against God and man, but a lle is
aggravated into a crime of greatest
heinousness when told under oath.

“Reading the.reporig of the investi-
gation now in progress in. Toronto,and
also the accouuts published of the
protest trials, one cannot but be struck
with the jauntiness and ease with
. which men in political life perjure
themselves. It is striking that such
| is the case, but some may plead like
the French baron, who, taken to task
for lying, replied that ‘he had lied like
a gentleman,” which wuas an impossi-
bility.

“Any lie is bad enough, a lie is an
enemy to humanity, a soclal curse. A
lie is one of the most dangerous of
things, as it strikes at manly charace
ter, and as well saps the foundation of

things and undermines social and nar |

Dublin, May 18.—Scenes of e:;treme
disorder were witnessed at a meeting
of citizens here to-night in the ro-
tunda in support of the Irish parlia’
mentary fund owing to the presence
of members of the Gaelic League whe
are opposed to giving King Edward a
friendly welcome on his coming visit
to Ireland. Timothy Harrington, Lord
Mayor of Dublin, was in the chair.

While John Redmond was address-
ing the audience Mrs. McBride, form-

erly Miss Maude Gonn, advanced to
the platform and interrupted the pro-
ceedings by asking Lord Mayor Har-
rington whether he intended, as head
of the municipality, to oppose the
presentation of an address of welcome
to the King,’ Mr. Harrington replied
in an evasi¥e way. Mrs. McBride in-
sisted on a direct answer, whereupon
scenes of the wildest disorder occurrad
and prevented John Redmond froimn
continuing his speech. .

The members of the Gaelic League
tried to storm the.platform amid cries
of “put them out.” Fierce collisions
between the Gaeclic Leaguers and the
other members of the asgsembly en-
sued. Chairs were hurled to and from
the platform, and many persons were
injured in the desperate efforts made
to eject the disturbers and
order.

John O'Donnell, member of parlia
ment for South Mayo, was badly in-
jfured in the head during the scuffle.
Many persons fled terror stricken from
the hall.

John Redmond continued his speech
and eventually a semblance of orler
was regained and a resolution in ac-
cordance with the object of the meet~
ing was carried.

‘“We are all tied up; that's how it affects
ius,"” sald a number of architects yesterday
‘to a World man, when asked as to the
i effect of the strikes in the building trades,

In one of the wmwost prominent offices it
| was estimated that two_ million dollars’
| worth of building had beelj stopped by the
| strikes and high prices of labor. One lead-
iing architect said that there were very
few of the carpenters getting 35 per hour.
Most of those that were working were get-
ting 30 cents. The idea of the workingmen
joiuing together and taking contracts was
laughed at, as there wwould be no one who
ywould be respomsible for the work, and
builders would pot trust them. Another
phase of the situation, so far as the car-
penters are concerned, is that the supply
men are coinlng into the fight, and say
that the bosses who pay the union sciale
will not get any lumber to carry on their
buginess. This fight is strong and will be
to a finish. -

Another feature, according to the archi-
tects, 1s that builders do not say that the
men are asking too much, but they ohject
to having thelr business run by the unions.

Big Plans Interfered With,

One of the largest cnterpriseg to be
affected i the 14-storey office building that
wag to have been erected opposite the King
Edward Hotel by the Pellatt syndicate,
The estimated cos€é of this alone was $750,-
000, hut it will probably not be proceeded
with this summer. :

Another large building being held over is
a factory that wag going up near the sub-
way. It is to be about 200 feet square and
cost $25,000. The greatest effect, however,
has been felt in thie way of private resi-
dences, When a man who wishes to bulld
a $5000 house finds that it is going to cost
between $6000 and §7000, he decides to wait
another year. Houses that are being bullt
for rental are not so backward, as the own-
ers will receive a proportionate income
from them. A with land on which he
proposes to build, however, ig very liable
to sell the property, as he has not revenue
from it, and gives up the idea of huilding.

Bright Outlook Has Darkened,

The architects say that in outside towns
work §s going on very well, and there are
no disturbances anywhere. The profession
in Toronto does a great deal of work for
building thruout the province, and is de-
voting a great deal of attemntion to it at
present.

The architects unite in saying that never
in Toronto'g history was there so fine a
prospect as showed itself this spring; but,
altho there may be a revival in the fall,
the outlook has become very dark.

Both Sides Obstinate,

A great deal of feeling has developed be-
tween the parties té the present strike.
The Builders’ Exchange passes. out the in-
formation that positively no overtures will
be made to elther the earpenters or build-
ers’ laborers, They in turn—the carpenterg
and lahprers——are equally as emphatic in
declaring their intention of remaining ouft
all summer, if need be, sooner than return
vnder old conditions,

The’ united carpenters, who are striking
for an increase to 85 cents an hour, which
