Canada’s Bouming Trade,

Enormous Increase During the
Year 1897.

A Gain of Over $52,000,0(% »r our
Foreign Commerce

Ottawa, Jan. 26.—Trade angd TN
merce seem to have received an enor-
mous impetus by the change of gova
erument, judging by the official figures
of Canada’s foreign trade for the cal-
endar year 1897, which show an in-
crease over 1896 of $62,115,800. The re-
cord for 1897 is unprecedented in the
history of Canada. The total exports
and Imports entered for consumption
reached the enormous total of $271,601,-
000, compared with $219,386,000 in the
calendar year 1896, or an increase of
over $52,000,000. The exports exceeded
the imports by over $37,000,000. The
total exports were $154,675,000, against
$117,795,000 in 1896, an increase of near-
ly $37,600,000. The imports, including
only  those entered for consumption,
were $116,826,000, compared with $101,-
691,000 in 1896, an increase of over $16,~
000,000, The duty collected in 1897 was
$20,532,000, compared with $19,879,000 in
1836. ‘These returns are not for the
fiscal years, but for the calendar yearg
ending Dec. 31.
