A grand crossing at Bloor and Youge streets will
waik the centre of the city in days to come—days not’
so very far distant. The great spinal column.of the
city is Yonge strect, a thorofare that is hound to be
as historic as any in the empire. It has been badly
handlcapped by the old fathers of the city, who did
not foresee street cars and motor cars and traffic be-
yond their utmost dreams. 'I?he-y resa.rded 66 feet as
the ne plus ultra of street expansion and Yonge street
traffic is cramped accordingly. -But the one great aid
that can be given to the c¢ity and the reuid-ents of the

within the city limits, the double tmck.lvng of the street
and its paving, and the opening up of the city norther-
ly in the same way, that it has been opened easterly
and westerly. The city bas beon -negotiating for this
tmprovement. ‘but progress appem to be slow; “and
a little stimulus, now that the city council’ has emerg-
ed from the holiday season, would do no harm. The
tendency to let street railwdy negotiations lag and
drag is notorious. In the present case special legisla-
tion was obtained so that the matter could be expedit-
ed. It is high time that advantage was taken of the
act of last spring. »

The twp arms of the great cross that quadrisects
the city extend from Youge street across Bloor west
to the Humber River, and across Bloor east to Dan-
‘forth avenue and thence to Scarboro. There is a 'gap,
almost closed at an expense of $2,600,000; and were
this enterprise complete and the Bloor street viaduct
open to the public Toronto would be traversed north
and south, east and west, by a great cross roads which
must become the main arteries of the city’s traffic. No
ome can look at a map of Toronto without being im-
pressed with the  necessity for making these great
streets as fully available to all who would enter the
city as it is possible to make them. York County lies
north, westways Peel County, and eastwards Ontario
County invite the city dwelleps. For those who would
come and those who wo?ld/gle these roads with their
facilities for trafic mustbe made known far and wide
as the splendid gates of the city. The city hall does
not appear to have realized the true value of such
highways.

The gold and
silver camps of the north country are not only pro-
ducing wealth, but they are stabilizing the credit of
the Dominion.

Sir George Foster has told us that the allies, of
whom Canada is one, need men, munitions, money,
But what Canada needs the most
i» credit in the markets of the world, and especially’
in the Unmited States. The country that is producing
precious metals every year in large quantities can
always obtain credit, because no matter what happens
she will alWways be able to meet the interest upbn her
obligations in the yellow metal that is legal tender in
every civilized country of the world.

‘But Canada has two strings to her bow. The
steady rise in the price of silver has made it almost
equal in value to that of gold.

The mineral resources  of our north country have
searcely been tapped, and we venture to say that dis-
coveries are bound to be made along the line of the
National Transcontinental and along the main line of
the Canadian Northern as well. ©Our own provincial
road, the Timiskaming and Northern Ontario, is today
the great carrier of gold-and silver. Thus it will hap-
pen that the gold and silver camps of Ontario will all
be served by railways belonging to the people. No
doubt the T. & N. O. will sooner orlater pass from
provincial to national control, and- become a part of
the great national railway system of Canada. With
a national railway policy we may look forward to a
national policy in respect to the explditation and con-
gervation of our vast mineral wealth.

Food and Coal.

Lasi night’s news for food consumers was.not com-
forting. The food coatroller is yet outside the field
of prices; and instead of reductions, or even stability
in the present high rates, nothing is heard of dut
mounting values, soaring prices, commodities scarcer
than ever. Winter with its hunger fear is ap'proach-
ing; winter, also, with its frost fear; and with food
at prohibitive rates and fuel entirely uncertain, the
people have little to thank the controllers of food and
fuel for.

Milk is to go up in ‘a few days to fifteen cents a
quart. Mr. Hanna says, “Oh, that’s nothing. They
pay that in New York now,” is his answer, or some-
thing like it. Besides, he says, Mr. Hopver has not
fixed prices; and after all it iz not prices that are to
be considered, but available supplies. :

The problem of the people, however, is to get the
supplies. They caanot remain satisfied the
kRnowledge that there are supplies. They- w the
supplies, and prohibitive prices are 3ust 8s xbadx in
practice as a famine. -

Mr. Hanna brought in fish from the Atlantic coast.
He created a market. Instead of fixing prices at the
point of supply when he started his campaign, as they
have done in England, he dgmored all the advice te
got about prices, and now fish prices are soaring and
are fifty per cent. higher than when he started opera-
tions. . It costs no more to catch the fish, to trans-
port them, or to distribute them. But Mr. Hanna
created a demand and the people have to pay more
for their food.

Was Mr. Haana appointed to create a demand and
stimulate business for the fish trust so that prices
might be inflated? If this ds Mr. Hanna’s aim, as it
is the result of his cperations, then the people would
prefer to be without a food controller.

Milk and fish are the latest commodities to- go
soaring. What will be the next? It would have been
no hardship to any interest involved if, when Mr.
Hanna was appoiated three months or more ago, the
had stated that all present prices must remain at their
level, no increases to be allowed without cause shown,
and reductions to be made if found advisable. It
wonld not be too late to do this now for those things
which ‘are not yet out of reach of the consumer. But
Mr. Hanna, and the goverament generally, seem to be
always a little late about what they do.

