1. National income is defined by the dom-
inion bureau of statistics as the earnings of
Canadian residents in productive activities,
including salaries and wages, military pay and
allowances, investment income, and net income
of agriculture and other individual enterprise.
On the basis of methods now in use, estimates
are as yet available only for 1938 and sub-
sequent years. Estimates of years prior to
1938 are available on an older basis which was
discontinued after 1944. The older estimates
are not comparable with the present ones.
