RUSSIAN SITUATION
S RESULT OF LONG
* YEARS OF SUFFERING

Paris, Oct. 10—While France, in com-

mon with the rest of the world. follows
events in Russit with absorbing inter-
est, it is doubtful whether even in Pet-
rograd itself each new turn of the kalei-
doscope causes greater excitement than
in the Cafe de la Rotonde in the Boule-
vard Montpartnasse, which Paris knows
as the chosen den of cubist painters and
long-haired poets.

But the cafe was also the favorite
rendezvous of Russian exiles, revolution-
ries, and Nihilists. At the Rotoude’s

ittle square tables they whiled away !

months, and even years of exile with in-
terminable chess games. No less long-
haired than the poets, their attire,
stranger than that of even the cubist
painters, they became part of the Ro-
tonde atmosphere, and even now, when
their leaders are gone, those who remain
make up the loss by more vociferous
argument and increased excitement.

At a table in a corner used to sit
Tehernoff, the real leader of the ex-
tremist agrarian party against Keren-
sky, and with him his colleague, Aves-
ensieff, now president of the peasant
soviet's committee. Savinkoff, ex-min-
ister of war, was often beside them, his
supple fingers that had rid Russia of
Plehve, pouncing with sudden decision
on his opponent’s piece.’ When the
game was over they would dine in the
tiny nearby restaurant at the Hotel des
Etats Unis—a name pregnant’ with free-

dom for the apostles of Russian liberty. |

These three abandoned the Kerensky
cabinet a few weeks ago at the time of
Korniloff’'s movement, and for a while
it seemed as if their influence would
checkmate Kerensky. At first their com-
patriots in the Rotonde wished them
suctess for friendship’s sake and Rus-
sia’s, but later events brought new
wisdom. Even the most confirmed ex-
tremist here now realizes that Russia
must be united, must triumph over the
enemy at her gates if she will be great
and free.

All Should Co-operate.

A youngster in the uniform of the
Foreign Legion, with a military medal,
shoulder strap and the badge of the
wounded in his buttonhole, summed up
for me the Rotonde opinion as follows:

“We made a mistake at first in think-
ing that the masses alone could govern.
All parties should co-operate in the
national life—the bourgeoisie and manu-
facturers, too, even the - aristocrats,
though perhaps they should not be al-
lowed to hold office until later. But the
world should not be hard on Russia.
When you think what some of our peo-
ple have suffered it is not strange that
they lose their heads a little. Only be
patient. Russia will work out her own
salvation.”

The speaker is twenty-six. At the
age of fourteen he was seized by the
police in the course of a general round-
up of all liberal thinkers consequent on
the abortive revolution of 1905, with
most of his class at the university, and
sent without trial to Siberia. Two
years ago he managed to obtain funds
from home and escaped, finally reaching
the Far Edst via the trans-Siberian road.
He made his way to France, and enlist-
ed in the Foreign Legion, “to fight for
freedom, anyway, if I can’t do it in Rus-
sia.”

May not his case, which is one of
many thousands, be the explanation of
a great part of the puzzle Russia offers
to the world today.

Germans Wracked
Houses By Thousands'

Charges About Attacking Teu- |
ten Treops

Havre, Oct. 10—The Belgian govern-
ment has issued a Grey Book refuting
allegations against Belgian civilians
contained in the German White Book
of May, 1915, in which it was said Bel-
gian civilians savagely attacked Ger-
man troops in the early days of the war,
and that the measures adopted by the
Germans were necessary in the interest
of preservation of the German army.

According to the Grey Book, between
40,000 and 50,000 houses were destroyed
by the Germans. It gives the approxi-
mate number by provinces as follows:

Antwerp, 8,588; Brabant, 5,888; West
Flanders, 16,000; East Flanders, 2,500;
Hainaut, 500; Liege, 444; Limbourg,
125; Luxembourg, 8,000; Namur, 5,248;
In the city of Ypres, it says, 8,700 houses
were destroyed, and in Louvain, 1,120.

MEXICAN PROPERTIES SEIZED.

Mexico City, Sept. 80—(Correspond-
ence)—Properties the value of which
will reach several million dollars, held in
the names of private individuals, have
been taken over by the government on
charges that in reality they belong to
the Catholic Church and that the per-
sons in whose names they stand are pre-
tended owners.
