PORTS; URGES
BOARD OF TRADE

{ Meeting Passes Resolution en Sit-

uation Developed Because of
Submarine Raid

The use of Canadian ports as a solu-
tion of the difficulties arising from the

recent submarine raids ‘off the United
States coast is urged in a resolution
adopted by the council of the Board of
Ttade this morning. ‘The resolution
péints out that trade with Canadian
ports is protected by the British navy
and that any ‘submarine menace which
might arise could be dealt with more ef-
fectively and without danger of inter-
national complications. ‘I'he routing of
all British goods by Canadian ports and
the development of the ports to meet
the greater demands is urged and the
support of all ether boards in Canada
is requested, The resolution, which was
| adopted unanimously, is as follows:

“itesolved, that the situation that has
arisen in consequence of enemy sub-
marine attacks upon peaceful merchant
ships sailing out of United States ports,
and of the attitude  assumed by the
United States government towards these
enemy seacraft, demands that instant
action should be taken to secure to a
fuller extent the carrying of commerce
designed for Great Britain and her al-
lies through the ports of Canada, where
it can be assured the protection of the
British and allied navy without the dan-
ger of international complications aris-
ing.

“And further resolved, that this coun-
cil urges upon the government of Can-
ada, in co-operation with the home gov-
eérnment, the importance of further has-
tening the development of the open ports
of the maritime provinces, so as to care
for this commerce in summer and win-
ter; and it also calls' upon Canadian
shippers to route their shipments wher-
ever possible through Canadian ports,
thus assuring them necessary sea pro-
tection and at the same time strength-
ening and upbuilding Canadian ports
and railways, towards the development
of which vast sums of the public mon-
eys of Canada hhve always been ex-
pended.

And further resolved, that the boards
of trade of Canada be asked to co-op-
erate in this movement, and that our
lrepresentatives in parliament be request-
ed to urge the matter upon the attention
of the government so as$ to secure im-
mediate action.”

| waiting for the word to go, but we were
i quite calm and were quite cheery. We
 had about a mile of open country to get
to our objective, but we got there; it
was like going through hell’s fire, but we
did not flinch and went on and on to
our goal and took all before us, and we
also succeeded in taking a village.

I just got hit as we got to the village.
‘The shells were bursting al around and
a little piece of shrapnel got me on the
left leg and took the fight out of e, but
I managed to get over to a trench and
there I dug myself in with my entrench-
ing tool before my leg got stiff. Then
the stretcher bearer dressed my wound
and I lay there until just before day-
break; I then struggled back through the
shell fire to a dressing station and got
fixed up and was sent from place to
place until I am at last back to Bonnie
; Scotland once again. I am able to limp
about, but may be sent to bed at any
time. The Somme is some place, and I
will not forget it in a hurry, I saw

The busines méetings of the church,
the speaker said, 'should be econducted
in the recognitioni of the presence and
the activity’ of the Holy Spirit. He was
the efficient factor in the work of train-
ing all Christian “workers for effective
service. The Holy Scriptures were the
product of the Holy Spirit. -All Chris-
tians were agreed on this. They might
differ as to the method of their inspira-
tion. The Holy Spirit was the best in-
terpretor of His own product. The
Christian might know the mind and will
of G)d because he had the Spirit to
guide him into the truth. They should
go tc the Bible and to the closet at one
and the same time.

Faith was the gift of the Spirit. Such
faith would produce works in the believ-
er in harmony with the Spirit of Jesus.
That which did not produce such work
was worthless. The most natural thing
for a man who believed in Jesus Christ
was to pray. The Holy Spirit was the
effectual factor in prayer. The Holy
Spirit in this era was God expressing
Himself in the church with the purpose
of bringing the church to perfection.
