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*Rome, May 19—Thomas Nason Page, American Ambassador'to Italy, will 

take charge of the interests of Germany and Austria when Prince Von Buelow 
and Baron Von Macchio leave Rome. Arrangements are said to have been 
made through Washington. The departure of the German and Austrian ambas­
sadors probably will not be long delayed. Attaches of the embassies have 
already left, but Prince V.on Buelow said today he would not quit Rome until 
after parliament reconvenes. He has apparently abandoned hope- of Italy's re­
maining neutral.

German, Austrian and- Turkish subjects have filled every train leaving Rome 
i for the last twenty-four hours. According to the Messagero, Von Buelow and 

Baron Von Macchio are only awaiting instructions from their governments to 
ask the Italian foreign office for ex pi anations of its attitude. The Italian 
government, says the Messagero, “will answer by giving the ambassadors their 
passports.”

In expectation that one of the first acts of Italy's participation in the war 
will take place at the -Dardanelles, several Italian correspondents have gone tA 
Athens and Mitylene. Military experts believe that in addition to sending a 
large part of her fleet to the Dardanelles, Italy will also despatch a large ex­
peditionary force to assist the Allies.

Did she leave New 
York on that ill-fated vessel, or did Providence intervene and cause 
her to change her mind? The question is unanswered as is also the 
query: “If she did sail, were she and her children rescued?” No 
tidings have been had since that last terse message, and naturally 
there is much anxiety as to the fate of herself and her three little 
ones.

On Sunday a detachment of Lanca­
shire territorials was landed at the Dar­
danelles with howitzers, which im­
mediately went into action and blew up 
a Turkish ammunition train. On May 
12, a Turkish attack on the troops of 
Brigadier-General Cox was repulsed. The 
Gurkas attacked the Turks and gained 
half a mile of ground, inflicting heavy 
losses on the enemy.
