The Halifax Herald of February 4th, 
1891, has this to say about the then 
recent dissolution of Parliament:

"In view of the importance of the 
reasons which have induced the Gov­
ernment to appeal to the country at 
the present time, the Herald is privil­
eged to publish the despatch from the 
Governor-General to the Secretary of 
State for the Colonies, showing the 
nature of the. Government’s proposal 
to the United States and indicating the 
earnest desire of the Administration 
for the development of trade between 
the United States and Canada. The 
despatch is a follows:

Government House, Ottawa, 
13th December, 1890.

My Lord,—I have the honor to send 
to you to-day a telegraph despatch, of 
which the following is the substance: 
The Goverhrrient is desirous to form a 
joint commission to deal with limita­
tions and to prepare a treaty of reci­
procity on the following subjects:

1. Renewal of the Treaty of 1854, 
with extensions deemed to be of inter­
est to both Canada and the United 
States.

?. Reconsideration of the Treaty of 
1888, with the aim of securing free ad­
mission into the United States mar­
kets of Canadian fishery products in 
return for facilities to be granted the 
United States fishermen to buy bait 
and supplies and to tranship cargoes in 
Canada: all such privileges to be 
mutual.”

OtBer clauses referring to other 
matters followed In the dispatch, but 
the point to be noted is that the policy 
of the Tory party in their last success­
ful election was reciprocity, a renewal 
of the Treaty of 1854, with additions. 
Ail this is exactly what Mr. Fielding 
has procured for Canada now and 
without a single concession touching 
our own fisheries to the fishermen of 
the United States. What Sir John 
dreamed of and prayed for Mr. Field­
ing has obtained, and has gone one 
better.

In the same debate Sydney Buxton, 
president of the board of trade (a 
cabinet office), said:

“The government could not regret 
any fiscal arrangement which tended 
to break down the tariff wall of any 
particular country, and under which, 
in this particular case, the trade of 
Canada, as the Canadians themselves 
think, would be increased. The gov­
ernment believed that the greater the 
trade of Canada the greater would be 
the trade of the Empire, and the great­
er the trade this country would send 
to Canada. They certainly felt strong­
ly that there was no question involved 
in this reciprocity agreement of the 
allegiance and loyalty of the Canadians 
themselves. But It was said that the 
government, by their inaction In the 
matter, were reducing the existing 
preference which Canada gave to Bri­
tish goods to the vanishing point. That 
pessimistic view was very greatly ex­
aggerated. The government highly ap­
preciated the attitude of the Canadian 
government, who in this proposed ar­
rangement with the United States liad 
done their best to affect in the slight­
est way possible the preference which 
they were giving to this country.”
