Welcome at Kamloops.

Kamloops, B. C., Oct. 3.—The vice-
regal party arrived here at 5§ o’clock
this afternoon and received a cordial
welcome. A guard of honor composed
of No. 8 company, R. M. R., was pre-
sent on the station when the train
pulled in and the R. M. R. band struck
up the strains of the National Anthem
as it came to a stop.

JAPANESE BANK ROBBED.

Manager Murdered and a Clerk Fatally
Injured.

San Francisco, Oct. 3.—Armed with re-
volvers and pieces of gas pipe, two, rob-
bers entered the Japanese bank, Kimmon
Ginko, also known as the Golden Gate
bank, at 1588 O’Farrel street, at noon to-
day, and after fatally beating the man-
ager and a clerk, escaped with $5,000 in
gold.

The robbers chose a time when there
were but few people transacting business
in the bank, and the sensational and bold
deed was so quickly effected that it was
all over before the crowd of people pass-
ing the doors of the institution were
aware of what had taken place. While
one of the hold-up men engaged the pay-
ing teller of the bank, the other walked
to the rear and got behind the counter
and picked up a sack containing $5,000.

The action of the thief was witnessed
by one of the bank clerks, who immedi-
ately raised a cry of alarm. The scream
had scarcely left his lips before he was
struck down by the man who was carry-
ing out the gold. The thief who had been
talking to the paying teller drew a piece
of gas pipe from his pocket and before
the banker could reach for a revolver
struck a blow that rendered him uncon-
scious Both robbers stopped long enough
to beat their victims into unconscious-
ness, and then walked lelsurely from the
bank and disappearad.

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COURT-MARTAL O
RUSSAN MUTIEER

HBUNDREDS OF MEN
~ ARE IO

Hearing of Cases Sbows That Trouble
Was More Serious Than First
Reported.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 3.—The court-
martial at Kronstadt to-day began the
trial of the three ringieaders of the
mutiny on board the torpedo gunboat
Kazanatz on August 2nd. Next week
the court will begin trying 205 mem-
bers of the crew of the battleship Al-
exander II, who refused to obey Capt.
Petroff’s orders to enter the ship’s boats
and assisst in supressing the mutiny
at Kronstadt.

A court-martial at Libau found 23
sailors of the transport Riga guilty of
mutiny in August last and has sen-
tenced them to various terms of im-
prisonment at hard labor.

The seriousness of the August mutiny
was revealed at the court-martials
since held at Kronstadt, Helsingfor,Re-
val, Riga, Libau and practically every
Baltic port, showing that the whole
fleet was honeycombed with sedition.

An unreported mutiny of the twenty-
first Siberian regiment which distin-
guished itself in several battles in Man-
churia, has been disclosed by the ver-
dict of a court-martial held atBla-
govieshtchensk, Asiatic Russia, which
sentenced six of the ringleaders to
death, three others to hard labor and
nineteen to serve various terms in dis-
ciplinary barracks.

Yesterday’s record of executions as
the result of the sentences of drumhead
court-martials includes four anarch-
ists put to death ard peven bandits ex~
ecuted at Bawbniut. The latter were
shot owing to incapability of the au-
thorities .to procure a hangman.

Attack on Cashier,

St. Petersburg, Oct. 3.—A bold attack
made by a number of revolutionists
this afternoon on the cashier of the
branch custom house here was frus-
trated by the quick action of the pdlice,
who captured several of the attacking
party after a fusilade during which one
man is reported to have been killed.
The firing occurred at the Bourse end

of the palace bridge, one of the most |

frequented thoroughfares in the city.
The affair caused great excitement
among the operators on the Bourse and
the general public.

DISABLED ASSATLANT.
New York Patrolman Disabled Man Who
Stabbed Him in the Back.

New York, Oct. 2.—With three deep
stabs in his back, so weak from the
shock and loss of blood that he could
scarcely support himself, Patrolman
Harry Hoerst to-day shot and disabled
the man who had wounded him and who
was seeking to escape.. When another
officer, who had been attracted by the
report of the revolver, rushed up, the
patrolman was lying on the sidewalk un-
conscious, and the assailant with a
sprained ankle was crouching in a door-
way. Both men were taken to the hos-
pital. Hoerst’s wounds are serious. He
may not recover.

VICE-CONSUL SHOT.

Murderers of Swedish Representative
at Batum Made Their Escape.