Coal is in as bad a state as any other necessity of
life, but there does not appear to be any relief in
sight. One body after another has been appealed to,
but in vain. The government heavens are as brass,
and the corporation earth is as iron, and the people
have a poor lookout between them at present.

The one remedy that - is available in the coal situ-
ation is the nationalization of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way. This would facilitaie deliveries and assure a
supply of coal to the people without the uncertainties
of comporation preferential dealing .and sectional
favoritism.

I have just come from ﬁntmc on.a
pils at a certain point on tire Kent coast,
where, in three hours, pleces of onrk.,
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I talked ,with one of thege sea-dogs of
the coastguard who gre keeping the
lonely watch on the English coast.

He had found in the last three months,
~washed up on his patrol, a deck chair,
corked medicine bottles with medicine in
them, a mattress, a bottle containing a
note from an ‘escaped German prisoner,
who said he was on a vessel bound for
Holland, and thanked the British Gov-
ernment for the excellent treatment it had
‘glven him; and another bottled mesgage
from an/F'nglish sailer, “which read: “The

ship was mined or torpedoed about an
kour ago, and i& steadily settling. BEvery
boat, “chock full, “has ‘pulled away, and
yet there still remain 20 of the crew
aboard. A big sea‘is runnihg, no help
is in sight, it is nearly darkK.”” There
waas what piobably was a later note in
the same bottle: “It ig pitch dark now,
the decks are awash, only one light burns;
away gues Ja.ck Plumpton for kingdom
come.’

Masts, haichways, flags of different na-
tions and empty lifeboats were other

stories the sea had washed in at the feet |

of this coastguardsman.

Badly battered many of the life-boats
have been. Many  of them have been
visible from shore while they have been
a mile out at sea, bobbing up and down
on the waves, and their comjng has
drawn excited mobs of wvillagers to the
sands to watch and wdit for them.

Occasionally, too, a body comes float-
ing in.

They are buried hy the coastguard, af-
ter due measures of 1dent1ﬂ-ca.tion have

/been taken.

The duties of the cogstguard are mul-
titudinous. Once I“saw: summed up the
business of these i6nely men:

“To patrol and watch the coast, to give
notice of and aulat‘ppce to vessels in dis-
tress; 1o prepare casualty reports for the
board of trade; to-take charge of life-
saving apparatus; o to bury ' carcasses
washed up; to man signal etations dur-
ing manoceuvres and:in time of .war; to
man naval wirelass stations ashore; to
carry out signalling for Lloyd’'s at vari-
ous stations; to protect the shore ends
of submarine telegraphs; to assist in
working the lifeboats when required; to
be prepared to act as pilots; to prevent
fllicit distillation; to report changes in
the coast line to the Association for the
Advancement of Stience; t6 transact
telegraph business for the, public where
there i no postal telegraph in the vicin-
ity; and to give nsdmnce in the, train-
ing of boy scouts,'’.q '

Nor_are these all>dheir duties. Their'
oldest duty ds to- put‘ down' smuggling;
“to gearch and ‘exaniifie thoroly all sus- |
picious vessels or boats in British terri-
torial wntera—i.e., within three miles of
the coast—and in all cases, where author-
ized by law, to seize the same. . . . ®he
first and paramount object should be to
seize the person of the smuggler, but of-
ficers and men will take care that they
do not exceed the authority given them
under the 181st gegtion ok the customs
consolidation act, 1876, by an incautious
use of firearms."” &it

Most of these coastguards, or ‘‘Gob-
bies” as England %knows them, are sea-
men or stokers who' have spent nine or
ten years in the Royal Navy, and have
come Wt with a “V.G.” character. There
are 3130 of them  divided between 244
stations. Fanad Head, Lochmaddy, Port-
noo and Llantwit Major—these are the
sort of good old Anglo-Saxon names by
which some of the:stations are Enown.
They are under the" control of Vice-Ad-
miral the Hon. 8ir 8. A, Gough-Cal-
thorpe, whose headquarters are in Vie-
toria street, London. TUnder him, the
coast of the British Isles is divided into
six districts with héadquarters at South-
ampton, Harwich, Edinburgh, Bristol,
Queenstown (south of JIreland), and
Kingstown (north of Ireland).

During the war; their duties have been
greatly enlarged, and they now keep as
close an eye for submarines from the
shore as steamships keep from the
crow’s nest.

And all the time, thruout their petrols,
the sea keeps washing up its wreckage.
Occasionally one of the millions of dead-
ly mines that have been sown in the
sea, comes wandering in on the tide.
One of them dashed against a breakwat-
er, my correspondent ‘'told me, and
hurled great piles, a foot thick and
many feet long, a quarter of a mile in-
land, smashing windows in cottages miles
away. - On every big sea these floating
terrors are likely to be dumped ashore.