Batum, Oct. 2.—M. Hager, the Swe-
dish vice-consul here, was mortally
wounded to-day while driving in a car-
riage in the outskirts of the town and
died in the hospital
conveyed. His murderers escaped.

M. Hager, who was manager for the
Nobel naphtha works, is the second
consular officer murdered during the
last five months, the first being W. E.
Stuart, American vice-consul, who was
shot and killed at his country place
near here on May 20th.

Edmonton, Oct. 3.—Part of Alex-
andria Indian reserve advertised for
sale at the land office to-day brought
out some very brisk bidding, and
lands sold surprisingly well. The lands
consisted of a strip two miles wide off
the north side of the reservation. The
upset price ranged from $3 to $7 per
acre, payable one-ninth cash and bal-
lance in four annual payments, In al-
most every case the lands bid consid-
erably beyond the upset price and there
was lively bidding for every parcel.

ELECTION APPEALS.

Ottawa, Oct. 4.—In the Halifax elec-
tion cases to-day in the Supreme court
the appeal was allowed with costs.

AUSTRALTAN PREFERENCE.

Commonwealth Wiiling to Consider
Proposals by Canada and New
Zealand.

Ottawa, Oct. 3.—J. S. Larke, one of
Canada’s trade agents in Australia,
writes to the department of trade and
commerce that he has reason to be-
lieve that Australia will listen to over-
tures from Canada to be included with
United Kingdom and New Zealand in
obtaining the ten per cent. preference
from the Commonwealth. This would
be of very material benefit to Canada.
The only difficulty in the way is that
there are so few articles which Aus-
tralia exports upon which Canada
could make any return.

BULGARIA’S ULTIMATUM.
Will Occupy Town Unless Turks Im-
mediately Sign Report on Bound-
ary Question.

Constantinople, Oct. 4—Delay on the
part of Turkish commissioners to sign
the report resulting from the inquiry
into the frontier dispute of the delimi-
tation of a portion of the Vilavett of
Adrianople, which lead to a somewhat
sharp fight recently between the sol-
diers guarding the post at Sujuk and
the guard on duty at the Turkish post
of Dervish Mogila, has brought out
practically an ultimatum from Bul-
garia, in which that country declares
that unless it is signed by October
14th the Bulgarian troops will be ord-
ered immediately to occupy Sujuk. THe
inquiry was concluded three weeks ago.

LIFE INPRISONMENT.

Johny Tackum Sentenced For the Mur-
der of His Nephew.

Vancouver, Oct. 4—Johnny Tackum,
an up-coast Indian, was this afternoon
sentenced to imprisonment for life for
the murder of his' nephew, Charlie
Newall.

This is the second time that Tackum
has been given life imprisonment. H=
killed a man many years ago, but was
released after serving three years. He
was dying then from Concumption, but
revived when he ‘returned to his
native haunts.

POLITICIANS IN
UNFAVORABLE LIGHT

REVELATIONS BEFORE

AR

Ottaw.a Journal Says Usefulness of Some
of Conservatives Implicated Is
; Gone.

Ottawa, Oct. 3.—The Ottawa Evening
Journal = (Independent Conservative)
had a leading editorial headed “Graft.”
It' says:

“A -considerable time has
since evidence was given before the in-
surance commission which indicated
that a number of prominent men, some
very well known -in politics, Hon. G.
Foster, M. P., G. W. Fowler, M. P., A.
A. Lefurgey, M. P., Rufus H. M. Pope,
ex-M. P., Mr. McGillivray, ex-M. P.,
Judge Boyd and Matthew Wilson; K.
C., had been dealing unfairly, if not
dishonestly, with trust money or with
each other. Comment was delayed by
the Journal in the expectation of fur-
ther testimony. Some  further testi-
mony there has been. Judge Boyd has
been examined and by his own account
seems to have been merely a stool
pigeon. Mr, Letursey. one of the
younger Conservatives of the House of
Commons (all the politicians named
are Conservatives), was examined yes-
terday and apparently acted in good
faith and ignorance of any grafting.
But as regards the rest no sufficient
defence seems to be forthcoming. Mr.
Foster’'s evidence did not suggest any
good explanations. Mr. Fowler has so
far not been examined and seems. to
dodge it.

“In regard to the transactions with
the monéy of the Independent Order of
Foresters, which the evidence given be-
fore the insurance commission indl-
cates to have been dishonest, twe par-
ties existed. One party comprises those
who had the Foresters’ money in trust
through the Union Trust Company.
This party included Messrs. Foster,
McGillivray and Matthew . Wilson.
Those who were directors of the Union
Trust Company took a financial inter-
est in an option on C. P. R. lands which
cption they practically sold to the
Union Trust Company at a figure
which netted themselves a profit. In
other words, they used their .official
positions as trustees and the money of
their clients to make a private deal
which was a sure gain for themselves
and a gamble for the Foresters. There
was another deal, the Kamloops Lum-
ber Company purchase. Stated rough-
ly and briefly, Fowler formed a syndi-
cate to buy that company out, got pri-
vately an option on it for $150,000, per-
suaded his partners that $225,000 would
be a fair price, which they paid to
Ryan, and took $55,000 back from Ryan
as a private perquisite. As the evi-
dence goes at present, it was a simple
steal from his partnerg (they were
using Foresters’ money), by Fowler
and those who knowingly shared it
with him, of whom Pope is indicated
as one,

“There may possibly be something
yet to come out regarding the com-
rlicated facts to exhibit some or all
of the parties concerned in a better
light, but it is difficult to see how, un-
less there are new developments. We
would imagine that, so far as the pub-
lic is concerned, the usefulness of the
rarties implicated is gone.”

R. L. Borden’s Statement.

R. L. Borden yesterday made the fol-
lowing statement relative to Mr. Le-
furgey’s evidence as to the western
land deal given before the commission:

“I never had the slightest interest in
or connection with the purchase of that
land or any other lands in the west of
Canada. Messrs. Pope, Fowler, Ben-
nett and Lefurgey or some of them told
me of their proposed venture and asked
me to join them. My discussion of the
proposal with any of these gentlemen
was during our trip to the west in 1902,
before any details of the purchase had
been made. The discussion was of a
very casual and general character and
I was so much occupied with political
matters that I gave it very little con-
sideration. I returned to Halifax from
the west about the end of October,
1902, and the end of the following
month Mr. Pope telegraphed to me that
he was leaving for the west and on the
same day I replied by telegraph that I
would not take any interest. I never
attended any meetings in connection
with the purchase, never had any com-
munication with Sir T. Shaughnessy or
any other railway official on the sub-
ject, and had no confidential informa-
tion about the route of any railway.
It was never suggested or hinted to
me that any funds of the Union Trust
Company were to be used for the pur-
chase and I never heard that company
mentioned in connection with it, The
proposal made to me was that each
person who might become interested
should finance his own share.”

MINERS ENTOMBED.
More Than Sixty Men Supposed to Be
Imprisoned.

t Bluefield, Va., Oct. 3.—As the _result
of an explosion  this afternoon at the
West Fork mines of the Pocahantas
Collieries Company, where the explo-
sion of 1902 occurred, In which Supt.
O’Malley and sixteen others lost their
lives, from sixty to one hundred men
are supposed to be entombed.

Two rescue parties have entered the
mines and up to 11 o’clock to-night two
men named Dolbert and Godash have
been rescued and revived.

The mine is reported to be on fire,
and the work of rescue is retarded.
The cause of the explosion is not
known. . Great excitement prevails in
the neighborhood of the mines. Crowds
of men, women and children remain
about the drift at the mouth of the
* | mine, anxiously awaiting news of rela-
tives and friends.

The explosion took place in what is
known as the St. Paul entry of the
mine.

The force of the explosion was hard-
ly noticeable at the mine’s mouth, as
the entry in which it occurred is two
and a half miles in the mountains. A
number of men in the south mine were
almost suffocated before they were res-
cued.

CROPS DAMAGED.

Incessant Rains in Tennessee Will Re-
sult in Enormous Losse.

Nashville, Tenn., Sept. 3.—Great dam-
age is being done to the crops of Ten-
nessee by the incessant rains which have
fallen for two weeks. Commissioner
Ogilvie, of the department of agriculture,
declares that the loss will be enormous.
The rains have prevented the planting of
wheat altogether, and should there be no
more rain for a month it will be impos-
siple for the farmers to sow the average
wheat crop. In the lowlands of Middle
and Western Tennessee the corn crop has
been knocked flat and is rotting on the
ground. Reports come to the commis-
sioner from all the cotton sections to the
effect that the seceds are sprouting in the
bolls, the quality of the staple is being
injured, and in other instances the plant
is falling to the ground.

SOLD LIQUOR ON SUNDAY.
